POLITICAL CONDITION OF ALABAMA,

Mr. Jowell avken leaye to retire while the commit-
tee acted npon the report ; but pending hisretirement
Paul strabach, of Alabama. addressed t e commit-
tee as to the political condition of his Stete, He
pard that the Repobiican party was in a fur better
condition in that State than ot had been for years
before.  Dhssensions, which had eaused the surren-
der of several Congressional distrniers to the Dem-
oerats, had been guicied, The Republicans conld
carey four Congressional districtsif they could obtain
aid from the Northern Hepnblicans,  Northern
speakiers were especially  needed.  Mr.  Stro-
bach gave the connnittes fignres to show that it
wita pos=ibie to carry the Congressional districts ha
mentionsd.  lu conclusion he uppaaled earnestly to
Nurthern Republicans to aid the Southern Repub-
licans, saying that the lntter bad been given ** the
cold shoulder ™ for several years undeservedly, and
now ueeded assistance,

Mr, Jewell having retired, William P, Frve, of
Maine, was voted to the chair, and the committes’s
report was at once put and earried unanimously,
Mr. Jewell was duly mven notiee, and having
briefly expressed hia thanks for the honor conferred
on him he again took the chair, and the business of
the committee was proceeded with,

Elihu Enos, of Wisconsin, moved that the Fx-
ecutive Committee be empowered to flil any va-
eancies that might ocenr in that body, and make
such subdivisions as they might soe fit,

This was adopted, aud Wilham P. Frye proposed
thut when the committee adjourn, it adjourn to
meet at the same place at noon on the 15th of
October.  This was also adopted.

Congressman Hubbell, charman of the Congres-

APFEALS FROM SOUTHERN MEMBERA,

The Swuthern members of the commitiea now
seized the opportunity to speak regarding the'con-
dition of the Republican party in ther several

States, They all earnestly asked that the com-
mittes shouldl  give ald  to the Southern
Republicans.

Wastinaros, July 2.—The Post Offies Depart-
ment isinformed that the steamer Belgic will sail
from San Francisco, with maila for China
and Japan, on the 15th instavt. This is in addition
to the mails already advertised for this month,

Superintendent Blackfan, of the foreign mails di-
vision, is in correspondence with the Freneh Postal
anthorities in regard to the enlargement of the
linnit established by the Postal U'nion in weight and
dimensions of sampie puckages of merchandise
which way be seot through the mauils, Such an en-
largement has  been  wade with  England,
but the proportion  which comes from France
names a different lmit. Mr. Blackfan objects to a
multiplication of exceplions to the Pustal Union
ritls, and has proposed that the arrangement with
England be extended to France,

The arrangements for a fast mail from New-York
to New-Orleans and the Southern seuboard and
pulf cities will not be completed until soms time in
October, Unlike the North, where negotiations for
a thonsaod or fifteen hundred miles of ronte may
boe made with a single ndividual, many interests
mwnst be consulted in the South, When the arrange-
weot is completed, traing leaving New-York ot 4:35
a. m. will reach Washington not later than 11 a. m,
Mails will reneh Jacksonville i less than thirtv-six
honra {from Nl-w-‘l'nrk,_pld one day will be saved on
the present schedule time to New-Orleans,

Io reply to some eriticisms made in regard to the
time named for closing the mails for the fast morn-
g trains from New-York for the West, SBuperin-
tendent Thompscn explaing that he has cut down
the time bet ween the New-York Post Oflice and the
den ot from ninety to forty minntes.

THE WORK OF COUNTERFEITERS,

A TALK WITH THE CHIEF OF THE SECHET SERVICE
—THE COUNTEHRFEIF $100 NurES Nor TtHER
WORK OF ULRICH.

IFROM A REGULAR CORRESPONDENT 3F THE TRIBUXE |

Wasiusarox, July 1.—Mr. Brooks, Chief of the
Becret Service Division of the Treasury Depart-
went, gave to & TrRIUse correspondent vesterday
suotne juteresting facts relating to the operations of
counterfeiters. Speaking of the comparatively re-
cent $L00 connterfeit notes, Mr, Brooks said: " The
work on these notes is so gool that many bunkers
and experts when shown two notes, one genmne
and the other eounterfelt, have declared that the
geunine was connter{eit, and the eonnterfeit gen-
uine, The firat H100 dollar eounterfeit note was
deteoted about fifteen mouths ago. Since then we
have been on the alert to discover the source of
these notes, The search is an exceedingly difficult
one, for several reasons. We will hear of one of
the notes, say in lowa or Texas, The next one that
tarns up may be in Maine or Oregon. Then when
wa bagiu to trace the hands through which a note
hias passed we very soon bring up io a bank, whose
ofticers will say that they paid ouat the unote, but
cannot say from whom they received it, and so we
fuil. There are six of these $100 counterfeits, all
printed from the same plates. Ouly one of them ia
ou filire paper.  That is a rather poor imitation of
the distinctive paper that was used for National
bank notes somo years ago. It can be detectod by
trying (o dig out the fibre with the pont of a nesdlo,
In the gemmune paper the fibra is tough, and can
Le pulled vnt without breaking. Inthe counter-
feit it is very tender or rotieo, and breaks very
eanily.”

** It has been naserted that the noted conncerfeiter
Ulrich engraved the plate for the $100 counter-
feit,” remarked the correspondent.

“ It is better work than Charley Ulrich ean do,”
replicd Mr. Brooks decisively, ' Besides. I kuow
that he has had no opportunity to engrave a plate.
He is honestly at work In Trenton, N. J., and earn-
ing a good deal of woney, Ho knows perfectly well
that if he were to leave Trenton, withont my knowl-
edge, he would be subject to arrest and conviction.
As long as he keeps straight he is sate. 1 thionk it

may take n long time to capture the 8100 plate and
arrest the connterfeiters, bnt it will be dooe at last,
for there is no * honor nmong thieves.'”

At thig point in the converaation a telegram was
hauded to Mr Brooks annonncing the arrest in
Pennsylvania to-day of seven connterfeiters,

“That is very good,” said Mr, Brooks ; ** but then
it is casy enoueh to eatch those fellows. Tlhey are
eoin connterfeiters,”

“The reason yon hear go much abont this $100
connterfeit,” continned Mr Brooks, ' is bacanse it
it 1s of such a large denoamination, Bot the chief
loss to the prnyln has been caused by counterfeits of
the $5 and $10 notes. The loss in each cuse was
rmall, and so not much was smid aboot 6, Within
the lust tour years we have captared not less than
ten of these small counterfeits, and there (s not a
single one now out in the hands of the wakers, so
far aa we know, I should not be greatly surprised,
however, by the appearauce of & new couuter-

feit soon,”
