* The wentber was hot and sultry in this city yes-
terday morning ; not a vreath of air seemed to be
stirring, and everyhody who oould conventently got
away from the seorching streots took advantage of
the opportunity ; $0 that in spite of the alleged pop-
ular timudity in regard to travelling Ly water,
every steamer bonnd on An eXoursion was erowiled
1o its fulldst legal capacity, If not hovond if. At
an early hour there was 2 great fleet of exearsion
steamers it the Hodson River between the Twenty-
first and Twenty-third-st. landings, and with their
goy fags and streamers and the crowds of ** dressed
up” people on them. they made a pretty potore
with tho sky and the bills of New-Jorsey for a
background. As each boat moved ons its band
played some festive alr, and ihere was little in the
scena to suggest even the possibulity of apything
like disastor,

All thie boats and railway trans leading to Couey
Tsland were packed with pleasure-seekers, and the
jsland itselt was fuirly orowded. One of the man-
agers of the Manhattan Beach Ilotel told the T
porter Lt simce the hotel first opeiedd to the publie
there had never been 80 many peopie there on any
single day as on Saturday aud vesterday, In the
forencon of yesterday he said tiat thete were at least
10,000 persons about the Lotel at ome time, and
during the entire day be thonght that not less than
55,000 had been there, while the whole number on
the siand, at the Manhattan, Onental, Brighton
and other resorts, wis o timated as rangiog be-
tween 75,000 und 100,000,

The day at Coney Island was delightful, and the
short storm in the afternoon was only a pleasant
variation in its rhythm. Thoogh the sun lovked
srraizhit down, there was a fresh brecge from the
peean which tempered the heat and made people
smile complacently as they thought of the broiling
thormometor in the eity or rend the “ weather arti-
Sles” iy the moruing papers. A greal many persons
rinsed themselves off tu the ocenn, aud nearly every
bathing-honse iad an occupant continually during
the day. There was a gieat deal of hilsrity among
Lhe bathers in the surf. Near the shore were siout
sid Jadies, elderly men awml a great many funny
attle ehildren, splashing water over each other aud
mdulging in shouts of merry lanzhiter and pleasant
panterings.

TRIPS THAT WERE 30T ALTGGETHER PLEASANT—
A LAND BREEZE AT THE LEACH AND Xo AR
BIINBING NN THE WATEE—THZ GREAT IOTEL

NEALLY FINISHED,

If Rockaway is to ba a suscesalnl competitor with
Couey Island in the Buwter resurt bustiaess, an
tinmense chuuge mwust be wronght oo
condittion. Notwithstanding tie ratn on Saturday
wishi, the snn rose angrily yestepday morning, and it
wits sarly evident that New-Yorkers were doomed to
anether seorchig day. There was lictle if any
broezs, and the only hope for a comfortaile Ife was
on the water, or ut least near it.  So at lenst thon-
sands thought early 1 the morning, and there was
a rnish to the sieamboat pers of men wnd
woiey  with  ehildren, all bent on  flyving
rem the tornd  terrors of o July Sun-
dav, ‘1ae Coney lsiand bosts were erowded, Long
Brasel ceaft earried their full quots of passenuers,
amd the Koekaway toulla did an ymmense bisi-
ness,

The Columbia, the Grand Repnblie and tho
Americus took the insule roate to Hookaway, while
the Twilight lasded her passengers st the ocean
pier, Those who heped for cool breezes on the
worning trips of these Dboats  were  doomed
to disappoinument, for what little wind prevaded
was with the boata. The result was that all who
could erowdsd toward the bows of the steamers, anil
sngerly monopolized what Ltrle breeze was made
by the movoment of the boat, “Thie cabizs and the

upper  parts of the vesscls were almost
unendirable, The sen  was as calim s o
miil pond, and there was not even the
