DR. TANNER ALIVE DESPITE HIS FAST.

A RALLY IN THE MORNING—RFORIVING MANY
CALLEHS—A FASTING MATCH PROPOSED—TUX-
FAVORABLE SYMI'TOMSE IN THE EVENING.

Dr. Tanver surprised his watchers yester-
day by rallying and appearing in better con-
dition and more cheerful. Mo chatted with
Dr. Hull and other callers, and received
& ohallenge to a fasting mateh”
which he seems disposed to consider seri-
ously. Toward evening, however, uufa-
vorable symptoms appeared. The faster
seemed chilly and somewhat drowsy.
Many of the physicians at the hall look for a
sudden change for the worse at any moment.
The Doctor spoke of feeling Letter and less
hungry than last week.

FOURTEEN DAYS WITHOUT FOOD.

“Pm betting on the doctor” said a gambler
sesterday afternoon as he eritieally examined Dr.
Tanner's pointa, “ I'll back the man against time.
Why. look at him, he's as healthy as I am and he's
full of blood. Yes, 1 think this 1s all on the kquare.
1 don't see any chanee for selitug out or foul play.
1 hope the old man will come in first, but it's a guoer
match ; iUs the queerest match [ ever heard of;”
and the old sportswan departed sbaking Lis head.

But there were those among the physicians who
felt the grave force of possibilities that might any
moment develop into fatal resnlts. On the table
pear Dr. Tanner stood a large case made of polished
wood and encircled by nickel elnsps, It had a for-
bidding look, snggestive of the surgeon’s office. It
was a galvanic battery, and it was placed near
Dr. Tauner as a last resort in case symptoms
of dissolation suddenly appeared. 1f his tempera-
ture after a sudden rise as snddenly £alls far below
the normal point, aud be losss his senses, the bat-
tery will be instantly applied and he will be sub-
Jected to the most powerful stimulants, But to the
sarprise of most of his attendants, Dr. Tanner
poetued to rally yesterday., The hectic flush that
had lighted up his wan cheek disnppeared. He
slept comfortably during much of Sanday night,
and this togetlor with the slightly lessened hoat of
pesterday seemed to revive him. He eonversed
treely and was more cheerful and amiable than the
day before. He received many visitors and enthu-
siastically applauded the wmusic with which he was
[avored at intervals, When he was in Unlop-square
parly yesterday morming, uo one, to look at the re-
speciable old wan who sat quietly pulling & bouguet
of flowess to picees, would have dreamed that his
wou will had kept Lim tourteen days without food,
He shows an increased preference for lying quistly
pn Lis cot as the days go by, Much of the timas he
Is half dozing, often asking for water to be used in
riusing his mouth, for sponges, wet towels or pleces
of ice.

LEGISLATION IN BROUKLYN.
———
THF ALDERMEN TALK MUCH BEFORE GOING AWAY
FOR YACATION—THE ELEVATED LAILROAD.

The Brooklyn Board of Aldermen meg yesterday
for the lust time before the Summer vacation.
There was a long session, but much of it was oveu-
pred in discussion which only obstructed hinsiness,
The Mayor, Corporation Counsel and Commis-
soner of ity Works sent a commnuiention m
referenee to street eleaning. It recommended that
the Board annul the existing coutracts whers the
work liail not been properly done, leaving to the
contractors the .fri"hg'" of presenting claims for
work Truﬁ:rl}' one., The communication then
advised that the Department of City Works be
anthorized te advertise for proposals tor new con-
traets under now specifleations, so as to bring about
a proper performance of the werk, and proposed a
series of resolutions providing for this, and empow-
ering the Commissioner o1 City Works to have the
ashes removed and strects cleaned pending the
contracts. I

After dong discnssion and eftorts on the part of

thirteen Aldermen to linve their wards excepted in
the annalling of contracts, tne Bosrd passed o sub-
stitute for these resolutions, empowermg Comuls-
sioner French to annul contracts sud to pay con-
tractors sogording to his judgment. A resolution
directing the removal of telograph wires from the
roof of the City Hall within twenty davse was
yissed.  Alderwinn Roberts, of the Twentieth
Ward, oftered a resolution dirceting the Long
Island Railroad to remove the iron fence from each
gidde of the track of the gteam sarface rosd in
Atlantie-nve.: it was referred to the Law Committes
after the Inquiry had been raised us to the right of
the Board to give the road permission i the first
place for the ervetion of the }enum.

The Railroad Committes reparted m regard to the
new elevated railroad company which applied for
Hnrmtwnn to butld in Furman-st., at the rear of the

TWO BUSY YEARS AT WILLIAMS,

Mexton, Ohio, July §,—~When Garfield reached
Williams College, in June 1854, he hiad about $300
which he had saved while teaching in the Hiram
school, With this money he hoped to manage to
get throngh a yoar.

