A CASE OF ALLEGED FALSE PRETENCES.
WOW THE NEW-YORK ELEVATED RAILROAD COM-
PANY WAS IMPOSED ON—A GIRL CLATMING TO
BE INJURED BY A COLLISION I8 AWARDID
$2,500—INDICTMENTS AGAINST THE GIRL AND
HER FATHER.
Two of the indictments recently found by the

Jury of this county weres against Patric
m; ar:d his dan hw.ll: ﬁsta Moriarty, for oh-
talning $2,500 from the New-York Elevated Ral-
road Company false Morinrty is

h his wife and five children he lives at No. 201
RBeventy-fourth-st.  His danghter Kate is
sbout twenty years of age. _ Tho partinlars of the
ease, which L one of upusually bold and sucoess{ul
fmposition, were collectod yestorday by o Trin-
OKE reporter from the affidavits of trustworthy
witnesses, who will appear for the prosecution, and
from other sources,

The claim of Moriarty sgmnst the company
gw out of the seoldent which oecurred on March

., 1870, at Forty-second=st. and Third-ave. At
12:20 p. 1. on that dav a train had just passad the
Forty-seeond-st, switeh on ita way to the Grand Cen-
tral Depot. J, J. Davenport,the switochman in charae
of the up-track, hud peglected to change the switeh,
snd as  conscquence the followmg  through train
eroased from the np-irack just in time to meet a
train that was leaving the station on the down-
track. The engines came together with sueh foree
s to digable them comuletaly. The glass in the ear-
windows was broken, and several persons were
thrown down and sustained injnries,  No such nome
as Moriarty was published or goven af among the -
Jured, who unmbersd, as tar as eould be aseertained,
#ix persons.  Crowds of men, women aud children
filied the streets beneath the frack for some time
following the acoident. A few days after the
eollision the New-York Elevated Railroad Company
was presenicd with a claim for $2,5600 dan
from Patrick Moriarty, Of this snm $2,000 was
elammed an aceount of o broken collar-hone eanasd
to Agnes Moriatty by the accident, and F500 for
the loss to Morarty of his danghter's sorviees,  Ae-
ecompanying the claim wero the aftidayiis of Dr,
Francis A. MoGire, a2 cxamiaing physician, and of
Asnes Moriarty,  The latter set fordh that on March
26, 1579, ehe had taken the elevated trin shortly
before noon at Fourteenth-st. for the porpose of
B 0 Seventyv-stxth-ot,, and that by the accident
shie sustained n dislocation of the collar bone,  The
company’s physicin, Dr. Freen, exnmined the gl
and prononnced her  dpjurd gennime, amd on
June 9, 1870, the company paid _over to Moriarty
his elaim. Of the nmom $1.500 wae placed in
the Central 1'rust Company, to be held untl tbe in-
jured girl beeame of age.

Same time afterward gnspicion was arousad a8 to
the genunineness of Lhe clutm, and staps were taken
to aacertain the Tncts concerning the matter,  Soan
the fact that the company hed been tuposed on
was clearly proven, and Moriarty and bis danghter
w indicted and arvested, They now are ont
on barl  awaiting  trink,  No  child of  Pni-
vick Moriarty  wos  named  Agnes, bot abe
paie  was  suhstituted  for  thuat  of  Kate
fur the purpose of makivg the complant. An afli-
davit i= made that sinee December, 1878, and
etirher, the danghter, Kate, bad  hand  frouble with
Ber eollar-booe, frequently complaining that it was
ont of piace.  To one of the witneases the mother of
the girl had explained that the dislocation was pro-
dueed by the use of an instrament eriploved in the
manuiacture of artificial Howers, 1t being necessary
to place the instrument agaiust the breast nud 1o
uae all possible strengtl i pressing, so a8 to moke
a firm imprint npou the material used, Two weeks
before the eollision on the ratlroad the girl had
shown to a friend the injured part, it bemng then
bound ap in plaster of Pans and cotton batting,
This was piat on by Di. J. Clark Thomas, of No. 107
West Fortyv-seventh-st., for the purposs of redoeing
the disloention. Iu the first week of Mareh, 1874,
Kate reported that the doctor had told her that it
wis neeessary 10 take off the bandages and get an
apparatus insiead of plaster, At that time hor father
came in and told her that she must get something
done to help hier t Lle, ko that she conld make n
living for herself, adcing that she was big enough
to earn her own hving, and t he could not take
care of her. Two or three d lnter. Kate, having
complmmned that she was unable to get enongh
moury to purchiase the apparalus—ilsprico wos Fi—
was advised to go to Dr. Knight, at the Hospital for
the Knptored and t'r:rpll-fl, at Forty-secoud-st, and
Lexmgton-ave, Onp the morning of the ucecident,
Murch 25, Kate said that she wus going to the hos-
pital aud fett the bouse ai 10:45 a, w. There is no
donbt that she walked to the hospital, for she was
hewtd to say before leaving the house that if shie had
10 eents he wonlil ride to see a friend. Sbore-
turmed between 12:30 and 1 p. m. and satd that
Dr, Kuight would have the apparatus for ber in a

