A PLEASANT HEMMER DAY.
Ambitious thermometers were in a very despon¬

side by tho harbor boats, wraps and light
overcoat* were almost indispensable for comfort,
Thank* to the clear, cold air, the sunny side of the
street wa* not uncomfortable.
