from flshermen, who have volunteersd to take and
recard observations and to make collections of ma-
rine fsuna.

The firse divigion of the work of thoe Commission,
whieh possesses the grentest amount of interest to
the general public, 18 that of the diseovery and dee
seription of new species of fish, This work is
sopplemented by the scicaudic elissification
and deseniprion of all new marine fang discoversd,
Thus division of the work 18 vot coufived to the pro=
ductsof the waters of the Atlintie, the Gult of Mexico .
and the Paeithie const, but it also inclmdes the 1chthys
ology of the lakes and rivers. [t 15 estimated thag
within ten yeuars the specimens of the marine fanng
of New-England nlone have bean inerensed by new
discovertes from 800 to about 2,000, mwaly through
the work of the Commission. Duriog the same time
100 new species of flah, half of which are new to
kcience, have been discovered on  the eastern Atlan-
te coast.  The * hife histores™ of many varieties of
tish bave been printed, and a grent auantity of mae-
teral relating to almost every specics has been ace
cumulated for futore wse, More or less complete
monographs on the bluetsh, the senp, the menhas
den, the wsalmon avd the wlitelish have been
printed, and others are vearly ready for publication.

Lhus tar o deep=sea work Lns Leen done by tha
Commisslon in the waters south of Loung Island,
but shore invest:gations nave been prosecuted along
the entive Atlantie aopd Gulf coasty of the Unired
Biates, and extenmive researches of the same kind
bave been made along the Pacilie cosst. Moany
discoveries, valuable not only i 4 scientitic but in
an ecopomie sense as well, Lave thus been made, As
the New-England waters are still the great contre of
Amenean fstung indostries, the oxplorntions in
those waters huve Leen elaborata and nuremitsing,
Dredging operstions have beon eondicted off the
New-Eongland eoast during every seuson for tho
last ten years, and great adilitions have heen made
of thist region,

vis's Sermts and the Geand Banks, The work of in-

vestigntion has included many  details  besides
the seenring and  preservation  of  pew
Apreimens Frowm the Very tirst atlen-
tion  has  Leen paid to tle tewperature of

the water in its relation to the movoments of flah,
and for several years extensive «beervationa have

yoars, and the tish were greatly inferor in quality.
Observations have also been made to determine the
temprrature of the blood of marnne anmals; to
asecrtain the effect npon the youi:g of difterent fish
of a ehange from ses water into {resh water and
from fresh water mto sen water; and to tind oug
the effeet of cold in retardiog the inentation of the
eges of tish, Chemical analyses bave been mide to
determine the relative butritive value ol fish as an
article of foud.

One of the most intercsting facta eonueected with
the operations of the Cownmission s the interves
evineod and the voluutary sssistance rende
the fishermen of Cape Aniduwring the last thres
tw. When the Commission established ita bead-
quArters ot Gloncester in L8738 the ervws of the fish-
img vessels satliog from that port immediately be-
came interestad m the 2oooeical work, amd began
to vie with each other in th i efforts to find new
aniuals,.  Up to  the peesent  time  they
bave bronght i npearly 1000 senarate lots
of speeimens, pumbering in oll abont 60.000,
the wost ol which belong to species not wise
artanable, The vessels rogagcd 1o the halibug
set lines from ten to fourteen miles in length, wit
hooks six leet apurt, 1 water 200 to 300 fathoms
deep. Many varieties of iving forms, which never
hadd been saved, were brought up on these hooks
and preserved. About forty of the fishin g vessels now
carry collecting tanks tilied with alcobol on every
ernise ; aud the musters of som = of the vessels de-
clire that it brings them * bul lnek” to go to sea
without one of these tanks on bosrd. During every
entise consiant observations of temperature, ete.,
are recorded on blanks furnished by the Commis-
ston. The same blanks show the kinds of tish seen
and the quantity taken ewch dsy.
