WH.AT CAN BE DONE IN IRELAND!

Any measares of land reform which Mr.
Gladstone may conclude to bring before Par-
liament will be likely to follow the lines of the
Aet of 1870. That act not only gave Irish
tenants ample compensation for any improve-
ments they might have made in their bold-
ings, but vested them with a novel species of
property and provided means whereby they
conld buy their farms with the help of the
State, It was the first step m the direction
of peasant proprietorship. The Compensation
Act which was rejected by the Honse of
Lords was designed to give tenants who
were  willing but unable to pay their
rents additional security against eviction.
It was at best ouly a temporary expe-
dient, for it was framed to meet a
special emergency. To be of permanent value
remedial legislation must go much further
than this, It may provide for an impartial
valuation of the land ; 1t may empower the
courts to come hetween landlord and tenant,
and decide what 19 a fair and reasonable
rent; it may simplify the transfer of landed
property, and protect every family of low es-
tate against the natural rights as well as the
fitful caprices of the land-owning class; and,
what is more important than anything else, it
may ereite n new clasa of peasant poprietors
after every obstacle to the redistribation of land
has been removed, The Bright elanses of 1870
have not brought this new bods of land proprie-
tors into existence. Either those clauses must
be extended or a substitute for them must be
devised, for this question of peasant-proprie-
torship lies at the base of land reform.

In every other country a practical solution
of the problem of daily subsistence las been
worked out by the working classes with bet-
wer results than in Ireland. Even when the
farms are small and the economie conditions are
harshest, the peasantry ol the Continent get
on better than the Irish tenants, ‘T'hey are not
gatisfied with raising a lew polatoes and o
light erop of oats and hay, and fattening a
pig. The Fleming wall spend the winter in
draining and fertibzing a farm that is often
as smzall ns an Irmsh  holding. The French
cottager will make wine and rase beet-root
as well ns havvest his grain, and will man-
age his litle property 8o well that when a
populai loan is pat in the market his hoard 15
worth counting.  The Swiss peasant  wiil
gather his seanly erop in summer and  try
his hand e watch-making during the winter.
The Sonth German, when there is nothing
elae to do, will carve wooden toys or dress
flax.
