When
he was about twenty he heard at dirrcer the story
of the misfortunes of Mademoiselle Pauline de
Meulan, who, trying to support an impoverished
family Ly her pen, was nearly overwhelmed by
anxiety and exhanstion, Guizot was just begin-
ning life in Paris, and worked hard for his small
income ; but ho immediately began to assist Milo, de
Meulan by writing articles for a newspaper to
which sbe was a contributor, and requesting that
the money for them should Le put to her eredit.
e aid this for some time without making himself
kuown, and without having seen her. An acquaint-
ance, however, naturally followed, and (his after
a while—not immediately—ripened into syupathy.
The wedding occurred after the lapse of two years.
M. and Mipe, Guizot were admirably adapted to
each other; they worked together in kindred pue-
suits: they earncd together their connuon support ;
and they exerted the happiest inlluence apon each
other. Mme, Guizot gave her hushand acute and
sensihle adviee, not only in s literary undertak-
ings, lmt slso in public Wftairs, with woich he
began to conuect himself soon after his marriage,
Still greater waa the service she rendered him by
brmging sunshine into his solitary and sombre life,
and ealling forth those genial and engaging traits
of churacter by which he brightened and idealized
fis home. Mme, Panline Guizot died in 1827, after
fifteen years of perfeet eoujngal union. In ihe
Iatter part of 1525, Guizot martied ber niece, Niile,
Eliza Dillon, who had been for some time an inmate
of the family. Thismarriage was not less fortunate
than the first, bat the happiness was of briel dura-
tion, for Mme. Llize Guizot died after a little more
than four years,

The fawmily letters of M. Gnizot, many selections
from which are given in this volume, display an
almost extravagant warmth ol aflection.  The emo-
tional nature of the French finds gpontancons ex-
pression in langnage which perhaps suems to more
reserved people a little overstrained and sentimen-
tal. In reading it we must make allowances for tho
national manner of speech.  * Two noble women oe-
cupied the first place in my lte,” said Guizot;
“ilere never were five minutes of romance be-
tween us, 1 despise romance: It pretends to
surpass, and vet it is far below, reality, Troe love,
sincere admiration, real devotion, are very uncom-
mon ; and this is why those who hive nover expe-
ricneed them eall these feclings romantie.  They
ate not so at all 3 en the contrary, where they really
exist, they are all that i1 most simple, natural, and
practicul,”  Certainly in the case of this sincere
wan, love and friendship were the strongest senti-
ments of the heart; and it is interesting to remark
how farthfolly and bow joyfully, in the miast ol
politieal excitements, literary preoceupations and
patriolic enterprises, feasting at royal conrts or
tleving into exile, he tmmed to his wife and his
