cinnamon instead of vanilla, and a amali quantityof spiee. It is to be noted tbat chocolate when re¬
quired lor use should not be melted iu a pan, which

is liable to absorb the essential oil. The Milanese
nee a pecarbrr stone found iu the cmrirons of Milan,
fluted »nd «wmi-cirt. lar in form, between two of
which tbey crush tbo chocolate tablets. Two. of
these sta-iues cost £12. We «have already stated that
Milan is celebr-itod for ita chocolate, and it for tbe
reason that these stori·**, do not absorb any of Its
valuable properties. What these are we will en¬
deavor to deaeribe froni competent authorities.

(1«.·.? ends " for 1BOB, sere that, twenty year« be¬
fore, ehocolste was the breakfast for old men only,
bnt that it had beeome in those days the nourish¬
ment of all who wished to keep their imagination
freah and riforma, and even of those whose brems
were on · par with a fowl's. It nay be a valuable
bint to ladies and genflemen who pursue the perui-
eiona habit of 5 o'clock tea.-**»»MTitclorje because it
undoubtedly destroys the appetite for dinner.that
chocolate has not that etlect. It was neceesary to
discover a substance, at once light and nutritions,
friendly to the intellect and digestion, which, while
enabling as to await a late dinner with equanimity,
would not interfere with our doing honor to that
meal. Therefore ehocolste was invented. La Rey-
neire specially recommends its use to men of letters,
to consumptive peonie, and to the ladies, whose
charms, he déclarée, a cud of chocolate every morn¬

ing for breakfast will preserve indefinitely. If tbat
be so. then, iudeed, this article bas not been writ¬
ten in vain. The author of the "Physiologie «lu
(.out1, says that however copiously yon may have
lunched, a cup of chocolate immediately afterward
will produce digestion three hours after, and pre¬
pare the way for a good dinner. He also strongly
reernnmends it to the man of plessnre ; to every one
who devote« to brain-work tbe hours he should pass
in bed; to every wit who finds he has become sud¬
denly dull ; to all who find the air damp, the time
long, aud tho atmosphere insupportable; and,
above all. to those wbo,tormented with a lixei idea,
havo lost their freedom of thought.
To make chocolat·· (it must never be cut with a

knife) nn ounce and a half is ret] oisife for a cnp.
Dissolve it gradually in hot water, stirring it tbe
wbilo with a wooden spoon ; let it boil for a quarter
of an hour, and serve it hot with milk or without,
according to tasto. " More thau fifty years ago." re¬
lates Hnllat-Savarin, "Madame d'Arestrel. thelady-
snperior of tho Convent of tho Visitation at Belley,
told me that if I wished to drink really good choco¬
lat««, it must be made tbe night before in an earthen¬
ware pot, and left. The night's repose concentrates
it. and gives it a softness which makes it much bet¬
