added in obediente to one very definite principle; a
principle not loss conveniont than definite, 1 was
with Mr Samner during moch of the timo he spent
in London and Paris when he was last in Europe,
in 1872, 1 spent many pleasant hours in hus com-
pany in some of the chief bookshops of those two
gities, He said to me one day: #1 make it a rnle
pever to buy a usetul book.” 1t does not follow
that this had been his rule during all s lite. Hut
ho explained it in this way: that be had always
bad large public litrarica at his conuuand, and that
geither ho nor any other private student could
aftord to buy all the Looks he waned to refer to.
Ibere wae the library of the Boston Athensnm, of
Harvard College, the Boston Publie Library, the
Libinry of Congress, the Smitnsonian Library, and
. goon, Through all theso he was allowed to range
* as he liked, and
Mr. Ruskin to declare, with his cnslOmAry em-
that @ book which was worth reading was
worth buying. Mr Sumner was perfectly capablo
“of maatering a book not his own, or 80 ek of it
as stted s parpose at the moment, and then sees
ing it pass from his hands without a pang.

Hut tor hooks which he cared for as books—books,
in Charles Lamnb's phrase, which are Looks—he
eared very much indeed. He had to the full the
feeling of unother eminent collector, Mr. Ienry
Ward Beecher, that there is no pleasure in life
¢squal to buying & book you cannot altord to bny.
When Mr. Sunner was ldst here, his linances—it 18
10 well known that there is no reason whv the
matter shonld not. be alluded to once more—were
pot in & foanshing condition. He hail sullicient
property and a good income, but his wants ountran
lus means ; and he lovked to the proceads of future
leotures to pay for the extravagances lie was then
committing. For he did buy extravagantly. He
was far too much—or too little—of the crand sejgnewr
to haggle sbout prices or cven to refuse to pay a
price which he knew to be excessive ; and which
fo some cnses was enbanced by uuscrupulous
dealers trading on his gooa taith. I said too much
or too little of o gragd s'greve. 1L may be taken
either way, but in this country of tixed inomues
frown inherited property, the richest and noblest
practise a sort, of economy hatdly known in
America amwong thoss who are the architects of
tnoer own fortuues. In respoct of books and other
formsof bne-a-brac, there is nobudy who makes
keener bargsing than the titled or untitled possessor
of horeditary willions. 1once beard a colloctor ul
limited means remark, as he tarned over a book for
which he had paid a large price: * 1i were ouly u
Duke 1 should get my books minch cheaper,”

Thatmight have boen said cither hers or in Frauce,
[hiere are no more careful boyers thau the Duke
1 Ammale and Barou James de Rothschild ; us there
are poue who know more exactly what a book .is
worth. They both have priceless collections, and
they are both not only buyers Lat pellers of books,
Yon might liveseen uot long ago, in the catalogne
of & well-kuown Paris dealer, a copy® of the Elievir
Horace of 1676, the edition most songht by collve
tors, which was remarkablo in that it had rongh
leaves and had besu sold—or to use the politer
French word * ceded,”—to Mr. Techener by the
Pritics who owes his origin to King Louis Ulilippe
and muchof Lis famo to his hirary, The Duke
fad parted with this copy, which he hadt loug
owned and priged, because he bad lately bought
another, wholly uncut. Baren Jawmes de Hoths-
¢hild sold to avotber Paris dealer the copy ot Alr,
Quariteh’s General Catalogue which Mr. Quaritch,
with calenlating generosity, had given hno. The
Baron did not, I am bound to add, sell it in such &
wiy or on such terms as to iudicate a desire to
swell bis fortane by the procéeds of Mr. Quaritel's
bencvolence. Ile wanted to murk his contempt for
that heterogeneons list of printed merchandise as o
bibliographical publication, and he sold the book,
whieh Mr. Quaritch iucites tho public to purchase
at foar guinens (#20), tor five francs (§1). The
phbliging dealer took it at the Barow's price, ani
fortowith marked 1it, in his own catalogoe, sixty
francs ($12j, st which reduced price it had not
when 1 lust seard of it found o purchaser, It was
the wife of this Baron's brother, or perhaps cousin,
who said not long ago: * What a pity 1t is I was
pot beought up a dealer in bric-a brac: ] am sure
[ should bave made a fortune™: a remark uttered
spropos of sows particularly clever burgnin in
which sho bad just outwitted ooy of the pro-
fessionals, presnmably of ber own faith. It Las

