McPberson, of New-Jersey, secured one of the prisée,
aud there was a determined strangle between tbe

friends of Mr. Caindon, of West Virginia, and Mr.

Washington, March 10..A large number of let¬
ters and telegrams lias been received by Treasury
officials to-day from persons diicctly and indirectly
interested in the pending National bank question.

London, Feb. 26..Mr. Gladstone's accident

came near being a very serious one. The evening
ou which it occurred, Thursday, was one of the

of sidewalks (the English do not say sidewalk, but
pavemeut) afte dark.

door. On getting out he asked the same servant If
it was slippery. James, we are told by a journal
which Is supposed to keep up close relations with
the world below stairs, supposed his master meant
to ask if it was freezing, and answered no. From
another anthority 1 gather that this response «in¬
duced the Prime Minister to start oft on his heels,
so as not to wet his feet. After a step or two
down ho went, and the back ot his head struck the
edge of the curb. He sprang up without help, and
walked into the honse. Dr. Clark was sent for, bnt
as Dr. Cl.-rk lives at the other end of town, a local
practitioner, Dr. Bond, was summoned. Dr. Bond
was out, and his paitner. Dr. Hiukc, thus came in
for un unexpected chance of fame and fortune. He

lias, of course, been " Interviewed," and has given
copious particulars of his attendance upon the Prime
Minister ; which may conveniently he abridged.

Uladstone was found sitting up, and his first re¬

paît of hie hoad. The scalp was cut clean through
to the bone, hut there was no fracture. I bathed
tho wound and stopped the bleeding. -Imsing. it
with surgical bandages. Tbe oozing of tbe blood
was stopped by pressure and the use of cold
water." Mr Gladstone, it is a«Mcd. was perfectly
tiauquil and did not suoni to feel the shock of the
full. Ho walked upstairs without help. Dr. Clark,
arrived at '¿ in the morning, and found his patient
doing well, as he has since continued doing.

It is characteristic of Mr. Gladstone tbat he
wished to go to the Honse next day. Not without
reluctance aud remonstrance did he yield to the
peremptory order of hie medical advisers that be
should take at least three days' absolute rest. Re¬
membering that the next day was Friday, which
was expected to witness the final passage ot tbe
Protection bill through the House, Mr. Gladstone's
impatience will not seem unnatural. Bnt prudent
counsels prevailed. If anything had been needed
to convince him bow needful it is that he should be
prudent, it would have been supplied by tbe anxiety
of the public Hardly anybody knew of the acci¬
dent till next morning, which seems odd consider¬
ing the number of people who were about. Four
largo parties wore going on ; one at the Speaker's,
one at Lady Ridley's, a third given by the Dowager
Lady Stanley of Alderlcy, and a fourth hy the

Countess of Rosebery. At the last -nere Mrs. and
Miss Gladstone, and it was there that they heard of
what had happened.
