DUNNE CONVICTED OP ASSAULT.
THB JTJBY DISMISSES THB IDKA THAT HB»IKTBSDBD

BO KILL F.X-JUDÜK MORRIS.

The trial of JBtnea Dunne, of Brooklyn, for as¬

saulting ex-Jndne 8. D.Morris with intent to kill,
Was so far concluded yesterday at 1:30 p.m. tbat
tbe Jury retired to deliberate upon a yerdiet. At 10

a. tn., when the trial wa* resumed, the court-room
was densely crowded. The testimony had been

concluded on the previous day, and Judge Cullen
stated that he would limit the anrumenteof coun¬

sel to one hour each. William A. Beach then
moved tbat the iudictmeut be quashed on the

»round that no evidence had been adduced
to prove the charge of a«sault with intent to kill.
Be nrerutxl that the use of a deadle weapon must be
abotvu to sustain auch an indictment. Judge Cullen
ruled that the caae must tro to tho jury, but if a ver¬

dict of simple assault and batteri- was rendered tbo
Court of Oyer and Terminer could not sentence the
accused man for such an offence, that being ressrved
lor the lower courte.
Mr. Beach then summed np for the defendant. In

referring to the evidence of ex-Jadge Morris, he
asid tbnt this complaining witness, wbo had been a

member of the Legislature, a County Judge., a Dis¬
trict Attorney and a lawyer of prominence, had
»worn that bo went to the place where be wae as¬

saulted m consequence of receiving a decoy letter.
It bad been shown by two witnesses that tins letter
had been written toand received by Mr. Morris more
than six month» before the assault. Thin after
these two witnesses litt 1 shown tbat Mr. Morris had
notteetifiedtothetruth.be went upon the stund
and attempted to correct Ine testimony, ndmi«ting
that Whitroore'e testimony was correct iu regard to

tils writing tbe note in March, but that he (Morii«)
had no recollection of it.
The argument for the prosecution was made by

Cbauncev Shatter, in regard to the alleged decoy
letter, lie contended tbat ex-Judge Morris's ex¬

planation of it was satisfactory ; the letter bud lain
for weeks on his table aud was finally picked up on

November 10, when the date on it could be read for
tbat month as well as for March, and that be went
in answer to it to McLennan'e saloon.
In his charge to the jury Judge Cullen said tbat

in order to convict of felouious assault the jury
must believe that Dunue meant to kill Moins. As
to tbe letter it was conceded tbat Dunne bad noth¬
ingtodo with it and it must bo considered only as af¬
fecting tho character of the complaining witness,who
testified that Dunne said tbat he meant to kill him
while tbo witnesses on the other sido said tbat he
did not say this.
Thejury remained in consultation nearly fonr

hours, boon after So'clock thejury came into court
aud announced tbat an agreement had becu reached.
The verdict waa for simple assault aii'lbattcry. Tbe
sentence was postponed until 1030 a. m., to-day.
Dunne wae admitted to bail in ¡fcl.OOO, Instead of
¥10,000, a« belore. He asked to be sentenced im¬

mediately. The penalty for tho offence is cither im¬

prisonment or a litte, or both.

ENTICING ROBBERS OUT OF A DEN.
Tho rooms of Kate Bnsch, a dressmaker, on tho

second floor of No. 312 East Twclttli-st., were forci¬
bly entered ou March 14 by robbers, who earned
away property valued at $300. The robbers were

seen leaving the bouse by a hid named Emi I Back·
hold. Roundsman Cosr/rovc and Detective Hit-key,
of tbe Central Office, yesterday, learned that one of
tho robbers was accustomed to visit the grog-shop of
James Mi Ljuadc. in ¡sixtcenth-st., between Ave.-A
and First-ave. Knowing that tbe chop was the
resort of a gang of young ruffians, and tbat if tbey
entered their lives would be endangered, the officers
as a " blind ¦ arrested a well-known tlnei aa lie was
about to enter McQuade's shop, lbey had walked
about a block with him, when the gang k.irned of
the nri-est ol their comrade, and rushing oui of the
bar-room endeavored to take the thief lumi his
captors. Detective Hicsey, observing among them
the man whom he was after, let tbe man iu custody-
go, and seized the other oue. The crowd then be¬
came so threatening that tbo officers were compelled
to draw their revolvers iu arder to disperso tbo mob.
The prisouer, who stutter.«, gave hi« name us

Thomas O'Brien, age sixteen, of No. 419 Ea.it Blx-
teeut h-st. At the Essex Market Police Court, young
Buokhold positively identified the prisouer as one ot
tbe persons whom he saw leave the house on the day
of tbe robbery. Miss Uuech, who now lives at No.
101 Tiurd-ave., prefeired a couinlairit against
O'Brien, and he was held to await the action ot" the
Grand Jury in delault of $1,000 bail by Justice
Kmitii. l'art of the stolen property was found m a

pawnshop in Ave.-A.

