TAXING CORPORATIONS.

HKPORT FROM THB TAX COMMISSION.IMPORTANT
AMRNDMPNTB IN THB CORPORATION TAX LAW
PROPOSED. '

Albany, March 24..The Joint Committee on
Assessment and Taxation, with the members of tbe Taz
Commlssioo, met thl« afternoon. John F. 8i»ymonr, from
tbe Commission appointed br the Governor, presented
a report wblob is in part as follows:
Tbe report says tbat «780,888 bave already been paid

into tbe department of tbe Btate Controller under the
new law ot 1880 for raising taxes lor tbe use of tbe
State upon corporations, tnus relieving tbe real and
personal property of oltiaene from ao much of the Stato
tax. It is estirosU'd by tbe Controller tbat tbe amount
thus to be receive«! will ultimately exceed $2.000,000
annually, but the law, owing to differences Id opinion a«
to its true meaning, has given rise to muob litigation
and temporary loss of municipal aod local revenue.
. . . we respectively submit her« with certain amend¬
ment« to eliapt.-r 54., Laws of 1880, In compliance with
tbe with of the Joint Committee as expressed Id tbelr com¬
munication. Thus«-« amendments are Intended to render
tbe act moro efficient for tbe purposes wbicb It seams to
bave been designed to accompli»!!, and to take away tbe
pretext« for litigations wnloh are fonaii -u its somewhat
unoertsln provisions. It will be ooserved tbat the
aniendLionte sustain an object of tbe law which the Com¬
missioners are of opinion ehould be approved and
favored ; to wit : as tbe provisions of tbe aot are pnt In
effective opération and become productive of revenue by
taxation of oorporatioas, to tbe extent of tbla revenue all
property, botb real and personal, throughout tbe State,
l» relieved of taxation for State purpose«. In tbis way
tbe chronlo ditlieultie« tbat surround tbe inequalities of
county valuation, aod tbat have himerto b.iffled all at¬
tempts to adjust satisfaotorlly, we Rose will gradually
disappear.
The Controller, In bis annual report, states tbat " from

tbe tax imposed under section 3, corporations bave
claimed exemption to tbe extent that their capital la In¬
vested In United State« bona«. Tbe int. ut wa« undoubt¬
edly tbat the tax imposed was one upon tbe business or
franchises of corporations and not upon their property ;
but tbe langnage of tbe statute Is not perfectly clear
upon this point and «ü. uld be made so." In accordance
with tills rocouimeiitlhUon, we have «mended tbe not

[chapter 542, Law· of 1880] by Inserting
iu tbe second and third lines of section
one, alter tbe word taxed, tbe words " on its corpo¬
rate franchise or business " and by inserting in the
seventh and elgii.h line« of the third «cotton the word«
" ae a tax upou its corporate franchise or business,"
sud again in the thirteentnand fourteen line« of the fltth
»? iiou, and In the fifteenth and sixteenth lines of Bro-
tiou six, and the words " or business " elsewhere In tbe
aot. Tbe Controller recommend« tbat in case of an
appeal from this appraisement it be made to tbe State
Board of Assessor« Iostead of being made to the Stai«
Board of Equalisation, he being a member of the latter
Hoard We bave departed from this «uggeatlou and
made the appeal te a board consisting of the Secretary
ot State, Attorney General and 8tat* Treasurer. Hi»
objection to Including gas companies id the exemp¬
tion of manufacturing companies Das been acceded to.
Some of tbe members of the Commission were
net aati»n<-d that tbe rate of taxation or section 6 should
be computed upon the bssis of tn« " gross earnings " of
tbe associations and corporations and companies in¬
cluded in ita term«, some thinking it should be upon the
net earnings and some upon tbe grò·« earnlugs only
after deducting running expensas : but the commlselon
found upon examinailou that tbe law was not as onerous
as th«y feared, a« will be seen by the following Illustra¬
tion : ? corporation with a capital of $600,000. paying
a dividend of 8 per cent.with gros« «ariiiug« of $470,708.
would pay a tax under tbe law on capital of $1,200, and
on Its gross earning« of $2.353, making a total of $3,653.
Assuming that the $600,000 capital ol such a corporation
wa« personal property, it would tie relieved from a State
tax uader former laws of 12,100, leaving a tax on Its
franchise of $1.453.
Tbe Legislalive Committee Is requested to examine

loto this calculation, as we desire to do no lnju»noe to
corporations.
Tbe Controller'* report. In alluding to tbat part of sec¬

