A PRISONER'S DE8PERATI0N.
Thomas O'Brien, age twenty-six. of No. 162 East

Slxty-fifth-st,, whese face is well known in tbe
Police Courts, was arrested abortir after midnight

Îesterday by Officer Thomas O'Rourke, of the
'wenty-eigbth Preci not, for acting in a ver}' dis¬

orderly manner in the street. He was taken before
Justice Kilbreth. at tbe Yorkvills Police Court, and
in default of $300 bail for good behavior, was com¬

mitted to the workhouse for three months. When
his sentence was pronounced O'Brien became furious
»nd attempted to escape from tbe court-room. He
wie held by tures officerà, who,with great difficulty,
took bim down stairs. While his pedigree was being
taken by Keeper William C. Gover, before his
removal to a cell, the prisoner asked for a glass of
water, which wae given him. Having emptied tbe

Ease, which was a nejvy one, such as is used in
ger beer saloons, O'Brien threw it with great force

at tbe officer who bad arrested him. It did not hit
the officer, but, passing him. struck with telling
effect on tbe head of Keeper Gover, who ataggered
sud fell uncorscious to the floor. The ruffian was

again secured and tbe wounded man attended to. It
was found that he hail received a severe wound on

tbe back of the bead. When sufficiently recovered,
be weut before the Justice and mado a charge of
felonious assault against CBrien, who was again
arraigned and held for trial in ¥1.000 bail.

A VICK8BURG MURDERER ARRESTED.
Lemuel McGee was shot and killed last September,

lu a fight iu a liquor shop kept by Samuel Haw¬
thorn in Cherry-st., Vicksburg, Miss. Hawthorn,
who is an Irishman, twenty-eiKiit years old, was ar¬

rested and tried for murder. He was convicted, but
was admitted to hail pending au appeal. Then be
sold his shop and fled. Tuesday Inspector Byrnes
was id vised by the Vicksburg pjlice that Hawthorn
bad come to New-York, and u description of him
was sent with an order for his arrest. Detectives
Coagrove and McNaugbt were put on the case.
While McNaugbt was iu the office of tbe Williams
A Guion Steamship Lin« yesterday. Hawthorn came
in and bought a cabin ticket for Queenstown. He
gave tbe Dame of Juinra Callahou. but McNaaght
recognized bim at once and called Cosgrove, who
was at tbe Inman Office. Aa Hawthorn came out
tbey seized bim. He went quietly to Police Head¬
quarters, and expressed his willingness to retui » to
Mississippi at once. Both hia captors were sent
with him.

MORE IRON SHIPBUILDING.
Cramp & Son, shipbuilders of Philadelphia, have

made a contract with the Pacific Coast Steamship
Company, of San Francisco, to build a larga iron
steamship, to be ready for sea by January 1,18811.
It will be built of the best iron end in water-tight
compartments. The length will be 350 feet (about
90 feet longer than the 8tate of California), beam.
88 feet, depth ef bold, 22 feet. Tbe engines will be
Of about 3,000 horse-power, and capable of givisg
fa average speed to the vessel of at least sixteen
note. Tbe vessel will bave all the recent improve¬

ment« and steam steering gear. There will be ac¬
commodations for IMO first cabin passengers ou the
epner deck.

at the Port of New-York will meet here to-day.
President F. H. Parker, of the Produco Exchange,
has offered to tbs committee the use of room» ai No.
83Peaxl-et. One of tbe meat important matters to
be considered is tbe proposition to establish rates
for warehousing and elevating grain. A pretest will
be made against tbe propositieu, its opponente
taking the view that to fix maximum rates would be
unjust, as the business has been unprofitable for
Biauy years, and ratee »hat would be proper for the
proseni (at tbe prices now asked for fuel, rent, labor
and insurance.) might not apply six months hence.

