All things being in readiness, a correspondent ofI Thk Tmiit'NK waa invited to place the telephone
to Ins ear. A barely perceptible " bum " waa audible,the balance noi having been made perfect. I'rnl'i'S-
sop Bell who Htotid at a distance of several feet
holding in hia hand the fixed pair of ceils, took upin turn the leaden disc, the flattened bullet and the
round bullet, and held them near the noil. An In«
creased stimili waa distinctly noticeable whenever
they approached within the inductive field of the
apparatus. Closing bis band lightly, tho flattened
bullet Ixdng within it. he passed it several finies
near the end of the coils, the lead approaching per-hapeto within one inch ami a half of theiuatru-
iiicni, but alweva with the aubatance of hie hand
intervening. Each passage was distinctly au¬
