The law nndorlying the Governor's power in

the premises is too recent to lave booome
generally known. It was in May, 188Q that
the Legislature passed "An noi to establish a
state Bond of Health. It forms chapter 822
of the laws of the year. Previously there
wore lot al boards of hoolth In particulnr cities;them« are not dietnrbed in their powers end
functions by the new law; their numbers are
Indeed invited te a onrtnin cooperation with
the new organization. But the state Board is
clothed with (onorai powers covering the
whole State; sneh as collecting infoimotion on
the causes of diem·-, especially of epidemics;nrranging statist ics Of publie health arid mor¬
tality ; supervising the registration of births,
marringes and deaths; enforcing the lows usto
burial, anil the, like. And it has eoiisidi-raiile
power to inspeet and eriticise the erection of
all publie works.
Amollir the provisions of this now law is one

upon which the Governor's demon·! ration
ugnino! the Hunter's Point factories Is
avowedly founded. This empowers the Gov¬
erno, at any time to require the Siale Board
of Health to examine into any iiiiisam-e or anyqncetiou affecting the security of life and
health in ¡my locality. The Board is given all
necessary powers to make such examina¬
tion. If it raparti against the establishment
or thine; Complained «»f> the Governor is author¬
ized todeaoanoe such thing aa a publie nuisance,
and t4) order it c!iange<l as he may direct, or
abatid or removed. Any violation of such an
order its punishable as a misdemeanor. The
Governor also has broad authority of r«-<iuir-
Ing the District-Attorney, the «Sherill and the
other oIliceiH of th«« county in which such
nuisance may be to take all necessary meas¬
ures for compelling obedience lo the order of
removal. This is the law under which the
Governor nouantes] tho Board ot Health to
investigate, the factories.; the Board reporteil
against them, and the Governor proclaimed
tltein nuÍHHiict-ß und directed the District-
Attorney to eofofOI their removal.

It is not surprising that some little t ¡me is
MOO.M_y fur bringing this new organization
and plan into active operation. Some delaytroni proceedings in tlie courts is no doubt to
be feared, for the lawyers have not yet been
hoard from, and they have inexhaustible in¬
genuity in propounding constitutional ami
other objections to any law such aa this,which declares property interests aud invested
eapital subordinate to tho public life, health
anil welfare. But it is to be hoped that the
lapse of a few months will witness a completereformation of tho notorious nuisance* at
Hunter's Poiut.
