A great uprear was the result, m I‘.u-"trllilﬂf of
which the ehairman declaved that the resding of the
yosolution was needless, inasiuceh a4 all nresont
knew its purport perfectly well, aud it was declared
40 be cartied unanimously. The next day several
papers were sequestrated and seized for rr:prmlm--
ing the text of the resolution; but awnin, with some
ineonsisteney, the Goverment permitted the tole-
grams contaming the document in question to be duly
forwarded to their destinations. )

The hali-heartedness shown by this “letting I
dare not wait upon I would ” has been much con-
mented on: and no doubt the Ministers telt them-
selves to ho in o difficult position, To huve allowed
the weeting to procesd without any interference
would have furnishied the Clerieal party throushout
Earope with fresh ground for outery and protesta-
tions., To have absolutely prevented it ll)_\" the
stroug hand would have ecaused all the Liberal
party from one end of Iialy to the other t:) rave
against the * Clerical prochivities™ of the Govern-
ment, There is no room for doubt about the real
sentiments of the members of the Cabinet. They
have no tenderness for the Chnrch or the Papacy or
its friends, and would have had no uhjm-t‘lqu to let
the vor populi Taise itself as londly as it Tiked
against them, But the point of interest is that the
“Clericals and Clericalism are siill  sufliciontly
capable of giving trouble in Europe to mnke the
maost Liberal Cabinet decm it inexpedient to defy
them too openly. _

On theother hand, the Chureh is vigorously pulling
every wire it ean lay its haud on fur thfy purpose of
‘making as mugh as possible of the incident of the
12th of July, I gave you in my last letter my rea-
sons for thinking that the “ountrage” was by no
means unweleome to the members of the Aposiolic
Court. And their conduet sincs has confirmad me
in my suspicions,  Circulars have been addressed to
all the Cabinets, and every effort has been made
to indnes the Catholie Powers to consider the matter
as one calling for their interforence. If a quarrel
cvould have been established on this ground between
any one of the European Governmcots and ltaly
the dead body of Pius IX. wonld have been
maore useful to the Clhiurel than be had ever been as
a living Pope. The applications of Cardinal Jaco-
biud, the Papal Bocrctary of State, seem to have heen
roceived very coldly, Spain even wout so foar as to
apologize spontanconsly to the Italian Cabinet for n
violent and interaperate pastoral address which the
Avehbishop of Toledo thought fit to issue on the oc-
cas on, and admindstered o warning to thoe prelate to
coniine himself and his avimadversions to strictly
religions matters. Frauce, no doubt, wonld have
been not unwilling to wake the Pope’s complaint a
canse of qnarre]l with Italy, bat she has her hands
fall at the presont woment, and it s by no means
fmprobable that when the Erench elections shall be
over we may bear something more from the nor-
theri side of the Alps upon the subject,

The real iruth, however, s that the Vatican must
have perecived that it has once ngnin made & nls-
bakoe 1 supposing that any exposition of its eom-
plaints and grievauess can al tue prosent day avail
to move the raling Powers to act in its boball in its
gquarrcl with the King aud Government of Italy.

The eivil govermment of ths Holy See and its capae-
ity for temporal rule have baen tried and ocon-
demned, Senteunes has beon pronounced, and ihere
s not the slightest probability that any portion of
mankind capable of giving effect to its opinions
will consent to reconsider the verdict, It may be
that a nation which has a quarrel with Italy may
endeavor to use the Papacy as a means of injuring
or embarrassing its enowy, France has, as we all
know, tried that game onee, not withont notable
bemporary suceess.  And very disquicting symptoms
seem to indicate that she bas a wind to renew the
nttemipt. An alliance, however, between an avow-
trdly unbelieving and Voltairean nation aud a Cleri-
fcal body nuxious above all things to recover its
power of ruling a civil community worse than auy
othier was ever ruled yet is too repulsive to the
general fealing of hnmanity for any hope of estab-
lishiug a permanent order of things to be success-
fully founded on it,

Meantime, eventis continne to shew from day to
day that tHClericals, if unable to do mach in the
way of exciting forcign Governmeunts to interfore in
their favor. are still able to canse intestine trouble
and disorder. At Genoa the other day, on the ove-
casion of some Chureh holiday, a certain portion of
the householders, in obediencs to the persunsions of
the clergy, iluminated thelr windows at wight,
The Genoese moh, a very anti-Clerieal population,
took ofienee at this manifestation, and hissed and
hooted in front of the dwellings thus distineuished,
The police bad to turn ont in foree, and the dele-
gite in one case ontered 8 honse and ** persunded
Lhe mistress—we do not hear anvthing of any master
~t0 extinguish her lights, and the mob was paci-
Bed. But much mischief is thus dons, It is not un-
lawful to put as many eandlos in one’s window as
pne plenses, And the teaching administered to the
popalace by such weakness on the part of the police
i in the highest degree mischievous and objection-
able.

Among ot her demonstrations intended to alarm
Europe, and make it appear to mankind in general
that some very dreadful cataclysm was likely to
follow from the events of the memorable night of
the 12th of last July, has been wuch vague talk,
got up by the Clerieal j %, and di 1, 1
venture to think, 100 much au séricur, by the rest
of the European press, to the effect that his Holi-
ness was serionsly thinking of leaving Italy and
finding a refuge in some less hostile clime.
