were “horn into that spear of 1ife,” the peo-
ple gee throngh and wnderstamd them all, and
know precisely what they are driving at,
Grady & Coo make s mistake in wasting tinie
on thie publie. The publie is amus aly s not
in the least fooled, Al that anybody is wait-

ing for wmow s for  the twe truding
Demoeriatic  factions  to come  down 1o

PARK COMMISSIONER LANE RIESOLVES,

In a letter wlich appears in another column
Commissioner  Lane  asks for a  frank
opinion on certain resolutions which he pro-
poses to ofler at the next symposium of the
Park Boavd,  Tu regard to Resolution L, it miay
be said that there is no partienlar wisdom in
clecting a man, however worthy, toa position
which le eannot take. It is understood that
My, Olmsted has rented his hoass here, and for
another year at least will reside in Boston,
where he is engaged on important public and
private works, For the present, then, Mr.
(Olmated is out of the gitestion, aud, this beiug
the faet, the further nse of his pame would be
@ insineere and obstruetive,”

Perhaps uo member of aoy other administra-
tive body, evolved, like the Park Board, out of
civilized society, ever felt tho necessity of re-
solving, as Mz Lane does in Resolution 1L,
that an ofiicer selected for o speciiie duty
shondd be allowed to porform that daty, O, to
state the petter definitely in another Torm, ne
ute buta New-York Park Commissioner ever
deeamed that the odistinetive work of a gar-
dener shonld be taken from the hands of 0 com-
petent antl nopinally responsiblie man, sitjoeted
fur this specinl serviee, and handed over to one
who wias not appointial as a gardener, whose
reporid to his saperiors and explanations to the
]uJ!rfj;‘ demonstrate that he is ;i'i\a'!'nl'l}‘ igno-
rant of the elementary principles of the gar-
denet’s art, nrul whose destraciive perlormances
are In thgerant violutdon ol every tecognized
teaetiing of seience and eanon of taste,  In the
carlier days of eommon=sense management the
Park was dividid into six e
under the eharge of adivigion gardener, who
wars allowerd @ certuin munber of ussistants, und
who wias vesponsible for the trees, shrabs and
plants of nis tervitory ; while the entire furee
wits exclosively under the control of the siper-
intending gardeaer, and nething eoulil be done
ol ;_'r'ulll\ll |'u\‘|-!'l'-| ||‘\ pl.lll[.lTlu:l-& nf any l.iul]
withont his orders.  Here, then, wers skilled
mew, doing the work to which they had been
trained, while a divect ehain of aceountability
ran through the foreo from Lottom to top, so
that everyone knew that e would receive the
credit or censure he deserved,  Into this well-
ordered system bounds Mr. Aneurin Jones and
kicks over the entive fabrie. With the conuiv-
ance of his creators e usarps all responsi-
bility. He commands the subordinate gar-
deners to e their saws for a general amputa-
tion without any orders from Mr. Fischer, their
chief, and indeed in direet opposition to his
authority and their own ideas, Al lest these
men should be restrained by some rewon-
stranees of a lingering professional conscionee
from sweeping away the delicate and beautiful
growth which they know shoulidl be preserved
with tenderest eare, Mr, Jones wdds to the force
ignoraut liborers who know nothing of what
they cut or why they eut it, and who therefore
can swing an impartial and relentless  axe
against the choicest shrubbery.  Mr. Lane's
steeond resolution cught to pass; but it is o
shamoe that there should be any question abont
so simple and elementary a principle ot admin-
istration ina body of such high olticial standing
as the Park Boand.

The purport, scope and inteation of Hesoln-
tion 1L are not elear. M. Vaux was chosen
Landscape Architeet by a mijority of the Park
Board, There is no question as to bis compe-
teney, and as one of the designers of the Park
Lie is aequainted with its special needs.  1Te has
sigpiticd to the Park DBoard that he wonld ae-
cept  the position  wler ecertain conditions
which do not seem to be aonreasonable. The
Commissioners are dawdling over the mattey
whea they shoulid act They can avcept Mr,
Vaux's proposition or reject ‘e I they reject
it they should have somothing better to ofter,and
they must be wble to prove to the people of the
ciby thnt an s better,

Mr. Lane is o error when he asserts that Tue
Trinusk desites to *goet rid of Mr, Jones,”
Mr. Junes knows nothing of gurdemaug anild still
less of lundscape art, but he lins becn encour-
| aged to vsurp the functions both of gardener

districts,

and artist, andl asa consequence he has muti-
lated and vulgarized whatever he has touched.
It is plain, therefors, that the exuberant activi-
ties of Mr. Jones shonld be restrained within
strict limits. Mr, Lane is also wrong when ho
assumes that ‘Tne Triseye is laboring to re-
storo Mr. Olwasted. This is not a question of
men, but of principles, and the attitude of Tue
TrisusE has been reasonably plain and eon-
sistent in this matter. The Park need not
perish when Messrs, Olmsted and Yaurx and
Parsons and Fischer die. But it will gpeedily go
to ruin unless its maintenance i3 now intrusted
to men who are skilled in every braueh of park
work, It is the duty of the Commissioners to
wee that the most important work of the kind on
this continent & placed under the executive
contral of men of recognized training, experi-
ence and achiovement, I they fail in this it
will be the daty of the people to demand un-
other and a vetter Commirsion.

