CONTRACTION RY THE SILVER ACT.

The substitution of silver certificates for
bank notes, which has been going on for some
time, 18 really contrnction,  Yet there are many
in Congress who passionarely desire  this
chinnge, and gloat ever it as it alvanees, and
they ave (e very persons who have been most
zealons opponents of eontraction and advoeites
of inflation. This enrionsly illnstrates the fact
that few members of Congress know what
they are doing, when they attempt to deal with
finnneial questions.

Bank notes employ publie credit as a substi-
tute for money,  Not a dollar’s worth of gold or
ailver is locked up or wasted in maintaining a
eirenlation of £300,000,000, The eredit of
the Government is so good that notes secared
by its bonds are as good as golll in every purt
of the land. The bonds conld not be adyan-
tageonsly exporteld ;. we cannot as well afford
to pay F¥16,000,000 4 year to foreigners as to
o own citizens, 11 the bonds are to reuain
hore, somehody must own them, and it is to the
public advantage to have them owned ani ntil-
ized by men who deposit them as gecnrity for
an is2ue of well- guarded and always redeemable
notes. These notes serve all the purpose ol
money in domestic trade, and arve in two par-
tienlars more desirable than gold itself.  They
ean be carried about more conveniently, and
they tend to return always to thie point of issue,
thus sepplying for the raral districts a cur-
reney which does not continually gravitate to
the great commereial centres sml stick there.

Silver ecertificates are issned against silver
dollars deposited in the Treasury, For every
dollar of such certificates issued, a dollar of
specie is lying idle.  1tis true, the silver is not
serviceable as monoy, but the men who own it
have paid for it just as mneh as for gold, coined
dollar for coined dollar, and could bave liad the
gold instend for the asking.  Had they exported
the silver, instead of selling it to the Treasury,
and taken gold eoin instead of silver notes, they
would have lind for use in circlation exactly
as much money as they have now, and the
value of $60,000,000 in silver bullion would
have gone abroad, to return Lo us in the form
of imported gold, For Europe has to pay gold
for ita eurplus of purchases from us over sules
tous. I it had bought $60,000,000 in silver,
it would have been obliged to pay as much
more in goods or gold, and, as we have taken
all the goods we bave wanted, it would have

been obliged to pay in gold.  The nse of silver
cortificates to the extent of $60,000,000, there-
fore, keeps 60,000,000 in gold out of the
conntry, which might have been had for the
aeking to use in place of the notes issued and
the silver lying idle,

Bt the use of the silver notes alio slots out
of use a corresponding amount of bank notes,
Satisties have been lLeretofore  presented,
which show that the expansion of the bank
cirenludion has been prevented by the use of
the silver notes, and probably to the extent of
dollar for dollar. The silver notes are not as
usefiil as the bank notes, for they will not pass
everywhere nor for all purposes.  Dut, once
forced into circulation, they (1l a place inlo
which netes would otherwise have been senl
by the banks to supply a publie want.

The net result, then, is that we have in use
60,000,000 less money than we should have
had if the silver certificates had never been
festied, We should have had $60,000,000 in
gold, in  plaee of silver exported, anil
£60,000 000 of bhank notes supported by
public eredit. As it is, we have SG0,000,000
of silver notes in use, a like amount of silyer
locked up in idleness, and have prevented the
jssue  of the bank mnotes, Wo are just
£60,000,000 poorer by the operation, and have
not a dollar more of money in use, Yot thisis
done and defended by men who were not long
ago violently hostile to contraction of every
sort. The believers in a sound enrrency have
opposed the issne of silver certifientes, not he-
eanse they wanted less money in cirenlation,
bt beeanse they wanted more aml better
money—3s00,000,000 of golld, partly in the
Treasury, and $60,000,000 of Lank notes in
nse, instead of $60,000,000 of silver notes and
alike amonnt of useless and unsalable silver
coin in Treasury vaults,

I anyhody can give a good reason for the
substitution, he has the floor. The change
goes on eonstantly.  Last week $719,500 in
bonds helld to seeure cirenlation were with-
drawn, amd the bank issnes will be eontracted
to that extent, while the silver notes, when
jsaned, tend directly back to the Treasnry in
payment of dutics, This is not an intelligent
mode of supplying the monetary wants ol a
great nation. When we ean have the very
best enrrency possible for the asking, it is
sheer folly to insist npon foreing o worse fuorm
of enrreney into wse at great cost to onrselvies,
But for this folly Congress is responsible, so
lone as it negleets to suspend the eoinage of
silver.

polite attention prevail in official eireles aml
places where before the simple=mwinded  eiti-
goen who pays taxes and refuses to pay polit-
ivnl nents was held in eontemptunns
dizregard.  Furthermore, we have noticed that
it ndds to one’s satistaction in viewing o real
Kilkenny fight o know that it is his dis-
aerecable neighbor's cats who are doing the
sorateling and eaterwauling, and not his own
favorite and docile tably.

For these reasons alone, by all means let the
proposed investigatious proeced without delay,
The minority party does not happen to be re-
sponsible for all the mischief going on, and
it ean afford, with its record, to see any raseals
that Lave erept iuto oftice under the broad
clouk of its respeetability Kicked out of pluce
along with representatives of cither ol the
factions. Do not hesitate or delay to investi-
eate, and by no means let there be any eur-
tailment of powers to investizate auyhady  or
aoything that comes up.  We  have  two
vival committess with roving commissions
after the reeeivers and  referces of milway
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and usuranee companies  amd  eorperations,
Why not start ont other  hnnting  par-
ties in the great junele of the eity  de-

partments There's game enongh—if any hods
really is looking for games Let Tammany have
its tilt at the Public Works and Street-Cleaning
and every other department which it concvives
is under the control of its *one-day " Mayor
whom it so enrnestly helped to make, Lt

The result is that the
student of our polities who fain would learn
from Demoeratie leaders what the prineiples
of their party really are, is no betier off’ than
the listener at a seientifie gathering who hears
a paper in which Le bs partiendarly inferested
read—> by title,”  Artemus Warnd was acous-
tomed to inform his andience, in the course of
one of lis lectures, © I've got gifts of clogquence,
“ ot 1 don't happen to bave then abont me this
“evening.” The general publie, rendered seep-
tical by the eonrse of Demoeracy during the
lust quarter of a century, is inclined to con-
clude that if that party still is the proprictor
of principles it never happens to have them
about itsclf these days,

The
arca of graging land is said to be almost coex-
tensive with that portion of the Territory lying
cast of the Rocky Mountain systen.,  Asa rule,
cattle are Jeft to shift for themselves the year
round, aud exeept in very severs winters do
not suffer much,  Prudent stockmen, however,
provide sheds amd supply ol hay as a pre-
cantion meminst heavy snowflulls aud gevere
colil,  With the shipping facilities now aflforded
by (e new railvonds, the profits of raising
gernin il cattle, and of wool-growing, will be
mueh lurger than heretofore, and there appears
to be rooin for an indefinite cxpansion ot these
indnatries.

The exteut of Montann will be understood
by Easstern readers not tamiline with the West-
ern country when we say that the distance
acros< it from cast to west is cqual o that
from New-York City to Clucinnati, and that its
vwidth from north to south is nearly twioe that
of Pennsylvanin, Fonr States as large as Ohfo
could be earved out of it amd stll there would
be o considerable rewnant left,  The western
Lall of its surface is mountainous, snd ouly the
villeys wre available for settlement.
