Sir: A few months snce, publie attention was
called to the orgavization of asehool of languages
and literature in connection with Columbia College;

But
there is another field of seholaaric work little tilled
thus far among us, where the widest facilities of re-
search in every direction should be ready at hand,
pamely, the unmiversity or post-gradunation enrrici-
Jum. If now, asis apparently the ease, Columbia
means to offer to college-bred men superior facili-
tics in the higher departments of literature and
philology, I, for one, hau! this step as a decided ml-

The intellectual tide is  setting  ever
more strongly toward New-York, aod here,
more than snywhere else, we shall, in the

mmmediate future, need institutions affording op-
portunities for the Lighest calture, The right piace
for our Amerivan college is, as it has ulways been,
the conntry, with its fresh air and bealthful moral
influences; but,as the poct says, **a character is
formed in the stream of the world.” It is in cities,
m those eentres of stirring life, that the character
of men should be developed, their lugher eonrses
of study pursued; in other words, o city is the
rlnrv for s uuiversity. As a umversity, 1 sor uo
imit 1o the possihiiatnes of Col mbis’s power and
intluence, if she kevp her fice turned unflinchingly
in the dirdction of progress, NEW-YORKRE.
