A LIDEL CASE—THE TUNNEL—A PRINCE ON
THE PRESS,

The Belt libel case, whieh has beon the sensation
of & week, i to be tho sensation of next Novemlber,
to which date it stands adjourned, It containg the
material for a copions disconrse on th present ad-
ministration of justice in England ; but that also
may stand over till November. lut--rma'nahlv as
the proceedings are, the question at jssno is simple
euough, Mr. Lawes, the defendant, himself, lile
the plaintiff, a soulptor, nndertook s(!mt- t-l_mo wneo
to convinee the publie that Mr. Delt isan lll'llll'lml or,
He declared that the busts and statnes of which Mr.
Iielt is the repnted anthor wern not, im fact, the
work of Mr. Relt, but of people whom T
employed, notably one Mr, Varhvden. Mr. Belt,
aceonding to Mr, Lawes, is, or rather was, incapatile
of modellmg a good bust, and his art stie enreer,
which has been peenuiarily suceessful, though birief,
has been, if Mr. Lawes mny be believed, a fraud on
the publie. From these sirong propositions Mr. Bely
paturally dissented, and his dissent has taken
the form of two libel suiis, one against Mr. Lawes
and two other persons : one agmnst the puhlisher
of Vanity Fair, whtch gave curreney to the alleged
libel,

In all this there seems hardly enongh to
acconnt for the general interest taken in
the quarrel.  But  Mr. Belt bas  had the
good  fortune  to  secure the sympathies
of a number of rather important peopla. He got
ihe contract for the Bvron Memorinl statue, He
has made, or somebody for him, busts of many ce-
lebrities, More than that, he presents himsclf to
the public in the attractive character of a self-inade
man, He tells an effective story about lns early
vears of poverty and humble toil ; how he worked
m a printing establishment, and swept ont the
offices, and took to art from the irresistible
impulse of genins ; modelled a bost out of an ol
brick, or some such matter, and scratched in the
bair with & rusty nail. Awong the audience m
court whicl is of a miscellaneons composition, feel-
g runs high i Mr. Belt's favor, so wuch #0 that
Mr, Russell, who leads for the defence, felt himsell
obliged to protest against the introduction into
an English Court of the French elague system. The
judge sides with Mr, Belt, shonld that happen to
influence anybody. The judge is Baron Huddleaton,
perhaps the weakest man on the bench, with a
persistent habit of trying his canses to the gallery.
His judicial jokes have reached the lowest known
level, aml the lowest of them all is his suggestion
that a stage should be fitted ap in court and Mr,
Belt make a bust of hiwmself, the presiding
judge, during the trial.  To the judicial
wind  of Baron  Hoddleston  this  expedi-
ent  promises to  convinee the jury that
Mr. Belt wasor was not tive years ago a senlptor
of real artistic eapacity, atd that he did er did not
bimeeld design the Byron wemortal; whiel are
quiestions af 18, Not is this the only example of
Baron Huddleston's judicial eecentricity.  His com-
mients the other day were of sneh u peeunliar charae-
ter that Mr. Russell felt called on to tell lum that
e was inciting applanse 1 his own conrt. A
strong thing surely, to say to ajudge, and perljaps
it was a stronger to intimate, as Mr. Russell pro-
ceeded to do, that if the jiudge persisted in the line
hie wus takivg, counsel would witbdraw from the
casn,

With all"this in Mr. Belt's favor, it remains to be
added that the whole art world is dead against him,
Seulptors of every grade and position, suecessful
and nusnepessful, good and bad, agree in saying
that Mr. Belt is no senlptor at all. Artists who can-
not be supposed to come into competition with him
in the remotest degroe, palnters, for examplo, are of
the same mind, 1 bhave not met one who does
not  say  that Mr.  Belt  was  oand s
absolutely incapable of artistic work. That he
hus, by dint of much practice, acquired & certain
degree of mechanical fucility i modelling, is admii-
ted. If Baron Huddleston’s grotesque scheme is al-
lowed to be carried out, Mr. Belt, they say, will un-
doubtedly ba able to produce some sort of a head in
clay, very possibly a hikenoss good enongh, at any
rate, to convince the checsemongers of Chiswick,
who are the majority of the jury, that be is a slan-
dered and an injured man. The artists may be right
or wrong in themr epmion, 1 don't Know that 1
ever saw o bust by Mr.  Belt, and as
for the DPyron Memorial, whoever designed
it, it is a dreary fatlure. But 1 am disposed to
think the artists quite as likely to be right
abont Me, Belt's art as the baker's dozen of worthy
citizens who seois at present disposed to take a con-
trary view. A baker's dozen, I ax aware, is thir-
teen; but thisis a case in which the judge has gone
into the jury-box.  The postponement to Novemhber
is due to the necesstiy of Baron Hoddleston's de-
parture on creuit, and to the oceurrence of the
Long Vacation, which yearly havgs up all sorts of
cuses lor three months to give lawyvers and jmdges a
comfortable bobiday. It s esrfainly, reinarks one
vury conservative print, a reflection on English
judicinl mochinery that a ease of such interest in
London should be interrapted and postponed he-
canse one of the judices hns to go and try s posching
case in North Wales.
