DECREFS TO BE ISSUED TO-DAY VOR THE TRIAL BY
COURE MARTIAL OF EGYFTIAN REBELS—THS

Cateo, Sept, 27.—<The Ministers met in counecil
to-tlay and agreed ou the worling of three decrees,
n!ﬂnh the Khedive will sign to-morrow, ‘

The first deorse institutes n speoinl commission
for thn proseeution of all acts of rebellion com-
mitted by the military or civilians, The commis-
sion will eonsint of uiue wembers, wnd will pe under
the presidonoy of Ismail Bey.

I'ho second decros orders that a court martial,
with eight members, Reouf Pacha presiding. shall
be held in Cairo, and that 1t shall give judgment
acooriding to the military code, without appeal, in
all cuses subinitted by the above named comnuis
#ion,

The third decree dirscts the assembling in Alex-
audria of another court martial, to 1y all cases
submitted by the tribunals recently sppointed in
Alexandria and Tenrah,

The procesdings of both courts martial will be
public, aud the acensed men will Le permitted to
cmpioy connsel.  The Khadive will shortly issur o
decree granting amoesty to all odicers from eaptaioe
downwani, eugoged in  the late  rebellion,
excepting thow who direetly partcipsted in the
rots or joiued the somy since the begiuving of the
