Mr. MucLean’s echeme for park service re-
form has been earried into practioal operation,
At the meeting of the Board yesterday it was
reported thut the entire foree of gardeners hnd
been subijeeted toacareful and fair examination
and each man  had been graded in aceordance
wilh his ascertained alility, Some were pro-
moted, others degraded to a lower rank, and a
few dropped altogethier.  There eun be no
question that this plan will increase the efli-
ciency of the park service in muny ways, and
by enconraging subordinates to pre-
pare themselves for  possible advancement
in rank and pay. Mr. Lane, however, found
nothing in his system of pelitical ethics to jus-
tify the innovation, and he objected to the re-
port.

The total number of emnloyes i
the parks 8 divided by four—the number ol
Cowimissioners—and the quotient reprosents
the number which each Commissioner is to ap-
point and consider us “his men How the
City's work is performed isatrifling nuitter, but
it is important that one mun  ont of every four
in the park serviee should be the personal and
political property of a partienlar Commissioner.

LIQUOR AND ¥0OLACCO TANES.

The urgument for the repeal of taxes op
whiskey, beer and tobuceo will be pressed at the
coming sesston with  zeal, The enrnestuess
and ability with which Mr. Kelley, the ehairman
of the Committee on Ways and Means, and Mr,
Ruandall, the leader of the Democrats in the
House, have adyvocated this course are already
Luown, It may be well, therefore, belove the
air gels durkened with the sophistiies of cager
disputants, to take a ealm sarvey of the rea-
gons offered for und against the repeal.

These taxes difter from neatly all others, in
that they do not ineresse the necessary cost ol
living or of production. It is true that some
distilled lignors wre used in the arts, but the
quantity is utterly insiguificant in comparison
with the quantity used as a beverage, and in-
signiticant also in comparison with the whole
costof the products in which #pirits are used
as o material.  Mr. Kelloy, in oue of his least
worthy moods, did indeed cluim in one speech
thiat “ the sick and the dying puy this tax,” but
it would make Mr. Kelley lnugh at himsell if
be should undertake soberly to compuw the
proportion of distilled spirits actually used io
medicina] preparations or io &)l forms of manu-
facture. The tax thus indirectly paid is insig-
pidcant. Practically the whole of the tax on
ep tits, beer and tobacco s paid by persons
who voluatarily use those articles. Inasmuch
as 4 large proportion of the laboring people do
not, and manage to do as good work snd to enjoy
themselves quite as well as those who do, the
tax may with truth besaid to be voluntarily paid
and 1o have no necesasry eftect upon the cost of
production in this country,

The argument that a large expenditure may
be gaved, and a vast army of employes may bo
diseharged, il thess taxes are ropealed, slirinks
alittle when examined in the light of facts,
The number of persons on the rolls of the Goy-
orument as officinls and employes is said to be
about 101,000, but of all these ouly 4,000 nre
on the rolls of the Iuternal Revenue Service,
The discharge of one official in twenty-five
would nct be s very great improvement. Nor
does the expense of collecting the internal rev-

euue exceed ubout §5,000,000, ubout oue-six-

tieth of the expenses of the Government, Some-
thing will be saved, undoubtedly, if the conntry
can mannge to dispense with tho whole internal
revenne fores, abont the cost of one drink of
whiskey or one cigar a year for each inhabitant,
But the consumption wonld undoubiedly
iner ease so much thata much greator sum would
be unproductively spent.

It is reasoned with truth that the consump-
tlon of liguors uud tobaceo thia country hns
not corresponded cloaely with the changes in
the tax, A large proportion of the comsump-
tion would doubtiess continne if the tax should
be largely inereased, nov would a removul of
the tax add indefinitely to the quantity con-
sumed. Nevertheloss, it wonld ndd quite
largely. The tax dovs not now bear a largo pro-
o cost of these articles at relail to
the cousumer, An inereaso of about one-fifth
in the consumption of spirits, of about one-
sixth in the consumption of tobacco, and of
avout one-tevth in the consmption of beer,
woald make the expenditure for thease luxuries
by consumors quite as lnrge after the removal
of the tux na it is now, Ouly the whole proflis
would then go to the makers and sellers of
liguars and tobaceo, wherens the people now
got for the support of their government and vhe
payment of their debt a revenue of abont
§125,000,000, Naturally the people engnged
in that bruuch ot business would like to huve a
present of §126,000,000 yearly. The question
is whether it would not be more profltable to
the people to spend no more  than they do now
for such luxuries and to pay oft their debt.

