The last few days have witnessed the comple¬
tion oí the most elaborate, expensive and thor-
onali preparations ever made for the observation
to-day of the transit of Venus. In them tho ex-

The outcome is not of groat value to science it will
be beeaiiMj the combined intellect ol tho world,
quickened by a rio« miç enthusiasm aud riucuod by
¦ higher, broader and deeper utudy than has ever
before been possible, is yet too weak to overcome
the obstacles which attend some of tho celestial
phenomena. A few clouds for half au hour iu the
forenoon and afternoon of to-day may make years
of labor in vain, but it in hardly possible that disap-
liointuieute of this kind c»n be more than local.
Tho entire transit will bo visible in all of the
territory of the I'nited Suites except the extreme
northwest, in every part of the Dominion of Can¬
ada except the provinces on the l'aeitic coast, in all
of Sonth America, Attica and Great Battei·, ami
nearly all of Km rope. l"nf«trorablo nicteorolog-
leal conditions, therefoie, unless they extend orer
.ill this ureat territory (whaeh would in itself be an
extraordinary pheuotnonoiu cannot prevent the
securing this time of tho most perfect results ever

obtained from the rare astronomical event; for
the observers are everywhere in the countries men¬

tioned. Cutorttinalely the prospects were unfavor-
%bk paatefdaj iu this vicinity ami in New-Kng-
land. where some of the most important govern·
mental and private stations are situated, clouds
aud rain being threatened.
