THE NLXT QUESTION.

Within the first mouth of its scssion the
Senate s acted spon one of the great ques-
tions to which the people have ealled the at-
tention of Congress. The promyptness of the
Senate 18 commendably, and the il passed,
thongh Ly no means perfeet, will be recog-
przeal by the country asa sincere and earnesi
eftort to remove abises in the Civil Service,
Mow, if the Senate will set with equal prompt-
pess on the tarilt and internal revenne, it will
receive hearty approbation,

There e mwany reasons for supposing that
'lht‘ Semte wmay e more 1'-‘:11]}’ than the ][urle«'
1o aet upon the gquestion of taxation At the
lust session, the Honse having passed an inter-
nal revenne bLill, the Wepoblican Senators in
conterence decided to support amemlments
making mmportant chiauges in the tarifl, not-
withstuuding the objection that it would be
winer to wait for the report of the Tarift Com-
niission.  Of the chinnges then proposed some
of the most important ave embraced in some
form in the bill reported by the Commission,
The discassion i the Senute at the List session,
thonegh it resalted o uo dinal action, went
far enough to show the opiniona of many Sen-
ators who had been considering the sabject,
and attracted to it the attention of other Sen-
ators who are for that reasou in =ome degree
better prepared to act, The Setate Commities
on Fitnoce, which en braces such  veteraus as
Mesnrs. Morrill and Sherman, and at lewst toar
other menbers who bave given the tarifl ques-
tion especigl attention, was able before the
Linltday s to preqare its report upon the bl ree-
ommended by the Commission, and il is not
unlikely that the members ol the Senate may
hee fonnd equilly ready to set upon the measure
wittout deluy. 1 so, the House may huve  be-
fore it from  the Senate n eomplete revision of
the tax laws belore It has censed to debnte the
sibject in Connmirtee of the Whole,  As the
mewsure would, in that cuse, come before tie
Honse as an amended bill olrendy passed by
that body, 1t would have some imporiasl pat-
liamentary advantagoes,

According to brief reports thus far sent, the
Sepate Committee has proposed to adopt the
fll of the Tarit  Commission, with fewer
chatiges than have besn already mawle in the
House Committee, Some of the most important
depurtures of the Houss Committee trom the
plan of the Commission have not been proposed,
it seems, by the Committes of the Senaie,
whiel is led by very expernenced and  earuest
defenders of 11+ protective policy.  This at
least seems cortain, that a bill which adhieres
quite closely to the plin of the Comunussion is
wore likely to meet with pablie favor than une
wihieh departs widely fiom  that plan. 1t wae
the duty of the Commission to arrange a har-
wiontous adjustmect with doe #segard to all the
sreat interests aftected, This duty, it is the
prevailiog opinion, the Commission has per-
formed with consprenous ability and fairpess,
A very lurge proportion of the people, If we muy
judge from expressions in journals of widely
difterent opinions, and published in difierent
parts of the conntry, hns accepred the report of
the Commission as in the waim a very judicious
COMmprouise,

I'uis  tavorable impression  lhas been
strepgthened by the intense earnestness aud
persistency of the extremo Fiee Traders in
their attucks upon the measure. Mr. Moore,
for iustance, appears in public two or three
times & day to belabor the measure from a Free
Trade point of view, and prominent journals of
similar opinions find themselves quite unable
to express their feslings toward the bill with
out resort to abusive epithets and unwarranted
jmputations. On the other haud, the angry
dissent of not a few maunfucturers hax been
heard, though each elass of these, it may bo
poticed, generully conimend the report asa
wise adjustinent iu the main, while oljecting
strongly to the features that tlreaten reduc-
tion of duties in which they are especially in-
terested. Thus The Bulletin of the Americian
Irvon and Steel Association, whileit “ congratu-

commends the improved classification proposed
by the Commission, Its adiustment of dnties
%o changes which have taken place in ani-
facturing processes,” its *corvection in the
“proposed bill of muny glariug misconstroc-
“tions of the present law by the Treasury De-
“partinent and the courts,’ and many other
details, nevertheless argues at length that so
great o reduction was not wise, and that the
popular ebjection to the present duty on steel
rails is * due to persistent misreprasentation ol
fucts—to a sort of unreasoning frenzy which
must run its course.” Thus the very attucks
wpon the bill, irom snelt oppositeé quarters, go
to strengthen the public belief that it is a 1ea-
sonable compromise,

