FROM AN OCCASIONAL CORRESPONDEST OF THE TRIBUNE.|
Tur Amizoxa, Dee, 12.—The popular idea of &
e at this season of the year across the Ailan-

tic is associnted with bigh and bleak winds, heavy
seas, oxcossive cold and no chance for exeroise on
deck.

.old eathoedral cities and great mauufacturing cen-
tres, aud took what conld hardly be ealled more
thap a superficial dip into the ricl history of many
of the old corporations, and a passing glance at the
prodigions industrial progress of thoso northern
aud northwestern cities that bave made her the
workshop of the world, The work laid cut should
have occupied at least twelve mouths, but I was
called home to take part in & wore practical and
difficnlt. thongh not more interesting. inquiry, and
& fow wooks later, after bldding adien to the cathe-
dral towus, rich in xll the antignarian lores, and
fudeed in all that shows the listory of our ances-
tors, I was speeding throngh the great ceatres of
{ndustrizl energy in the mewer westorn world—
travelling by night and listening to testimony in the
day. It wasarare sxperience sud one calculated
to awnken new Interest {n the indastrial and com-
mercial history and progress of Eugland and the
Vnited States, and to create a desire for more tune
and Dbetter opportunity for investigation and

reflection. While the average American is
better acquainted with what way
be called  historle England than  the

average Englishman, the testimony of over six
hundred intelligent witnesses before the Tanil
Commission snows how little definite knowledge
evon representatives of Amerlcan indusiries have
of industrial England. On the important question
of the amonut of wages puld to operatives in Eng-
Yand, as compared with the amount paid for the
game work in the United States, but six out of the
gix hundred who gave testimony presented exact
informarion, and yet the basis of the protecrive sys-
tem is the difference iu the cost of home and foreign
labor. The difference in the purchasing power of
wages, another vital element in tariff legislation,
was only touched on in & desultory manner by wit-
pesses hiere aud those who had inquired the price of
clothing for workingmen at home and abroad, or
who from observations b lioved a doilar would buy
more provisions in the United Btates than in Eng-
land, or who had arrived at conciusions by reading
eonsular reports, The social condition of artisans
and laborers in Evrope sad Amerios, anotler un-
portant element, was wholly overlooked in the tos-
timony, it I may except a fow partisan statenents
on botl: sides,none of which assamed & ngher value
than prejuliced impressious,

Thess brief hints ‘of fmperfectiona in a labor
which Congress decided should be pertormed so rap-
jdly, indicate the rich wuusxplored fleld in
Great Britain  for ecareful work aund staay
fn a direction that cannot fail to Leinteresting even
if it shonld fall far short of resultsimportant enonizh
to take part in the settlomoent of broad econcmic
questions. Four times have I iraversed the mana-
facturing regions of the United Statec. Once I saw
them lurid with the fames of Pittsbhurg, and as 1
travelled from clty to eity, one day conversing with
the socialist in Jail and the pext day with the cap
ftalist in Lia me rhies resadence, I had abundant op-
portunity of ol sing the wenkness as well as the
streng:h of the / 1syatem. A few years' later
when better tim ned upon the country, I was
pent through the . » regions and witnessed the
awakeuing of American manufactaring A third
opportunity came in carrying out a branch of the
gensus work, and the fourth with the Tarlff Com-
misslon. With the kuowledgs of our home indus-

Wrrrestey, Mass, Jan, 4.—0f the more cele-
brated of Ameriean sohools for girls perbaps none 18
loss generally understood in its actual methods,
aims and purposes than Wellesloy College, fiftecn
miles from the City of Boston, and ensmile from the
town of Wellesley, on the Boston and Albavy Rail-
road, Monday s visttors’ day.

Here are larze palms and other
exotios, which lend a charm to this otherwise at-
tractive prssage-way, withits broad and easy stair-
way to the upper stories, and its walls adorned with
numerous examples of art—water-colors by Bellows,
Parsons, Magrath, and Ellen Robbins, a penetl
sketeh by Edward Frere, a marine painting by
Arthur Quartley, R. Swain Gifford’s © Gibraltar,” o
wood seene in the Adirondacks, by Kensett; the
Mono Pars in the Sierra Nevadas, by W, H. Keldth ;
and works by Bristol, Heat, Smiley, J. M. Hart, Ved-
der und other painters, To the right of the corridor
onentering, is what is called the * Browniog Room,"”
a beautiful parlor equipped after the westhetic style,
and containing memorials of Robert and Elizabeth
Biowning. This room is square, and lighted by
three stained-glass windows illastrating Mrs,
Browning’s * Geraldine,” * Aurorn Leigh,” and the
“ Romance of the Swan's Nest,” The walls are hand
patuted in imitation of Venetian leather, sur-
mounted with a trieze in panels of band-painted
wayaide fowers, in oils, by Ellen Robbins, which
are exquisitoly lovely and trone to nature, The
furuiture 15 teak wood, inlald with mosaics, There
are two medieval examplos of Germau art, u oabi-

The dining-room will aceommodate 350, twolve or
fourteen sitting at ono table.

The li-
braty is a Gothie room with aleoves and gallorios,
and lofty windows. It contains 27,000 vulumes
of earefully solocted reading. Adjolning it is the
rending-room, where the choicest of mngazine liter-
ature s to be fonnd, with a large number of news-
popers.  Both of theso rooms are at all times open
to the stndenta, The chapel will comfortably seat
700 persons at one time. It is lofty and handsome,
has a reed organ in the gallery at one end, and op-
posite to it, over the platform, is a five wemnrial
window of stained glass pinced there by ex-Gov-
ernor Claflin in honor of a daughter who was
a puptl at Weilesley, and submequently died in
Rome. MHere a few weeks ago Miss  Thurshy
sang seven thmes in one moruiog to a del ghted an-
dlence of girls, whose enthnsinsm seimne i1 the most
grateful kind of sdualation.

Evary psrson escaped from the
burning buildings unipjured. Efforts were made to save

the horses {u the atable, but they became wild with fear
and conid uot te delven out thirongh the smoke, They
were ropsred 1o death fu their stalls. 3

Throe alaris wers sent out, but the fire waa not ex-
tinguished until the two front buildings were burn
out. Ceutral Hall, na the lodge-room above Becker's
slure was called, contained furniture belonging 1o sev-
eral sociotios and valued at $500. Nearly all of the
furniture was destroyed, Becker's losa was about
2,000 aud Mr, Henneinann’s was about #1,000. C. N.
eins, the proprietor of the stable, owned eight of the
fourison horses, several carrl sets of haroess and
foed, whiol were deatroyed, His loss was estimated at
#5,000, Six borses belonged to cartmen; they wers
worth Ieas than £1,000. ‘Uhe bulldings, owned by Ryer-
son & Brown, wers damaged sbout 87,000, It was said
yeaterday thint ull the losses exeept those sustained by
the cartrnan were covered by fnsucance, The cause of
the flre was not known.
