NEW APARTMENT AND TENEMENT HOUSES

WHAT HAS BEEN ACCOMPLISHED BY TIE NEALTH
BOARD OF THE CITY UNDER RECENT LAWS,

The apartment and tenement honses erectad,
1 thia clty.recently have heen so many in number and of
such an improved character as to eanse mich eomment,

The law passed by the Legislature 1o 1879 gave the
Hoard of Health control of this elass of bulldings, and all
pliuns and specifioations for theas must he approved by
them.  The elerk In charge of the applications for build-
Ing permien, wid who also bus coutrol of the specidea
tiona for all the plumbing now doue In this clty, undera
recent act of the Leglslature, sald to a reporter of Tuw

TIRUKE recently: * Sineo Jannary 4, 1370 svery room in

every bouse bullt 1 the city has been thoroughly Hehted
Beforn the enfarceinent of the
tenement-housa law, buildings were erected 8o s to

eover an cntire ot There wore no spectal reguiations,
and the bullders made as meny dirk Toots as they

plessed.  Architoeta were regarded oa efficient aecord-
ing to the lngenuity they dspiayed ln getting tho great-
est namber of roows inte the least possible space.  The
bubidings wero not all evectad faclng on the street
Keaohod by w coversd uiley and soparated by anarrow
spucs, termed by courtesy s conrt, from the Enllding in
front. hirge rear tonmmenta were bollt,  ‘The frant stroe
ture sorvinl as mscreen Lo prevent the filth and gurbage
thrown from the windows from belng scen by passers-hy.
Rear bouses now  have been substantially crowiled out.
