fond for the care and support of innmigrants on
Ward's Istand who had arnved previous to August
8, ‘The Secretary told the Comuussioners that
they had no legal right to nse au portion of the
money collectad nnder the Federal law, except for
jmnigrants who landed after its passage. and thot
the ~tate was iable for the indehtedness so loug as
there remained any portion of its appropriation un-
pxpended, He considered that the Commissioners
had overstepped thier anthonty.
