\Conmectient manufacturer, and the thivd one of the
public-spirited men of Ohio.

About the year 1530 Mr. Dodge married the
gecond daughter of Anson G. Phelps, Daniel
Qumes, the father of DL Willis James, having
married the elder duughter, Mr. Phelps lad
fonuded the manufacturing towns of Ansonis and
Birmingham, and with Elisha Peck had built up a

very important business in  the importation
of metals The firm in  New-York was
known a8 Phelps & Peck; in Liverpool

the stvle was Peck & Phelps, The flrm Lad just
utlt a new stors at Fuiton and ClF sts,, when in
rma.. 1833, the foundations gave way, the build-
ng fell, and seven persons were crushed to death,
Amoug them were twe bookkeepers and a con-
fidential salesman, whose loss erippled  the
firm's working force. Mr. Phelps then turned to
his sous-in-law, and Mr. James and Mr, Dodge
‘Wwere invited into the office, There they remained
B vear or more, when the business was reorganized,
Rnd the house of Phelps, Dodge & Co. was estab-

gished, Mr, James went to Liverpool and
took charge of the  English  braneh,
Enown as Phelps, James & Co. The

partners were Anson G, Phelps, William E. Dodee,
Daniéi James and James Stokes, The bosiness of
the house, already of some magnitnde when the
change was made, thrived under the keen, wise and
energetic poliey of Mr. Dodge, and for a long time
it has been ope o1 the largest firms in
the country., Mr. Dodge was the last of the origi-
nal partuers to e, and he retained an interest in
the hiouse until Jannary 1, 1851, Mr. Swokes, hke
his voung colleague, was a son-in-law of the senior
partner, and though the number of partuers las
since then for a period numbered nine, they have
all been sous and geandsons of the orignel mem-
bers.

The old firm was dissolved on January 1, 1870,
but Mr, Dodge remsined associated with the pres-
eut partpers, D).

MR, DODGE'S BENEVOLENCE,
1is contributions of M. Dodge to religions, char-
itable and educational mstitntions were vory ex-
tensive, as woere also lis lesser wifts to individuals,
It has been estimatod that there have been years in
which his benefactions averaged %1,000 a day
thronghont the year,while frequently the sum given
away by him amounted to $#:50,000, aud at no
time within several yearsdid it fall below $200,000.
He beeame in early lifo a member of tha American
Board of Commssioners for Foreign Missions, when
the society was supported by the Congregational,
Presbyterian and Reformed Duteh Churches, In
1857 ho hecame a corporate member, and in 1864
e was elocted a vice-president, Although a Pres-
hyterinn by birth and edneation, he did not with-
draw when the two schools of the Preshyterian
Church nnited in 1570 and laft the American Board.
The office of vice-president of this hoard he held
uutil his death, being rve-oleeted for seventesn
vears, His annual contributions to that board va-
ried from £3,000 to $10,000 ; but this regular snb-
seription in no manner represented the amount
which he gave to the society, Speeial needs ealled
forth special eontributions, At the annual meating
m Portland, Me., last spring the statement was
mnde that an additional enbserintion wns needed
{hia year to take the place of a legaey that had
been expended.  Mr. Dodis rose on the platform
the next morning and said that be had been
troubled dunng the night beeause of this needed
money, and 1n order to raise it ho offered to double
his annnal subseription,  In o moment another
man on the platform agreed to do the same, and in
