END OF THE FRENCI CRISIS,

The joint efforts of speculators and reactionaries
to protract the French crisia collapsed with the
formation of the Ferry Ministry, Nothing further
is beard of the imminence of a revolution. Tle
situation remnmins stramed from the antagonism of
Chamber aud Sennte, but M, Ferry has secured for
the present a working majority i tho Chamber of
Deputies by bestowing a majority of the portfolios
on Gambettists and Radieals, The Ministerial pro-
gramme, howover, produces a donbtful frapreasion
in Lurope generally, mainly because it is believed
that the Cabinet means to push nufounded colouial
pretensions in Afriea, Asin and the South Seaa.

It is roported to bo the intention of England to
recognize the ancient Portuguese claims of sover-
eleuty 1n the Congo reglon,  Thiscourse is defended
as the most convenient means of checklng Fronch
encronchments, England herself deelining altogether
1o send ont an expedition,

WRECK OF THE GLAMORGAN.

: e

MADE RELPLESS BY TERRIBLE WAVES,
SEVEN LIVES LOST; THE REST OF THE CREW AND

PARSENGERS TAKLN OFF BY THE REPUBLIC—
TIHE VESSEL ABANDONED,

The White Star steamship Republie arrived at
this port yesterday with the crew of the freight
steamer Glamorgan, which had been wrecked at
sed, The Glamorgan, which was of 2,650 tons
burthen and was chartered by the Warren Line,
left Laverpool on Thursday, February 8, for Bos-
ton, Mass, Sha generally carried eattle from
Boston to Liverpool aud o miscelluncous cargo on
the return trip, Almost from the bezinning of the
voyage she encountered hieavy weather, She was
built in 1872 as aserew steamer with a brig rig. The
insurance on the vargo or vess:l is not known,
Bhis was sighted on February 16 by the Hepublie,
and most of the erew were saved, The story of the
vovagy and shipwreck was told last night by
Thomas Cantlay, the chief engineer of the Glamor-
gan, as-followa:

“The Glamorgan left the Mersey on Tharaday,
Felruary 8, Strong westerly winds prevailed on
Friday and Saturday, On SBuoday the wind and
sea increased, and the vessel was hove to. On Mon-
day the weather moderated, and we made a fow
miles, On Tuoesday the wind and scas steadily
grew stronger. The barometer was 27.90, and
s vwery high sea was runoiog. We
were about 450 milea from Queenstown at that
time,

“On Wednesday at abont 1:20 a. m., a tremen-
dous sea atruek our vessel, earrying away the fore-
mast, all the wventilators, the fore and main
winches and pipes, all rsils, the cabin, captain's
room, bridges, steward’s room, pautry, bath-rooimn,
ateward's  store-room, boatawain's store-rooms,
ell the passengers’ rooms, the boarswain's and car-
penter’s rooms, all the boats and rails aft, and the
deck-house abaft the mainmast: it stove in the

front of the wheel-house, breaking the
steering gear and Dbursting in  the main
hatches., The deck was burst open, apd

the vessel keeled over from the shock. The waler
ponred 1o the ship in an immense volume, putting
ont the fires in a few minutes, stoppiog
the engines and leaving her laying in the
trough of the sea, All hands were ordered to bail
ont the water by buckoets, but sea after sea poursd
in, filling her fore and aft, After daylight we got
sails spread over the hatchies and all other open-
ings to try and keep out some of
the  water, but there  being  nothing
to support them, they soon gave way. The remain-
der of the day was spent by the erew in bailing out
the water and working the pumps.

“The cea was  heavy, and  deswpite
all  exertions the water gained on us;
the sails over the hatehes and openings giving way
conatantly amd requiring frequent fizing. Om
Thursday the weather mederated a littls, and we
succeeded in boarding up the” batches. Our
only  hops  was to  keep the  vessel
atloat  until  we fell in with another
steamer, as we knew we never conld reach land. We
tacked sails over the boavded hatohes, keeping up

the bailing steadily. Oue pump was kept going, the
ot hers being broken or choked up and of nouse, Mhat
uiglit we had 1o give up working the pumps, as tho
wed was breaking heavily over the vessel, aod there
wad no shelter for the workers, Oa i‘rtdny the
weather agatn woderated and ali hanids were called
to the puwps, and the damages to the hateh cover-
