The act
permits the S8eeretary of the Interior to lease small
portions of ground, not excesding ten ncres in ox-
tent, for hotel purposes, fur & period not exceeding

ten years,
No mnoch leaso s to inclnde “any of
the geysors or other objecta of  carlosity

or intercst,” or exclude the publie therefrom. No
ground within a quarior of & mile of any of the gey-
wers or the Yellowstone Falls shiall be leased, and uo
moro than ten acres shall be leased to any one per-
son or corparation.

Begretury Teller will inalst that each leass shall
contaid & clauss debarrng the leasces and their
agonts aod emploves from killing aay deer, elk or
buffilo in the park.

Oflicers of the Interior Department nssert that
the wanton slangliter of game In the park wus com-
mitted by the Army, aud that the troopa are also
rosponsi e for the equally wanton destruction ot
bundrods of acres of thoe timber there.

REBATE OF BANK TAXES,

WassinGroN, Murch 8,—It appears to be the gen-
eral bpression among officersof the Treasury De-
partment that it will be held by the Atwronesy-Gen-
eral thar the banks are entitled to rebate or remis-
sion of the taxes on capital and deposits for the
currant half year. The amount of taxes paid by
the banks on capital and deposits last year was as
follows: National banks, $5,050,702 37 ; private
bauks. $5,148,042 85; savings banks, $103,120 85 ;
total, #11,208,873 07,

These taxos have beon assessed s2mi-annnally —in
June aud December in the case of private banks and
savings banks, und i Janoary and July in the case
of Natwonal bauks, Ou the busis of last year's re-
eeipta the taxes which had accrued between the
date of lust pavment and the date of repeal, but
which, in the language of the repealing act, were
not *“Jdue and payable,” amousted to about
$1.061,6063,

While taxes to this amount, more or less, had
neerued prior to the enactment of the new law,
they would not have besu * due and payable ”—to
