1'OLYOAMY I'EUMUTKD IE .TIE WIIE WISHED IT.
.Polygamy was not forbiddeu, but when

practised ba-l few of the objectionable features
which characterize it elsewhere, lt was tba wife
Wbo besought her husbaud to extend bia inarriaga

relations. She selected tha woman who was to
share with her the care* of the household and the
attentions of the hoshand. For thia pnrpoie her
choice almost invariably fell npon her own sister
or upon some near blood relation. She would say
" We aro ono flock, my sister and It my duties are
too bard; take her, tbat I may have assistance."

It wa* the duty of a man to marry tbe widow of
his decease I brother, after tbe elapse of a suitable
time.two or three year**.and care for hor and ber
children as if they were his own. The aged and
helpless also had claims upon their more vigor¬
ous blood relatives which were of an ex¬

acting nature and were everywhere recognized.
Some years ago an asylum was built by tbe Govern¬
ment in ona of the tribes for those who wera unable
to caro for themselves, but owing to tbe mainte¬
nance of ancient customs lt has never had an occu¬

pant.
THE MOTHER-IN-LAW A DIVORCE COURT.

The terms " brother " aud " sister " are applied to
distant cousins as well as to those boru of tbe same
parentage, and marriage between members of the
same genus or clan is rigidly prohibited. Tbe rights
of the mother-in-law would lie considered very op¬
pressive to a civilized husband. If she does not ap¬
prove the conduot of her daughter's husband-die
may take his wife away by the exercise of her own

arbitrary will and give her to another man.
'lhere it possibly a oom pen* a ting advantage
in this for a husband who does not like his wife,
since he might secure a (-vwroe by merely offending
bis mother-in-law.
Unchastity is rare. Thieving is held In great con¬

tempt mid thieve*) are punished severely. The
penalty for murder is death at the hands of ihe
relatives of thu victim, bnt may be compromised
bv the payment of valuables at tbe will of the
executioners. Dru.ikcnneis which proved a terri¬
ble curse when lt prevailed has among tbe Omahas
been entirely eradicated by tbe efforts of the native
policemen uninspired by auy utlicr milti. ncc thau
their own good sense.

EFFECT OF THE BLOW IN NOVA 8C0TIA.
Halifax, Maroh H..Tbe affects of last evening's

storm, reports of the viol'ince of which are uow coia-

ing in from all parts of Nova Soo tia. prove uot to
have been so serious aa waa expected. At the
south end of this city part of the
wharf on which Howell's foundry formerly stood
was blown awav, bnt tha other wharves and prop¬
erty on tho water front suffered only slightly. The
chafing of vessels whloh, in some cases, waa quite
bad, and the heaving up of a few planka in tha
wharves make up almost all the otber damage yet
reported. The vessels at anchor in

tbe harbor roda ont the {tala with¬
out any Injury to speak of. The
bark Comorin dragged ber anchors for a abort
distance when tne storm was at Its height betweon
H and U o'clock, but pulled up before getting into
danger. Tbe steamers Surmatian and Newfound¬
land, which arrived to-day, report having Mt the
blow only lightly and were caused no anxiety.
The Gloucester fishing schooner Admiral, which pu t
in hore to-day to land a sick man, hid to lay to
during tbe gale, which struck her with great vio¬
lence.

TWO SUNDAY MURDERS.
A rOLICE OFFIC-R SHOT AT HIS DESK.

ROITNDSMAN COMIoKY, OF LONO ISLAND CITT,
KILLED BY PATROLMAN CA8KY.

Officer Patrick fas *y shot Roundsman Richnrd
Comisky, at. the Twelfth Precinct Police Sta¬
tion at P.ast-ave. and Fonrth-st., Hunter's
Point, at ll o'clock yes'erday morning*.
Tbo st ii'ion was in di,arco of Comisky at that hour,
and Officers Jeremiah Cmnors and Edward
O'Brien were on reserve with him. While the three
were conversing: together. Casey, in citizen's dress,
entered and passed through the office to a room
in the rear. Ile took off bis overcoat and laid
it npon a chair, aud a few moments
afterward called Officer Connors to come and help
him lix bis revolver. Connors found Casey stand-
ins by a tunic, with the weapon in his hand, endea¬
voring tu push in the small rod wbicb fastens the
barrel In position. Both being unable to remedy
tbe difficulty, O'Brien went in and in a few mo¬
ments succeeded _\ making the revolver work.
Casey siinned tho weapon into tbe

