Captain Fair-
eloth sighted the schooner off Savannah about sun-
down ou Saturday, and finding ber abandoned, seut
s mate and some sailors on bon!d to learn
what had become of the crow, They found
gbout five feet of water in the bold, but other-
wise the vessel was intact. The wator was pumped
out, leaks were stopped and then the nchooner
was taken in tow and rought to New-York, The
Vapor was from Barren Island for Port Royal, and
had a cargo of fish-guano on board. The caplain
and orew of the Santiago will make a elaim for sal-
nn. or else the schooner will be sold for their

netit.

tore away the bulwarks, split the decks, causing
the vmﬁ to till with water, and did other dampage.