vigorous debater, and in his last year was one of
the editers of The Williams CQuarterly, n college
periodical of a high order of merit. To this maga-
zine he was o frequoent contributor fn prose, and
onece wrote a poem. ‘Ilie inflnenee of the mind and
chatucter of Dr, INopkins was powerfully fele in
shaping the direction of Lis thought und his views
of 1ife. e often says ihat the good President rose
like asun befors Lilm, and eulightened lus whole
mental aud moral nature. His preaching and teach-
ing wers o constant inspiration to the young OUlno
student, and ho becamo the ecentre of his college
life—the objeet of Lis reverenes and hero-worship,
At the end of the Fall term of 1554 camea
Winter vacation of two months, which Garfleld
viployed in tesclung a writing-school at North
Pownall, Vermont, e wrote a bold, handsoms,
logible hand, not at all like that in vogue nowa-
days in the systems tanglit in the commercial
colleges. hut & hand that was strongly Individual
and was the envy of the boys and girls who tried to
imitate it in his Vermont class. 1t 15 soid that
year or two before Garfleld tanght his writing-class
in the North Pownall school-house Chester A,
Arthur kept the district schiool In the same bnilding.
At the endt of the school year in June, Garfield
went back to Obio and visited his mother, who
was then living with a daughter in Solon. Hia
woney was exhansted, and he had to adopt one of
two plans, either to borrow enough to take him
through to graduation ut the end of the next year,
or to go to tesching in order to earn the money, and
thus break the continuity of his college course.  He
then hit upon the plan of insuring his life, and
assigning the poliey as secarity for a loan. Mis

brother Thouias undertook to furnish the funds

instalments, but becoming embarrassed wasnot alile
to do so, and a nelghbor, Dr, Robinson, sssamed the
obligaticn, Garfield gave his motes for the loan,
and regarded the transaction as on o far business
Lasis, knowing, that if he lived he wounld repay
the money and that if he died his creditor would
lie secure,
A TURNING-POINT IX HIS CARERR. .
Jiis second Winter vaeation Garfield spent in
Poestenkill, New-York, a country neighborhood
about siz miles from Troy, where a Disciple minister
from Ohio nsmed Strester was preaching, and where
Lie soon organized a writing-school to employ his
time and bring him in o little money. Occasionally
Garfleld preached in his friend’s church. During a
visit to Troy be becams acqnainted with the teach.
ers and directors of the public schools of that elty,
anid was one day sarprised by the offer of a position
in them at a salary far beyond his expectations of
what he conld esrn after his gradoation and retumn
to Ohlo. It was a turnmg-point in hislife. Iffhe
accepted he conld soon pay his debis, marry the gurl
to whom he was engaged, and live & life of com-
fort in sn attractive Esatern city ; but he could not
finlsh his college course, and he would have to
sever the tles with friends in Obio and with the
struggling school at Iiram, to which he was deeply
attnehed, Maa he taken the position Lis whole
susbsequent ocareer would no doubt bave been
different, While In chureh at Clicago just before
the nomination last June he recoguized in the con.
gregation the man who made him the ofter in Trog.
The two had not met since that time. “ Do you
remember what vou said on that oceasion ™ askod
his old friend.

Study at Willlams was easy for Garfield. o had
been used to much barder work at Hiram, where
bo had crowded o slx years' conrse into three, and
taught at the same thme, Now he had the stimunlus
of a large class, an advantage ho had never enjoyed
before. 1lis lessons were always perinctly learned
and e found a good deal of time for courses of read-
ing that involved as much brainwork as the collews
text-books.

HI8 VIEWS OF THE THEN BXISTING PARTIES,

Daring his last term nt Williaws ho made his first
political specch, an address before & meoting
gathered in one of the class-rooms to support the
nowination of John €. Fremont. Althongh he hnd
pussad his majority nearly four years before, he Tl
never voted, The old parties did not fnterest i §
ue belioved them Loth corrupted with the sin of
slavery ; but when o new party arose to combat, the
designg of the Stuve Power it entisted Lis cartest
sympathies. His midd was free from all hias con-
corning the parties and statesmen of the pust,
and could equally adwmire Clay or Jackson
W elster or Benton.  He s the first man .uumtualuj
for the Presidency whose volitical convictivns and
setivities began with the birth of the Hepublican
party. :

NOW THE WORK IS DONE.

TIHE RECENT ACCUMULATION OF DEAD DOGS AT THE
POUND—~DETALLS OF TIE OFFAL COUNTRACTOR'S
DUTIES.

Ono of the incidents of the bot seasou 18 an extra-
ordinary mortality among anionls 1o this eity.
Horses, dogs, cats, goats and other animals die in
tho streets, and the removal of them laxes the men
who do the work of the offal eontractor beyond their
powers. At most such seemed to bo the ease in the
state of affairs which occasioned the complaint of
Dr. Holwell, ssoward of the Recsiving Hospital, at
iho foot of Fast Bixteenth-st., who reported
ot Police Headguarters that 300 dogs which
were drowned at the pound Saturday mor ning were
left there over night, In order to nvestizats the
ennses of this delny, and to obtain some ides 0 the
working of this departuent of the olty's sanitary
management, a reporter of THE TRIRUNE yosterday
enlled upon several persons conuected therewith,

Golng first to the offices of the Hoard of Health
the reporier had 8 talk with Dr. Jagnes, who said :
“Ihe eontract for the romoval of oflal
was awarded by the Board of Health to Andrew
White, of No. 41 Peck-slip, The contract ia
given for o term of years, and i3 subject to the ap-
sroval of the Controller, Every Summer. when we
anu n proteacted season of excessive heat, many
animals full victims to the force of the sun's rays,
Ut conrse, this inakes mors work for the persons in
chinrge of such wetters, 1hero is always a nnmber
of complmints made, Hut we have had no more this
Sppumer than usual. As scon as & complaint is
mude to us by letter or otherwise we send 1t down
1o the Police Headgnarters, and they telegraph it to
the ofiee of the contraetor,”