week, When she  entered the houose she
said : ** There was a terrible aceideut on tue Ele-

vated Road ut Forty-second-st. aud Third-ave.”

“ Was any one killed or did any cars run off the
track 1”7 was asked.

° N-r; there was not, but there was a great crowd
there,”

**Ihd you stov to look at it 1?

* Yes,” was the auswer, Affidavits set forth that
the next day Mrs. Morarty, Kate's mother, and
Kute were tulkillr about the aceident In the pres-
ence of others, when Kate took np a newspaper snd
read the published acconnt, Mrs, Moriarty then
eand ¢ " There was no fear of your being  thers and
goetting somtthing to help you get along, 1f yon
only had had the luck to be there so that you wight
gel some mwoney out of the company, if it was culy
FR00,"

Kate replied : ** I was near enough to it. I was
on the corner and 1saw it just after it occurred,”

On the second day after the accident Mrs, Mori-
prey was heard to say: “We hoave made up our
minds to sec if we can get anything ont of the rail-
rond company for Kaue on account of the accident,
because Katie could show her collat-bone and say
Ilollm'-:omwuythul she had got hart in the col-

mon.

Kate was presont and said: “Tha! will be a first-
rile excuse,”

“] am going to take Katie to a doctor to see what
be will say,” said the wother.

“Why den't you go to Dr, Thomas ¥ was asked,

“1t will not do, vecause he has attended ber for
ber eollar-bone before the accident,” was the reply.

After sowe discussion 1t was decided to go to Dr,
McGuire, An honr later they returncd and Mre,
Morisrty said : “Lhe doctor says that he never saw
enything hke it before, and _that it will prevent
Katie from getting a hiving, He thinks that sbe ls
burt tnternally, I have given the doctor the nume
of Agnes instead of Kate, because she won't be as
well known by the nawme of Agnes, Everybody
kuows lier by the name of Kate, and in case the
name gets into the papers a8 baving been paid
money by the ralroad company, no one will kuow
who slie 15,7

On the day of the accident a rag-hbnyer at Mrs.
Moriarty’s house smid to ber: * Wusu't that a
dreadtul accident 1" Whataccident 17 was asked.
The wan gave the partienlars, and after he went
avay Mre, Moriarty said ¢ *“'This will bea good
thing to say—that Katie got hurt at the time of the
collision, and see if we ean't get some money out of
the railroad company. It wonld be no harm, as
Katie got a revere crnshing gong in the cars &t
Houstou-st. one evening."”

A wittness, who was al the scene of the accident
At 12:30 p. w. states that he knows Kate Moriarty
well, and saw her on the sidewnlk on the northeast
corger of ‘1 hied-ave, aud Forty-second-gt,, three
feet trom the curbetone.  She was standing and
‘n!;.;.g at the results of the eollision, as were many
ol hers. »

Mr. Moriarty and bis danghter are out on 500
bail each. When the money was given to them by
the ralroad company Mrs, Moriarty told a friend

remarkably unique case of frand and worthy of a
shaip bram,  The trial will develop some {nterest-
ing facts that ean’t be given owt now.