onally tappened to me to find mysell in the
sme bookshop with the Baron, and to hear him
stop the ownet of it in the midst of bis wenuiections
with an offer of half the price be was demanding
for & book. Perhaps not many ot M. Fontaine's
eustomers would venture on nu_lliah—humlefl o pro-
~eeoding as that (fdr M. Fontawe, too, is & great mun
a bis way): and still fewer would get the book, as
tho Buzen did, at his own price, or near it. Oune of
M. Fontame's rivals soid to me not long ago:
& There are no more collectors: there is not one
oustomer of mine who is not as much a maerchand de
livres nal am. And there is no known book, on no
matter whose shelves, which you may not have at
& price”

Eugland could furzish nut less striking instances,
but not to make this parenthesis too long, I will
mention one only, The late Earl of Ashburnham
disd possessed of an extraordinary collection of
books. Among (hem was the Mazarin Bible on
vellam, bought for bhum st the Perkins sale, on
ecommissiou, by s well-known dealer, for £3,100,
I'ne Earl grambled a little at the price, but kept
the book ; ns well be might, for it may be a century

and he was not always {mmiliar with the niceties
which go to make up the parely bitliographical
value of abook. He took an interest, Iatterly, in
bindings,and he had not given the timo and troubio
to the study of bindings which a mon who winhes
1o be a judge of them must give, 1doubt whether
he knew the history of the art of binding aceu-
rately or could have named the groat binders off-
hand in their chronological oraer, 1t is certain he
had ne snch aminate acquaintanee with the atyles
of the great artists of past timea as aan ghoald
nave in onder to bny skilfully. But Mr. Sumner
knew very well what interested him, and what lie
fiked he was keen to possess, nnd ready to pay a
very long price for. o of modorn work. He
wanted specimens of Trgutz-Bauzonnet, the only
Binder of the present century shose name and
work will Le treasured by the next. e nought
wovernl, They are in Harvard College Library now.
and thoy are good examples of one or two styles of
the master, but not of his best style. It was char-
acteristic of Mr. Sumner ﬂlu"lﬂ! bonght them
without stopping to consiler how much ho Wis
paying 10r the binding, which was what he wanted,
aud low much tor the book itself, ywhich he did nnt
want at all, Occasionally, when 1 was asked, 1
took the !tberty of saying 1 thonght somo prrchase
be weditated was too dear; apon which he would
put it aown relgctantly and go to sompgthing elso,
Hut when 1 went to see hiwm next morning, the hook
in nuestion was tolerably sure to bo on lus table.
1f he saw me looking at it he would say: “ Yes, I

There was an
ivory binding, or rather bouvk corer, on which he
hiad set his heart. He told me the price named to
him, and asked mo to go and look at the book. 1
went, and thongh it was not w matteron which I
tnought mysell entitled to an opinion, I was certain
the price was exorbitant. 1 gotaa expert to ex-
mine it, who prononuced it intercsting but of no
great value,—unothing like tho snm asked.  But Mr,
Bumper wanted it, he wonld not bargain, snd he
enilea by paving the price; ecriainly five timrs the
worth of the thing from any possible point of view,
Most of the wanusenipts and early printed books of
which he died possessed be had bought long helore.
T'he number was cml.-hll-thlt'. and be took a genu-
ine delight 1o such treafures, sl never any paiiis
to make a display of them, You wight know the
visible contents of his enses very well without sus-
pecting what riches lay hid from view. Tulkine