NARROW ESCaPE FROM A DISASTER.
An explosion occurred about 0 o'clock yesterday

morning m tbe Newark Silk Mills, iu 'Bank-sr.
Newark, which shattered several windows and
startled ihe people living iu the neighborhood.
About five hundred peoplo are employ«««! in ilio
mills. Immediately after the explosion a largo
and panic-stricken crowd of people assembled in

front of tbe mills anxious abont their friends and
relative·, and an alarm was sent to the fire depart¬
ment. It was ascertained that none of tbe employes
had been injnred. Tbe officers of the mills declined
to give information relating to tbe accident, but
the Chief Engineer ot tbe Fire Department marie an

examination aud found that the head of an 8-foot
cylinder bad been blown out, striking tho north
wall And making a deep indentation. The bolts
tbat had fastened the bead were blown out by the
force of the explosion. The purpose lor winch the
cylinder was used was not explained to the Chief,
wbo will investigate the accident. The chief stated
that the building was eutirelv unprovided with tiro
escapes. He warned the superintendent ol tbe mills
that trap doors must be provided for each floor.

TOO FREE WITH HIS BUNG-STARTER.
John Lav son. of No. 50 Downing-st.. in company

.with Edward Butler, ot No. 143 Millivan-st., and
two other friends, while in a bar-room at Hudson and
Houston-sts., yesterday afternoon, got into a quar¬
rel with the barkeeper, Michael pinman. in regard
to paying lor somo drinks. Finmau strack Butler
and Lawson upon their beads with · bung-starter,
and the men had him arrested. At the Jefferson
Market Police Court yesterday a physician's certifi¬
cate was presented which stated that Lawson was
suffering with concussion of tho brain, and was con¬

fined to his bed. The prisoner was committed to
await tbo result of Lawson'« injuries on the tatter's
affidavit, and was held to answer in default of
$1,000 bail on Butler's affidavit.

The pier is
to be ready for occupation May 1. The new iron
steamboat, the Cygous, whloh was launched from
the sbip-bnildlng yard of John Roach & Son, Ches¬
ter, Penn., ?tieso ay. is 221 feet long ou the water
line, 32Lj feet breadth of ball, aud 11 *a feet depth
of hold. Another of tbe new steamboats of this

company will be launched from tbe ship-building
yard of Cramp & Sons, Philadelphia, to-morrow.
She will be named tbe Perseus. It »as beeu de¬
cided to name the four others, now in course of con¬
struction, after constellations.

A NEW FIRE-BOAT.
Plans for a new fire-boat were submitted rester¬

as? to tbo Fire Commissioners by Charles 1). Has-
.well, tbe City Surveyor.. The new boat will be
much superior to tbe one now in use. It will be 131
feet iu length, with a width of beam of twenty-six
feet and depth of hold of ten feet. There will be
two powerful engines and fonr horizontal pumps
with compound steam cylinders, having a c.tppcitv
of drawing 0,700 gallons of water from tho river per
minute.

THE ADULTERATION OF GINSENG.

JTb· Astratto» Committee of the Produce £x-
.Mage has bee· mresUfBting recenti» a complétât

of Ltllienthal Brothers, who have brauch houses in
San Francisco and China, against a firm in this city
for fraudulently adulterating ginseng, an aromatic
root grown principally in Tennessee, Alabama and
Georgia, and exported only to San Francisco and
China where it is used as a panacea. It in exported
from this country, altogether through firms in this
city to the extent of from 1.000.000 to 1,250,000
pounds a year. Since the investigations began the
dealers have the ginseng carefully inspected as soon

as it is received, and consequently tbe fraudulent
adulteration has stopped.

REBUILDING A DEATH TRAP.
TBB BL'ItNI'.l) TENBMSNT-HOUSB IN MADISOS-SX.