tion six, law« of 1880. which provides that " In arriving
at tbe gros« earnings of any express palace car or «leep»
ing ear company or freight line there shall be first
deducted the expenses paid to any common carrier for
transportation upon such boslues« within thl« Btate,"
give« It as his opinion that thl« provision should h«
Ktrloken from tbe bill a« a discrimination in favor of th«
companies named without any good reason therefor.
Upoa deliberation the bill ha« been so amended. He
also give« the tame opinion a« to the provision Id section
«ix: '»That nothing In tbis section should beheld to
apply to anv street «urface railroad company," «ud also
to the last four.Hue« of section eight, relating to a street
bcrse railroad company, tbe Commission concurring
with tbe Controller have made- tbe amendmnnU sug¬
gests. Section 10 is new, and its intere. Is too obvious
to need comment.
Should further deliberation on tbe psrt of tbe Com¬

mission surfest other amendment«. tbe» will
be sob.ltted to the Committee In connection
with ibi« «ubjeet the OouimMdnn have under
consideration amendment« to chapter 334 si ths Law«
of 1H80. providing for the taxation of life Insurance
romp:.?««· aad alao to chapter 596, to provide for the
tax-itlon of banks, etc., all of which Is respectfully sub»
mltt«d.
Tbe bill which accompanies the report Is very long :

Section I. Provide« for returns and spécifie«« how oor-
poialloua tbat pay no dividends are to be taxed.
IL Provide« penalties for falling to make returna
III. Corporations are to pay a tax on thetr cor¬

porate franchise or business. If a dmdend of ß per oent
is paid it Is to be at the rate of *« mill upon the capi¬
tal stock for each 1 per cent of dividend; if under
6 percent, tbe tax Is to be l*e mill« upon each dollar of
the capital «tuck a« valueti according to the provisions
of tbe till. Provision Is made for taxing common and
prefermd stock.

Tho state Charitable Aid Association dnrina the past

ten years has done a great doal of work. Tacy have
organised forty vl»tt.ng commini·««, tlilrty-ooe of which
are now la existence. Through their efforts the Poor
Children·» law waa pesaed. Although this law was
pasted in 1875, we still find children in poorhouse· who
are of ? he prohibited airo. We have established the
Bcllevu« School for Nurses. In Queen* County the entire
system t«f charitable irllef Iu» t>. <n changed for tbe bet¬
ter. The Tra-? law paMed by tbe last Lrglelature waa
drafted by «ur society, and If enforced it will clear the
highways of tramp«. From our society ca no tbe tint
impulite for improved tenement-houses. The result of
tlieaKltatii.ii was the passata- of a law requiring improved
tetieinent-bouae*. The aa«ociatlon for building tenement
houses wa» organized through our example The Bocl-
etr of Sanitary itcform *lso wa* organised througii oar
effort·. We do work that no official aociety could do.
What we ask is simply aometning tbat baa been .ant d
to the prison association for thirty-four years, aud has
been exercised without any one dreaming that it was
trenching on any one'* dignity. We have been deprived
or the right by the Slate Board of Cnarlttes, because
that Board did not wish to he responsible for any work
but it* own. We ask you to confer upon tho Judges of
the Supreme Court the right to grant oa permit* to
enter tueae Institutions, lu 1878 tbe State Board of
Charities took away their authority ; we do not aeek to
impose ourselves upon them again. They passed résolu¬
tions in 187»< declaring tbat all Information obtained
through tueir permit* waa the " exclusive " property of
the Board. If those rules bad been enforced the result
would have been to cut off all communication between
the visitor· aud tbe Central Board of the State
Boaid of Charities. Tbe rules were loosely enforced,
but on March 15 tbey determined to enforce the rulea
They passed resolutions calling upon the local visiting
hoards to decide which thev Would serve, the Plate
Board of Charities or the Bute Chanties Aid Associa¬
tion. All but on·· of tbe associations remained Witt» the
State Cbarillet Aid Association.
Now, whether It Is expedient for the State Board to

bear tbe burden of publication* not Inspired by tbem 1»
not a question, but It la for you to decide whether it ta
expedient that there should oe a voluntary body to let
the bright sunlight of day into tbe oharitsble Institu¬
tions. Now, we have a theory tbat we should bave tbo
right or entrance every day if necentary. We do not
complain of the action of the State Board; we only point
out tbat we are out in tbe cold; that the magulflce-jt
work which we have accomplished has been arri sud.
There can be no objection to this hill except the idea to
exolude the member« of this eocietv from tbe tornito-
lions. We must have ibe right to be freely admitted to
these Institution» to accomplish our work. 1 think the
State Board or Health go Infinitely furiker In tiieir oppo¬
sition to thl* bill than tbey should go. Tbey have
accomplished their work ; tbey bave cut off all responsi¬
bility from themselves. We do not seek to perlorin the
functions of the Stau Board. Tbe work of the State
Charities Aid Aasocialioii is necessary. Tbe responsi¬
bility of their disbaedment must rest With the Legisla¬
ture tbat refute· to pas· this biU.
Judge Henry H. Havland also tpoke in favor of tbe

bill. He said tbat the opposlUon of the Stole Board of
Charities wa* Incomprehensible to him.