. ISSUE8 OF LIFE AND DEATH.
Augustus D. Leighton, a mulatto, on December 0,

1880, was convicted of murder in the first degree for
the killing of his former mistress, Mary Dean, on

June 13,1880. A motion fer a new trial under a
writ of error was argued before the Supreme Coort
General Term yesterday by Leighton's counsel, C.
8. Spencer, it was con tended t oat the trial was ir¬

regular because the prisouer was not tried as re¬

quired by law at the term of Oyer and Terminer
next following the sitting of tho Court of General
Sessioni) from which the km» was sent. It was also
claimed that there wad newly discovered evidence
sufficient to demand a new trial, and that certain
rulings of Justice Brady on the trial wire erroneous.

District-Attorney Rollins responded that the first
point had alieady been settled by the courts against
the prisoner, and that tho facts were aguiunt him m
the others. Decision was reserved.
The trial of James Walsh for murder in tho first

degree in killing Barbara Groenthal, Jauuar.v 3, at
No. 502 Willoughby-ave. Brooklyn. was continued
before Judge Pratt and Associate Judges Guhnur
and Rogers, in the Court of Oyor and Terminer in
Brooklyu yesterday. Few new points were brought
out. Several ot tbe prisoner's fellow workmen tes¬
tified to Walsh's possession of the kuifo which was

found near tho scene ot the crime, ami descr.bed
how he bad it ground to a keen edge two davs be¬
fore tha tragedy. The evidence was not different
from what was given at the Coroner's inquest. The
defence will be interposed to-day.

TOO BEADY TO CONDEMN.
Anthony Comstock recently stated heforo Justice

Patterson, in tbe Jefferson Market Police Court, and
repeated before the Committee of the Legishtturo
in Albany, that ho had seen a policeman come out of
a gambling-house in Greeuwich-st., for the proprie¬
tors of which warrants of arrest had just beM
issued in the court to which the officer wtfS at¬
tached. Superintendent Wa'lmg called upon Ser¬
geant James yesterday to make a report oi ? lie lacts
in the case, and, upon receiving it, exonerated the
officer in question from all blame. Un January 13
warrante were obtained for gatnbling-house« ut New.
210, 228 and 230 Greenwich-st. The places were
broken up, tbe proprietors arrested and held in hail.
January 27 Mr. Comstock asked Sergeant James
what had become of the warrant*, and told him that
there were two persons named iu them yet to he
arrested. The conversation took place in the Jeffer¬
son Market Court. Mr. Comstock went away at
3:10 p.m. Ae 8:35 a policeman was sent. t<> tue

It was order··«- when she left
Bremen that she should return us soon as posoible,
whether she had freight or not, as thousands of im¬
migrant* were waiting for transportation. Accord¬
ingly wnen she reached her pier WednesdsJ oren*
in* Superintendent Moore, of tbe Steamer Ueoart-
nient at Castle Garden, ?resse»1 into service all of
the steamers aud Largos at his command io bring
the immigrants from tbe vessel. The passeng··is
complained because they had to leave the vessili in
the evening, aud as they had to wait on the pier un¬
til their baggage was inspected, min ? of them, es¬

pecially tbe children, sufi-red troni the cold. Su¬
perintendent Jackson detained tho railroad agents,
money changers and baggage and recording clerks
until ever» person was provided with comfortable
qaariers for tbe night, and it was not until 1 a. D.
yesterday that the employee were permitted to go to
their homes.

MORTALITY Di PUBLIC INSTI!'UTION.l
The Registrar of Vital Statistics has prepared a

circular to be sent to tbe health authorises of
American and foreign cities, asking information
about the mortality In Hospitals and institutions.
The unusually large death rate credited to these in
New-York has excited some attention. In 1870 the
numberefdeaths was 4.758.in a total of 20.152:
in 1877 it was 4,250 iu 20.2U3 ; iu 1878 4,313 in

27,608; in 1879 4.700 in 28,342; aud iu 1880 it
reached 5,518 out of a total ot 31.937. The large
mortality is credited partly to the number of Hick
people who as a last hope come to tbeNow-Yerk
hospitals fer treatment from all parte*of the country.
A comparison with tho record of other cities will
shew whether or not this theory is correct.