MAKING IT HO1 FOR THEM.

The Earl of Lytton recalls, tn a recently
printed arviele, a suggeslive story coneerning
the transient peniteace of that Chevalier de
Guise (3 nephew ol the Balafré) who confessed
tor s Jesuit frine the strength of his attachment
to a lady with whom he was in relations for-
bidlden by the Chureh, The friar refused him
absolution unless he wonlil promise to break
them oft. e Lesitated, but was at length per-
siaded to join with the frinr in prayer for
strenzth,  The friar prayed, however, with
stueh unetion that the Chevalier stopped him,
anxionsly exclaiming, * Not s¢ hot, father! not
so hot ! Heaven may hear you." The world
of haman mature which the story opens to us
will probably repay us for the lahor of a shoit
expicration,  That there are sinners on the
globe 18 the pretty uniform verdiet of man-
kind., Laborious eftorts to trace the genealogy
of sin from iznorances mated in shame, off fTrom
innocent mistakes, leave the facts where they
were when  the oblest pocts took up their
Lomilies, That many men are in similar case
to the Clhievalior de Guise—that of loving a sin
ton mitch to wish to lose the love ol it—noue
will deny, even in thess days of eraveful ex-
planations of *hmman mistakes.™  And it is
something gained by the moralist if e can pro-
vilee o eonfession that the siuner does not wish
o surretider—does uob wish Infinite Power to
talie Trom him—the taste sl enjoyment of lis
favorite morst poison.  We are made very
familiar by corrent apologeties with the sup-
posed  helplessness ol evil-doers. Even the
Chiristrn women may be heand taking up their
parable  concerning the helplessness ot the
drunkard, while relined forms of scientitie ex.
pertisi testify that o peenliarly wicked evime
is proof of o pecaliar insanity,  Geneiie evo-
lution of bad deeds, the doctrine of our help-
lesspess nnder certain temptations, and  tho
theory that only madmen do great wrongs, are
having *a good time™ in the laud,  But what
i the transienily penitent Chovalicr fornishes
ns with a mueh better explanation T To be sure
the story—like that of the Prodigal Son—is an
ol one; but they may have known o few
things “ down in Judea,” or even in the Middle
Ages,

The advantaze of the explanation snzgested
by the Chevalier in the story way lie in the
trith it conveys; somo precions ballust of that
sort must keep the story alive,  The probuble
truth is that the drankard does not want to quit
his cups, that the assnssin wants to kill tor hate
or revenge, and that the genetic taint i< evil loves
and passicns. Thero are old-lashioned words
that we hesitate to write for the seusitive people
about ns, who may be supposed to suspret is of
preaching when we are only trying to speak o
little plain sense about some very practica
matters, Nothing can be mors practical than
the treatment of wrong-doing, There is prob-
ably nomistake in the common Judgment thatit
is something more serions than an inconvenienes
—that it cuts deep into the vitals of progress
amil well-being,  So serions o matter demiands
mofe than excalpating explinations.  Heredity,
environmuent snd the rest arg oo words, but
they will not butter our pavsnips—deliver ts
from wrong-dovrs.  Explanations that leave us
all without responsibiliyy—tiacing crimes to
desd ancestors amd the % otheruess of the en-
vironment "—seem to take away the protection
for which wo pay large sums in the torm of
voveinment, I the apologies are sonmd and
just, we shall have to snbmit o the new dis-
pensation ; but whataf the truth bo that men
dp wrong on purpose, loving the sweet sins hike
the Chevalier, or loving the fruits of unlovely
sins like other wrong-doers?  Whar if the
statement should v, not * Can't helpit” but
# Don't want to help it™1 That was the Chev-
alier's ecase. Is it not the common case t And
if it is the common vase, shouli not sovivty per-
severe g treatment that will provoke a desire
to help ittt Vory old-tashioned this guestion
is; bt is there w new fashion so adapied to the
neds of both sinoers and their vietims ! We
cannot diseover any remedial foree in = he ean-
aot help it™; while “make him help it " has
made 4 great many converts, I omay be unin-
tellectna! and even undignitied to bo  scarad
into deceney, sobriety or respoctable comdiet
buet, wanting o goose cooked, we are gll of o
tire hot enouzh to do the business,  Aud the
man who was seared ont of an indeceney or in-
ebriety may come to thank heaven that it was
Lot enoueh for the purpose. * Compulsion ia
morids "—yes, we know how dreadfully unin-
tolloctual itis, bat there is o certain mnount of
wotive power in ity you may be sure,