These are war taxes, it is said, and vught to be
abolished because the war is over. There is
not much foree in the reasoning that we ought
not to raise a revenue mote inteliigently than
the Democrata did a quarter of a eentury ngo.
The eountry has prospered mightily in spite of
its burdens, in part because those burdens have
been &0 adjusted that they are felt very much
luss than the lighter taxes of the ante-war pe-
riod. If we have discovered how to raise
money without mny necessary 4 1dition to the
cost of production ju this ecountry it does not
follow that we ought to go back to old and
bungling ways merely beeause they are old.

The one atgoment for the repeal ol taxes on

these Inxuries is that reduction somewhere 18
exceedingly desirable Alter abolishing the
minor tuxes and the tages on dealers, in all

120,000,000, and it is feared that it cannot
e  properly reddnesd  without  Interiering
with the protective eharieter of the tar i, Per-
sons who know nothing aboot the subject geo-
crally  imagine that a wepenl of any duty on
fports st render the tarift less protective.
But maunfacturers know  betler, It is to be
hoped that the Tarifl Commission will iave the
intelligeuce ta point out many ways in which
daties can be reduced or removed, and the
tarift be there by rendered in every sense Woro
truly awd efliciently projective.

FATE OF THE JOYCLS.

The specinl-jury clauses ol the Loercion Aet
are workiog sdinirably in lveland, The tirst
murderer to be convietel was Francis Hynes,
who was gentenced to death about the middie
of Augast. A large number of * moonlighters”
were subaeguently found gty of murderons
wesaults upon tepants, bailils aud soldiers,
and sentonced 1o penal servitude for Sen, Hiiteen
oF tiwenty veurs, A secomd wardertr was also
condemned to death, The Noveuber terin of
the same court in Dublin has been occupiod
with the Joveo trials. On August 19, a few
Wuys after Hynes bad been sertoneed to deatl,
the family of a poor peasant was mnssacred 1o
one.of the wildest and most secluded goarters
of County Gillway. A party ef eight or ten
men broke into the cabin ot John Joyee at mid-
night and killed him, his mother, wife nud
daughter, and one of his sons. The only sur-
sivor was the youngest Juyee, a lad under ten
yeuts, and Le was muimed for lite, Within ten
diuys eight of the murderers have been ¢on-
victed aud sentenced to deatii. Several of these
wers Joyees, the name  buing ncomimnon one i
County Galway. The evidence in ciach case was
so copelasive that the jury were only out of the
conrt-room 8 few minutes in agreving vupon the

verdiet, and five of the prisoners con-
fessed their goilt and  pleaded for  merey.
The eight convicted murderers have been

sentenced  to be hanged on  December 15,
tour wonths almost toa duy from the commis-
sion of the erime. The desperadoes were
tracked to Jovee's eabin by three wen on the
picht of the murder, and several other wit-
nesses ave positively ideatilsd thom.  So far
from attempling Lo sereen thess marderers, the
people of the district scom to bave been enger
to eonviet them, having lived in mortal terror
of them for s long period.

The rapidity with which these miscreants are
getting thoir deserts, and the facility with
which evidence Lias been obtained against them,
wre most encouraging sigus for Ireland,  Jus-
tice is no longer pavulyzel, It is administered
withont fear. The conntry people, finding that
the oflicials ave dikeriminating sharply between
eriminal and political acts, and waging what
Mr. Trevelyan has deserived as *an undying
amd unrelenting  war " against ontrages, Lave
tieen impressed hy the vigor and eficiency of
the new tribuoals and are lending mid in con-
vieting notoripus desperadoes ot whom they are
anxious to be rid, The mnrdered Joyees were
suspected of having given inlormation to the
nathorities vespeeting the assnssination of two
batiifls, und, consequently, wers marked ont
for sluughter by the “moonlighters.” The
nrderons Joyees expected to have the BY i~
pathy of the district when they planned this
lideous erime, for the infurmer is nniversally
detested in the island and no fate I8 considored
too bad for him, DBut the distriet in this in-
stunce was horkified by the atrocious butehery
of belpless women and children. Public opinion
even in that secluded nud  innctessible valley
has supported the wituesses who were encours
aged Ly the authorities with promises of
udequate protection to tell what they had seen
and heard. The Joyees have been huuted
down aud bronght under the shadow of the
gallows, und spparently their neighbors in the
district once dominated by them heartily
approve of the vigorous metton of the authori-
ties,