The Bulletin already quoted gives one Treasoi:
“ Possibly any reasonable gettlement of the
“ parift question that prowises to e permanent
Wis better than continned uncertainty sud ap-
# prebension.  Poasibly it may be better now
o aecept the Wil of the Commission than to
 run the visk of haviog something worse ofiered
“tous @ yoenr hence” It ought not to Lie for-
gotten that it is not exactly a mero risk, but
almwost & certainty, that the defenders of Amer-
jean industry, if the pending bill should ful,
would be obliged to put forth their utmost
efforts next year to resist a measnre in every
respect far more ohjectionabla, There are some
fentures of the tarift which the people do wunt
changed ; patticularly those which cause vex-
ations and complicated litigatien. It is a mis-
take to suppose that the demand for a change
conld be easily defeated, so loug as these
fentntes remain, with all the iuconsistencies,
the obsoleie or excessive dutics, and the am-
biguities of the present tarift. 1f the task of
correeting these fuults is to be left to s Dem-
ocratie Homse, we may be sure that it will not
be partienlarly caveful or wise in guarding our
industries.

CONNECTICUTS BLACK BALLOTS,
There is n curions situntion of aftairs in Con-
pecticut which may enmd in serious confusion
unless wiso counsels prevadl,  Chigt Justice
Park of the Superior Court has decided
thut  the lmllota  east tor the Democratic
monicipal eandidates in New-Ilaven at the
Noveuiver elections were  llegal  and  ean-
not be connted.  As  the  rejected  ballots
were similar to those cast for the Democratie
Stute ticket thers i talk of bringing the
watter before the Legislature when it meets
Lext week and mokes the alficial canviss of the

votn,  IF the Legislature adopts Judge Park’s
ruiling, the Democratic majority will be de-
gtroyed,  The possibility of snch & conrse has

greatly alarued the Demoerats and they ure
raising a great uproar about a = Hepublican
conspiracy to steal the State ™ Tt seems 1o us
that they are unduly alarcied, and thac they
are crving before they are hart, A careful ex-
amination of the case will show this.

Judge PPark decided that the ballots vielated
the statate and were “eleatly, palpably an-
lawiul.,” The statute provides that all bullots
#ahiil]l be o plinn white puper with the tne
“of the eandidate and oflice written or printed
“witiereon.”  The Democratic ballols were en-
tively black with the naomes and offices in white,
It would be aifienlt to fuvent & wore  direct
violation of the law than this.  The Dem-
ocratie managers say they were printed in that
way to defeat the scheme of o tiaitorous
element in their own party for connterfeiting
the ticket, It wus hardly uecessary to put so
wiel bluck oo them to nceorplish that end.
The real object nndoubtedly was to make the
ticket distinguishable for the double purpose of
keeping a tally aud of secing how doabtful men
voted, ‘1 he provisions of the law, like similar
laws in all other States, were cnacted for the
express purpose of preventing this Kiod of
espionage, making the hallov absolutely free
and untrammelled.  The Dewmocrats deliber-
ately violated both the spirit and the letter of
the lav t this there can be no doubt, and
the Juage  decision sesms unassailuble, The
Democrats u © not plead ignorance of the law,
They put in s defence that the black ballot
was uot a vielation hecanse it was printed from
n bloek on plain white paper. Thatis, the paper
was white belors it was made black, The
samo defence could be made of & groen or a red
bullot, and is shinply childish. The meaning of
the statute is plain enough,