left-hand pocket of his blue sack coat
and walked out info thc office, whew Comisky sat
bohind the desk looking out of tho window.
Stepping up before tb« desk he asked Comisky why
he bad dogged him around while he was at his post.
The roundsman replied that it wai to make him
more faithful in the dint-barge of his duty. Casey
immediately drew his revolver aili said: "Then
I'm going to kill you."
Before (.'minsky could make a single

movement Casey fired directly at bis
head. The bullet struck thn officer about an indi
below Hie right eye and befell back in his chair
dead. Otlleer O'Brien, who hud stepped into tue
room as tbe shot was fl rmi, rushed forward and
wrenched the revolver frO-lCassi's band. Assisted
hy Officer Connors he succeetled in forcing him into
tl,e back room.
While O'Brien kept guard over the

prisoner Connors hurriedly aumin.mod Dr.
W. J. Burnett, whoso offioo was close
by. But Coml.ky hal breathed his
list before the doctor nnivod. The blood wus
dripping slowly fruin the wound, nit I formed a pool
benea'h the chair in wlii'di the officer was seated.

Tho policeman burned tn
the place, tm tho way ho met several children,
who were running toward bim, ind wini inluriucd
lum that tbe tight had resulted tu tim fatal stabbing
ol oue Italian by another. The policeman
found a orowd of e.cited Italians
of both sexes in front of the house and within it.
A short, swarthy Italian stood on tho front steps
ol the building. Sonni Irish women who won) near

by pointed Hus mun out us tho murderer, sud the
policeman arrested lum. Ho put his lian.I ou the
Italian's coat c..liar aud made him move

along in fiout 01 him into tbe house. The pris-

oner, whose name is Antonio Seigo. ls a shoemaker
by trade and his shop is on the first floor of the
house. The officer marched 8ei.ro iuto his shop,
where the body of Gaetano Canobiaco, his victim,
was bleeding on the door in the middle of the room.
SeveH or eight Italian men and women
were in the room, and when thev caught sight
of tbe officer and bis prisoner.they ft up a shoutand ma<!« a rush for the two men. Some of tbe
women had seized knives from tbe floor of th«* shoe-shop, and for a few minutes it looked aa if thecrowdintended executing summary vengeance on the
murderer. At this Junctnre a woman handedthe policeman a large French cavalir revolver.Livingston took lt, and flourishing it in a threat¬
ening manner, be kent the crowd at bay until thearrival of other policemen, when Seigo wm turned
over to thom for safe keeping.The facts of tbe murder were elicited after mnchdifficulty from the excited spectators. The mostintelligible account of the affray wasgiven by a girl. Annie Cat-.zeflo, whowitnessed the murder. According to ber
story, about ten persona were present in .Seigo'sshop at the Hmo, including several women, amongthem Mrs. Seigo and Mrs. Capobiaco. Tbe men
were playing cards and drinking beer. The irom.
eu were gossiping. The men were playing cardsfor beer and much of it was drunk. When Mrs. Seigo
saw that ber suouse was heooming verv 'lr uik
she went np to him nnd fold him to stop drinking.She also accused Capobiaco of making him drinkwith no other purpose than tn get bim drunk.
Capobiaco retorts I Iiy .-hitching Mrs. Seigo by tbe
li.uk of the neok and ordering her to go up stairs to
ber room. The woman endeavored to break
loose from Canobloco's grasp. 8be tried to
kick bim. and finally appealed to her
husband for aid. Peigo commanded Capobiaco to
let goof his wife, and took hold of bim, intending
to compel him to desist. Capobiaco told bim to
keep quiet or bo would shoot hun. Capobiaco putlils hand behind him as if to draw a pistol.
At this Seigo snatcheii up a long and
exceedingly sharp shoemaker*! knife fund
p! inured it into hts countryman's breast justabove tlie heart.
Tne wounded man sank groaning to the floor and

died iu a few minutes. Tho Borderer coollywalked out ot the room and stood on the fruit
steps unt.l he was arrested. Caoobtaco's wile
fell upon the body of ber husband with
loud shrieks, and a dramatic senno followed. She
took from his n.ind tbe heavy cavalry pistol anti
gave it to another woman, by whom it was vi veil to
thc policeman afterward. 1 :.. .lead man was
twenty.fi ur years old, and was a junkman. Both
men lived in tbe house where tbe murder was com¬
mitted. Migo, who is thirty-live yean old, bas a
little girl Capobiaco bad tm family, but
his wife. His body was removed from thc shop and
taken upstairs to his mont S>*igo vron locked np in
tlie Helancey Street Station, and the witncSoC-
wcre committed to ihe House of Detention.