Moviarty with her daughier eame to me in. March
of last year and told me that her daughter had re-
ereivedd injories at the accident on the Elevated
Hoad o dav or two before, 1 examined the girl and
found that there was o complete dislocation of the

ol'ar-bune on the rght wide.  This was swollen
sotee, and she also complained of & pain 1n the
spine.  Upon hiting up ber left anm 1 discovered
that the left eud of the collar-bone was dislocated.
This made the case most unosnal and remark-
able, being the first of the kind that was kuown
to have ocenrred in this countiy, 1 called in Dr. J.
., Davis wnd wlso D Franklm H. Hamilton. We
thought it so remarkable that we took a pluster
cast of the formation, | knew nothing of the fam-
ily, but never for a wonent suspected an imposition.
Tee girl smd that sbs had been struck agrinst a
part of the car, but wus 8o jarred and confused that
gl could not tell bow, Dr. Freer examined ber a
fow daye bater and insisted that 1 should st as
wrbiter e the case, and 1 did, Previous to this
Morsarty had made affidavit in the company’s ofice,
iy presence, that the gitl had wo such injuries
previous to the accident, 1 was 80 impressed with
the singular churacter of the case that | had a long
artiele prepared to be read before the Medical Asso-
viation. I heard nothing more noti] last fall, when
an acquaintanes huted that something was wrong,
I couid pot believe 1t until I bad seen Dr. Kuight,
of the Hospital for the Ruptured and Crippled. This
same sequaniiance inforaed the railroad company.

“flow will Dr. Tanner's stomach act when he
begins to eat 17 This s one of the many interest-
ine questions afforded by the fastat Clarendon Hall,
It 1% known that the stomach seems to heconts
weakened by prolonged abstinence from nourish-
ment, =0 a8 1o eject food when takon, but Dr. Tan-
ner i vesterday @ ** The reports that my fiomach
el [ o food at the end of wy former fas, are erron-
ons,  When I said formerly that T was unabile to
n the milk 1 drank. I méant that it seemed to
be in Iv absorbed, for 1 dwon's teel it at all, and
1 instantly deauk & guart more,” A phiyscian at the
nall expressed the opinion that  Dr Tauner’s
stomach would probably assimilate milk at th il
of the fast, e said: **As there is nothing to
stimulite the stomach now, of course the secretion
of the gastrie juice is not actively going on, and the
functions of the stomach are tn o sisle of ahey-
ance,  Bat I think it probable that he will be able
totake mitk and such earily digested arlieles of
fooud, though more solul food would overtosk the
capacity of the stomaeh, This 18 on the gunposi-
tion that the fauections ef the stomach, althongh in
aoeyance, are sill precerved, If the fanetions are
poavalyzad and lust, then no tood ean be taken, and
death must ensun,”

food,  The doctor, though still growing weaker,
sectnes grimly determined to fight Lo the death, and
be will certiinly finsh the forty daysif will alone
ecan do it.  But every day brings some new, though
shight, stgr of weakness, One day heis sick; an-
otbier s stomach refuses water; then he beeomes
irritable and ensily 1sted, nnd #hrinks from an
pscent of the star yne at the hall ventures g
positive predictions any longer, but it 18 the oping
of thowe yualified to judge thut the doctor 18 steadily
growing wenkoer,