RKPAIRRD WITU NO MATERIA!. CHANGK8.
The tenement-house in the rear of No. 35 Madison-

st., wbicb was the scene of last winter's horror, has
been rebuilt. At tbe entrance to the narrow alley,
bnrdly three feet wide, which leads back to this
house, anpears this notice: " Room and two bed¬
rooms to let in rear tenement. Apply to Alexander
Patten, No. 218 Canal-st." Entering through the
alley into the little court before this rear house, it is
found that the only apparent change is the removed
of the fonce between this court ami the next yard.
The shed next to the fence, on the roof of which
children were thrown from tbe burning house, is
also gone. The shattered, smoky panes of glass and
scorched shutters have been replaced, und the fresh
paint gives the oatsido of the house a new and un-

wontedly cleanly aspect.
Inside a similar renovation as to the appearance

of tbe building bas been effected. The blackened
rafters, charred and crumbling stairs and burned
«voodwork have dissppaured. Ou the upper floor
tbo freshly plastered «vails and new woodwork tell
no story of the disfigured bodies that were found
lying dead unoti tbe floor. A closer examination,
however, shows that tbe lesson of tbe tire has beeu
forgotten, and that in this honse, as rebuilt, a like
tragedy might leadily occur again, lu last wintei's
tire, the hail running up through the middle of »'"'

house, with its narrow, «'hiding stairs, acted .c a

flue, affording adraft lor the flames, winch rushed
upward with such rapidity as to cut oil escape.
The construction of this hall remains exactly tbo
same. The stairs imi floor are of pine. From tho
upper floor is a stairway leading to a door which
opens upon tho roof. This was quickly proved
valutless as a means of escape at the tire, for the
flames «larted up Ihe hall und stairs and shot
through this opening.
The fireesenpo ia in the front of tbe building.

There are balconies with iron frame and wooden
flooring along each story, trrough each of which
ruus one small iron ladder. At the lire this was found
Úseles-, for it ran down directly before the hall win¬

dows, from which the flames protrude.!. Now Ihe
ladder is placed It ss than ? f.iut from the hill win¬

dows, mid near the lirst window of Hie rooms to the
right. With a current of liante rushing up through
the ball and out of th«· hull windows, the inmates ol
the room.« to the ritrht wnul I be forced to descend
the ladder within a loot ol tue Haines burst mg from
the hall window, and the inmates of the
rooms to tho left would be utterly unable to

reach the ladder, us between it and tlicinseivi s

would be ? wall of fire issuing from the hall window
and across th«· balcony along which they must pass.
Tbe fact thai these balconies are usually filled with
boxes and barrels which often reel on the trap door
intended to afford accese to the ladder Is, of cours?,
entirely tho fault ol th.< In??ates.
As the only means of reaching this tenement·

house is by a throe-feet«wide alley, which opees into
a small court, tbe same difficulties «*x»ai lor the Fire
Department which wTre encountered list winter,
Nevertheless, tin: bniluiog ii icily for occupancy.
A housekeeper IB in poasesaisn, and tlinse who arc
attracted by the price of f8 a month fur a " room

THE CITY'S WATER FRONT.
At a meeting of the Dock Commissioners yester-

tcrday Charles K. Loew and Mr. Whitney, r« pr«·-
sentativesof the Iron Steamboat Company, winch
has purchased tho leaeo of stone Pier No.'l, North
River, for ten yejrs from May I, at ¡r'30,li><) a year,
made a statement that tho prop rty was not
in tho condition us represented by the Commis¬
sioners before the ule. The company under¬
stood that there was a depth of twentv-one
feet of waiVr at low title,, but the depth was round
to be only seventeen feet. Ihe Commissioners pro-
posed to give the company free use of the pier until
May 1, provided it would do the nrrosssij
dredging. The proposition was accepted, ami
no vessels will b« permitted to load
or unload them hereafter, as the company
will begin the building of structures and other un

provemonts at once. Tbe plans provide for ? two-
story iron shed 51Ì0 feel long and 75 feet wid··, ex¬
tending to within fifteen feet of the end of the pier.
On tbe ground floor will be the waiting ami store¬

rooms, with a driveway for vehicles aud plunk walks
on either aide for foot passengers. On the upper
floor will be a restaurant, telegraph, telephone and
superintendent's offices, a dorniifoiy lor servant«,
sttire-room, refrigerator-room ami an open pavilion.