J. ii. Fowler of Columbia County satd tbat the County
CbartUble Institution! had greatly Improved since tbe
visltatio-^f the local committee«. Similar testimony
wit· given by members of the society for Dutches«, »Rich¬
mond and Albany Con at 1rs.
Miss. Louisa Lee Sobuyler. President of the 8UU Char¬

TRUNO 10 INDICT MB. NICHOLS.

WITNESSED BEFORE THE GRAND JURY.
TEfg MANAGEMENT OF TUB STREBT CLEANISO BU·

L'EAU TJNDBR CLOSE SCRUTINY.COMMISSIONER
NICHOLS SAYS IT IB POLITICAL PERSECUTION.

Witnesses bave been under examination for sev¬
eral days by the Grand Jury of the General Sessions
relative to the management of the Street Cleaning
Bureau, with the parpóse, as has been reported, of
indicting Police Commissioner Sidney P. Nichols
and possibly others connected with the Bateau
of Street Cleaning. The final examination
of the principal witness, a man formerly
connected with the Bureau, was finished yesterday
afternoon, and it is understood that the Grand Jury
directed the District-Attorney to draw an indict·
ment for misdemeanor against Commission.' Nich¬
ols.
The Commissioner and his counsel were Informed

of the action taken or contemplated by the Grand
Jury yesterday afternoon. They clsimed thst it was
only » part of the political persecution of Ur.
Nichols, begun two years ago by the Irving Hall
leaders because he clung te Tammany Hall and its
adverse fortunes ; or that it was ill-considered action
growtug out of tbe recent publie indignation at the
condition of the streets. They were in ignorance of
the particular allegations which the witnesses had
mudi! and of the offence which was to be charged.
Ex-Coroner Riohard Flanagan, once a warm friend

of Mr, Nichols, but latterly at enmity with him. in
conversation last evening intimated tbat tbe indict·
ment had been ordered upon evidence showing that
$800,000 had been spent id cleaning the streets but
tnat uo street« had been cleaued.
A reporter for Tur. Tribune called a few minutes

before midnight upon John D. Townsend, who is
Mr. Nichols's legal adviser, and with whom it is
known tbat Mr. Nichols had been closeted during a
large portion of yesterday. Mr. Townsend
had gone to bed, and manifested a dis¬
inclination to give the reporter an
audience. He agreed, however, to answer inquiries
in writing.

A RICH WOMAS'S CRIME,

A tall and handsome woman, about twenty-flv
years of age, fasbiunably dressed and wearing ex¬

pensive diamonds, was arrested in the upper part of
the city last night by Detectives CVNeil and Von
Gerichten, and locked up at Police Headquarters.
Tha carriage in.which she was takon to Police Head¬
quarters also carried a large trunk and several
satchels containing the prisoner's baggage. Accom¬

Perkins, a diamond broker,
of No. 104 Lasalle-st.. Chicago, on February 8. .She
went into the fliee ol Mr. Perkins, it is alleged, and
stated that she wished to select some diamonds for
a friend, who would pay for tbeni on the following
day, Being acquainted with her husband, and
knowing that she un.ved in the best society in Chi¬
cago. Mr. PerklBS let her have the diamonds.
After leaving the broker's uûice «be went to a

pawnshop, kept by a Hebrew named Emanuel Isaacs,
and there pawned the diamonds, giving ber name as
Mrs. Clara Florence. Ihe same evening she disap¬
peared Irom ber borne, and neither her husband nor
the police were able to trace her for several days.
At length it was Ascertained that she had tied to this
city, and Detective Hartman was sent in pursuit of
her. Detectives ONuil and Von Gerichten were de¬
tailed to a««i«t the Chicago officer, and afferà search
of three weeks they discovered the wuinan at length
m an uptown boarding-house, where ».he had been liv¬
ing under the assumed name of Florence MeNeil.lDe-
teetiv«· Hartman will start for Chicago with bis
prisoner to-day. It is said that the pawnbroker
[sesos has been urr«-.»ted, and that tho diamonds
have been recovered.