Biesides the fondness which be docs not want
prayed ont of him, the evil man hus a chariae-
teristie that the old preachers understoml—in
deaad, it is rumored that there wre  modern
preachers whe nnderstand it, The evil man is
more or less ashamed of himself, aod in that
contition he is mors susceptible to fear than to
logie—especially if the logic runs to the eflect
that “ Le can’t help himsell.”  Inoplain terms,
the evil wan s a cowrd at the bottom of him,
amld von ean scare him though you cannel per-
stide him, It is very trae, O noble Sentimen-
talist, thit this is not the way to make @ sainot ;
Lt neither you nor we are just pow cngnged in
that braneh of manufacture,  Let gnostic or
aenostie, old erced or cthicsl sparkle, take in
hand the making of saints,  Odr want i3 re-
straint on evil wen ; snd we have more taidh in
sesanlts on their cowardly fears.

Mrs. Langtry was excsedingly well recelved by the
tashionable world, and, {n somo cases,'extraysgantly
praised in the press, and thers are always persons
who viow with bitter resentment and ill-will every
piace of good fortunc that Lefalls anybody bub
themselves, It is aasy to understand, however, that
the feoling entertained by juat, liberal and reputa-
ble members of the dramatio profession toward Mra.
Laugtry—or toward any othor amatenr who sud-
denly undertakes the stage, and is immediately
hiailed s their equal—might properly bedescribed by
another phrase than that of * professional jealousy.”
If it were termed a right and proper resentment of a
grossinjustice, it would be berter named, The art of
acting 1s n great and diffioult art, Itis not learned
in o day, nor in a year. It exsots from thoss who
honestly study and serve it mueh labor and many
sacriticos, endless patience, and conscientions and
passionnte devotion, It can only be acquired in one
way—Dby toil and experience ; and it cannot be ac-
quired in this way unless the student is possessed
of dramatic faculties and temperament, togetlor
with certain indispensabla physical qualitications.
Those members of the dramatic profession, accerd-
ingly, who have dovoted their time to this art, and,
throngh years of study and experience, become pre=
ficient in its exercise, are well eatitled to objset to
the publie injustice—should it ocenr—which places
any amatenr, when st the very threshold of her
eareer, ona professionnl equality with themselves,

There is noinstanes recorded in the history of the
Enghsh acted drama wherein a beginner wad thin
equal of an expencaced actor. It is perfectly impos-
sible, weo think, that ths shonld be, and we have no
idea that Mrs, Langtry offers an exception to the
juexoralle luws of natare, We have read many
deseriptions of Uhis lady’s personation of Mis Hard-
castle. She, ovidently, looked and apoke well, and
got thirongh the bhar-maiil scens creditably, without
breaking down, and that waa all.  There are scoies
of young ladiva who could do as much, and whom
pobody woirlid dream of ealling actresses, or of
engaging at o high salary in the lewding comedy
theatre of a great capital. 1f, then, Mrs Langtry
Liaed not been a ludy of Ligh social pesition, a faver-
ite withh leading familiss, and o person of famons
beanty, her entry into the dramatic profession
must havo been a far more dificult one than it has
heen, nud eonld not havs attracted anything like the
attontion it has reecoived. She is to be congratn-
latesd on her signal good fortune, and siace, ohvi-
onsty, she s a pleasing and promising vovics, it s
earnesily to be hoped that slie will persist aud sue-
coal, Bty i thie meantime, while ** professional jeal-
oudy " istobe contermned wa inexpressibly ¢
bl somet g certainly 1s dae, in all such cases, to
eatablishied professional rank,

Wo have referrel  to tlus
instances of this kind ars not altegether
nucommon here, and  beeaunse they almest in-
variably  mske a large amouut of trouble
If & muon who Lad distinguishied himsell by play ing
billinrds, or by walking a thousand miles in a thon-
samd Lours, or by cating a hundrad feot of pickles,
or inany other exceptional way, and had thus be-
come i notorioty, were suddenly to write o slip<shod
string of verses, and be instantly hailed as the
eiqial of Tennyson or Longfellow in the art of
poetry, thess edtablished bards woulid assuredly be
eatitled te exclaim, * Pooh-poott to you!"—and we
Lave nomanier of doubt that that's what they would
say—and it wonldn't mean professional jealousy
eithier. What 12 true of the art of poetry is trne of
the art of neting. ‘The crowa belongs to achivve-
ment, and not to pspiration—to the maturity of o
uuble career, and not to its juvencscence,