This feeling may not be sliarad Ly the lawless
classes throughout the islaud, When IHynes
was hanged in September, Limerick Jail was
heavily garrisoncd, owing to the sympathy of
the masses with the condemned murderer.
Shops were closed, bndges of mourning wero
osteatationsly displayed, aud o popular sub-
soription was openad for the murderer’s family.
[1is crime was one of along series of outrages
whieh Lad intimidated the land-holding clnss
and gnbstituted luwlessness tor the lnw of the
lnnd, thereby giving an impetus to the Land
Leagie wovemonut. The ouly distinetion be-
tween his crime and the other outrages luy in
its detection and punishment, This was o
discrimination, which in the estimation of the
mass of the population entitied him to sym-
pathy and respeet ns nn unfortunate patriot
rather than o guilty murderer.  Probably when
the next hangwan's day comes around the
Joyces und theie nssocintes will have sullen
spologists aud secret sympathizers. Even the

batchery of  women und children will be
condonod by the lawless classes as an agratlan
exploit whieh would have had its nse it it could
have remained undetected, Bat  this
sympathetic feeling will not have so cm-
phatic an  expression  as in the cuso of
Hynes, Eighe eonvictions In a sioglo forl-
night will tend to deaden that feeling.
Rovolting and hideous erime that is condemned
by specinl juries and resolately punished by the
offietals, ennnot haes the effect of acrarian
offences undetected by the constabulary und
untonched by juries, The restraints of eriminal
law are gradaslly taking the place of Lund
League rule, The responsible lewders of the
Irish movemoent know that their enuse will be
weakenoed now by every erime that is com-
mitted and punished, They will do well to
revive O'Conpell’s great magim: *Crime
gives strength to the enemies of Ireland,”

The I arvard * Apnex ? baviog been formally
fncorporated, is now in a position to receive en-
dowments and bequests, It is not likely that
muny of these will be bestowed upon it while
it remaing the hybrid thiug it is at present, It
18 not ensy for preple of practical sense to re-
gard with patience the preposterous attitude of
Harvard in relation to the * Aupex,” 1f 1t1s
willing to have any pedagogical relations what-
sver with women ‘studenta it ought to be will-
ing to conduct themw on the same terms that are
granted by Oxford and Cambridge—universi-
ties that were venerable with years and honors
betore Harvard was born intoa land which
porades its radicalise and its intellectual pro-
gress, It is time that the hobbledehoy twaddle
about the dangers of this co-education were
stopped. 1t is uot now an open question ; Cam-
bridge und Oxford settled it some time ago. At
these universities young women live in their
own “halls” under the guardinnpship of wise
and good women of the higlest socinl stand-
ing. They are taken to the leetors-rooms by
their matron guides, and when the lecture is
over ure taken back to ball withoat any un-
pleasant or degrading  consequences, The
mere listening io the same room with young
men to the elognent and peotonnd discourae of
a professor hus not been found demoralizing to
either sex.

The Eoglish system involves no social
meetinga whatever with  the male students,
and  the admirable results in the intel-

levtnal training of women, and the consequent
improvement of the schools wherein many be-
cotus tepeliers, have already been inealenlable.
In the face of the good 8o easily and smoothily
gecomplished, there is no whisper of disap-
proval or even ot satire v Fuogland,  are-
vard is wealthy and coulid Lhave well aftorded to
follow  the dignified and liberal expmple of
the English universities. Iostead of that she
has only permitted the wotnen strdents to halt
at her buek adoor, allowing her professors to
assume  burdens which she slurks  herself.
Women have as yet nothivg to thank her lor,
thongh they have need to be grateful to these
professors who *repeat to the womon the -
struction given to the students of the college
in the differeut departments,”

The protracted summer dronth was |
citedd in Justification of this wilvance, aud con- l
sauiers ofeted no andible muarmurs beesuse they
knew that «dry weather meant scant pasturago
andl a diminished supply, Then esmwa the warm
putemn raios pod aboadant grass with milk dow-
ing froely onee more, but cousuuiers did uok dis-
eover any depreciation in the value of varient milk
viekets, The lepethened season evidently meaut
tliat the farmers were enjoying o briel prosperity
thoir lossea in ths drey and anprodoetive
days of Anaust, This wasthe natoral supposi
tion. Put the milk vendor Is wise o his genera.
tlon, aud he proceedod to tnereuss bls profits ut both
ends by holding up the price at which he sold and
rednetng the prien which he pald,  Ho has an ad-
vautaee oujoyad by the deiler iunoe other commod
iy, for he wlons coutrols the LWo markels, to wit,
the ons in which he buysand the ooe in which he
selle. He levios tribute alike o prodocer and con-
siumer, and, standing between them, his bank ac-
connt gro®a at the expeose of both,

In ordinary times the furwer shitps his wilk for
a wonth, ana after it is all sold and draik up the
denler % estililishes a price " to suit bimself, which
fie pava, nnleis e tinds o profitalis  to fail, after
muking eertsin deductions 1or lepkoge, sour wilk
wndd the ke, e Las tnd entae businss in his owu
Listudls, sl of cotrse he runs 1t in his own interest.