Judge Park's docision rules out of oflice the

Demoeratie candidates in New-[laven, but we
are unable to ser how it iets the Republicans in,
cither on moral «r legal grounds.  Their
baliots, whils not so flagrant s violation of the
law, were none the liss a violation. They
were snrroinded with o black border, which was
clearly a distingnisking mark. The moment
that border was put on the ballot censed to be
npon ©plain white paper.” Their oflence difters
from the Demecrats' only in  degreo. The
erroneous inferenece is drawn that Judge Park
has declared the Republican ballots to be legul
whils condemmng the Democratio. There is
uothing in his decision, as printed in the New-
Haven papers, to indieate this. o did not
pass judgzment on the Republican hullots, simply
beeuuse their legality was not questioned till
after his decision was rendered,  After he had
given lis opivion the Democratic cotnsel
ahiftad their gronud and raised the point that if
their Lallots were illegal the Republican hallots
must be also. Thix was nn exhibition of
charactenstic Democratic bingdsight,  IE the
cnse i8 appenled to the Suprewse Court, as we
hope it will be, both ballots can be considered,
The Republicans had donbts about the legnlity
of their ballots before election, and i Guilford,
on advice of ex-Speaker Harvisou, of the Leg-
islature, the black border was entoft before
the butlots were distributed. The Republican
ecandidate  for Governor confesses that the
question was vaised when he suys: © We took
connsel before the ballots were prnted and we
are satisfied they will hold.” The Dem-
ocrits nlso had warning that they were makinga
dangerons experiment, bt they refused to
profit by it, From these fucts it is suflicicntly
evident that both parties were trying w evade
the law 1n orler to keep track of the vote, 1t
woald serve both right i they were mde to
sufter for it,

But what will be the outeome T The Legia-
lature mects next Wednesday and owe of
it first  duties is  to canvass the vote
and  formally declare a  Goverpor elected.
Unless the character  of the ballots s
brought to their attention by pelition they
will pay no heed to 1t bt will declare Mr,
Waller to be Governor, #s he was nudouliedly
clocted to b by the poople. If a petition 18
presented, citing the facts of Jodge 'ark's de-
cision, the  Legisluture ean go ionto the subject
and can throw out the Demuocratie votes, with-
out cousidering the legality of the Repubbican
hallots. The Repuldicaun maopgera declare o
determination to have such a petition pre-
sented, wnil intusate their bhelief thar the end
will be the innuguration of a Republicus State
Govermuent,  We besitate to believe that they
will gdopt w eourse sopuwise as this, There can
e no donbt about the intent of the people.
By o plirality of over 4,000 they  decidod
fuvor of giving control of the State to the
Democrats. The putty which andertnkes to
reverse that decision will commit i great polit-
ical Blunder, if not a politieal cvime.  1f the
Democr stie ballots are rejected the I8 pabilican
ballots shoild alse be thrown out. The coutrol
of the State would then fall into thie hdds af
the Profabitionista, who  polled  ooly about
1,000 votes, The Repablicans would gain
potbing but wonld luse their ouly Congress-
iy, Mro Wait, ad Jhie only State officer  they
elected, Controller Tuey woulld lose
also thetr own self-respect and  would  bring
conlusion aud possilili tnarely upon the Stute.

Mp. Glick and his frietnls consider Frolubi-
tionists tanatics. They Tail to see that the same
chatge can bs preferred aguinst themgolves,
The conelusion to ve drawn from Mr. Glick's
words is that probibition set every other wan
in Kansas selling lignor, but that license would
stop its sale altogether, Now it is true thut
liguor has been sold in Kausas ever sinee the
enactment of prolibntory legislation, Few areso
sunguine as to expuect such laws to suppress
entirely its sale.  But it is equally true that
less lignor woa suld than before the [law
was passed, The Kansas farmers have been
steady advocates of probibition, The senti-
ment of the large towns has favored license.
In these svowns the traffic has never been aban-
doned, »ving to the popuiar feeling aguinst the
enforvement of the law. Thus, at the State
Capital, Topeka, the local authoritics were
koown to sympathize with the hanor-sellers.