i the early part of Monday night the doctor tried
to drink some water, but before getting it was nan-
seated and threw up two tablespooufals of mucous
liqid.  Through the night be was somewhat rest-
Joss, asking several times to have his cot moved.
Waking ot 5 a. m,, vesterday, he seemed somewhat
refreshed, sud dressing, he went for his usual dnive
in the Park, Drobably fearing disastrons conse-
quences, he omitted his morning dnnk. At 8:15
. in., however, be psked for water, and four ounces
were given him, of which he only drank hall an
omunee. He then spoke of feeling remarkably well,
and soon fell asleep.  The doctor appeared listless
daring the forenoon and failed to show s usoal -
terest 1 his mail, Most of the visitors were obliged
to be conteut with a far-off glimpse of
the fasting man as he lay asleep, although at one
time he held a conversation with some people from
Cuicago. From 10 o'clock till 2 the doctor spent
all the time, with the exception of a quarter of an
hour, iyu:g on his cot. Some mineral water had
been sent him and the doctor drank a small gnan-
tity, but he failed to show muoh enthusiasm. ']Iuw-
ever, & portly watcher supplied what the doctor
lacked, * It is a very fine thing,” be said, “and we
must have this put iu a conspicnous place. Every
one that comes must drink some” A murmur ran
through the crowd of bystanders on heariog this
annonncement, It was the first glimpse of a ** free
lunch” that bad appeared at Clarendon Hall, but
the prospect was not encouraging, Men began to
glide out ope by one lest they should be held by
force asnd compelled to drink the com-
pound. With a siogunlar unammity thoss who
remained declared they were not thirsty and
couldn't drink. People eame in constantly asking
wlio was in chianrge of the fuster. Dr. Reiley said:
“We are bothered every day by these guestions,
The wateh is under the charge of the United Brates
Medical College.”

About 2 p. m. Dr. Tanner’s pulse was found to be
84, shghtly more full and regnlar; the temperatura
9R45°, and the respiration 14, The dyoamometer
stiowed a gros‘-ure- of 80 kilogramrmes with the right
hand and 85 with the left, Then the doctor stepped
on the scales . the large hall aud lis
weight was declated to be just 130 pounds. This
is & gain of one-quarter of a poonnd sinee Burnda
night, the last time previous that he was weighe
This {gun was considered almost unsceountahle,
Oue physician sngeested that it was due to the in-
creased quantity of warer the doctor bas heen drink-
ing since Sundav. The gnantity, however, has beeu
ouly slightly incressed, mot sufliciently, it is
elatmed, to acconnt for the gam. Then 1t was said
that there had been sowe change in the doclor's
olothiug, but it is elaimed that he has worn the
same every time be Las been weighed.

The afternoon was largely devoted to musie,
which was firet given by a small boy, and after him
soine women plaved and pang.  Then some swarthy
but not pieturesque wanderers, supposed to be

ous lively airs, to the doctoi’s intense delight,  He
sat up on bis cotin the wallery, and re ardless of
the women who surrounded him, leaned his head on
the railing and gazed down fixedly at the perform-
vis.

AT WORK ON THE COFFER-DAM,

The “work on the coffer-dam at the Hudson River
Tunnel, in Jersoy City, 18 _bemg pushed forward
as rapidly as possible. The workmen  number
150, and the timbers are heing placed  in
position and driven down to the pile-drivers as fast
as they enn be prepared, Patrick Hughes, a work-
man, fell from one of the pile<drivers Inte Monday
night and wae slightly injnred. Yesterday bo wis
able to return to work, The erowil of spectators at
the tunnel yesterday was smaller than at any tine
sinee the nceident occurred. No one but persona
connected with the tunuel company are allowed
within the fence which surrounds the shaft aud
coffer-dam.

The workmen are divided into two gangs, one
under the direction of Enmineesr Lovejoy and the
other of Michael Hurley, the foreman, The eoffer-
dam will be forty-two feet wide and forty-six feet

long. Assoon as it 15 completed the earth will he
dug out inside until the wmd s reached,
fifteen feet below the surface. T mud

will then be mixed with water until it becomes so
thin that it will pass throngh the pomps and
it will be pumped ont. It can be removed
much faster in this way than by shovels. It
is estimated that there will be no  difli-
enlty in tearing open the heavy iron  plates
which inelose the spot where the bodies of the
twenty men lie. Tho plates aro riveted together,
The coffer-dam will be finished by ‘Thursday night,
and it 18 expeeted that the bodies of the dead work-
men will be recovered Friday night or Saturday
morning.
