THE CIVIL BEKYICE RULES.

Washington. May 7.The Civil Seiviee Cora-
missioiHTM express satisfaction at finding tbat their
Tiews ami suggestions iu Hie form of a draft for

rules to govern tbe civil service examinations Lave
been adopted iu tbe main by the 1'iesiiinnt and
Cabinet. The suggestion of the Commissioners that
in case of a vacancy there shall ba certified ta the

appointing officer the names of three persons, taken
in tbe order in which they stand on the lists of tbe

Corumiasioners, was modified so as to provide that
tbe names of four persons shall bo so cert ilie.1, not

the first .cur cn the list from tne State to which

the appointment it* to be given, but the four xvho

passed tae best exami-ation. One of the four is to

receive the appointment.
The recommendation of the Commissioners that

eacu applicant for examination be required to

mako a statement raapectlag his own morai char¬
acter was not adopted. Each applicant ls to he

required to state nnder oath what infortn.it iou be
may possess as to whether any relatives ot his are

in the Government service, and in what capacity.
This the Commission had net recommeuded. Ihe
President decided that no person under twenty-one
years of -tue shall receive a Custom House appoint*
nieut in any other capacity than that of clerk or

messenger, lie abo decided that an applicant for a

place as tho head of a bureau should be exempt
fro.n examination, and that examinations fur pro¬
motions shall uot be required unul after suitable
rule- foi such examinations have been prepared and
approved.
The President and his adviaan, iuclnding in this

instance the Commissioners, have devoted a ma.
deal of time and thought to the diaaaaaion and
paratioa of tin* rules, whicb. it is believed, xviii be
received with general satisfaction.

FARMERS AGAINST DR. LORING.
THK DISMISSAL OF UR. COLLIER HM Willi !¦¦

COMMISSIONER ATTACKKO.

Washingion, May 7..Protests against Commis-
lioner Loring's summary dismissal of Dr. Collier
tontiuue tO reach tbe President from various quar¬
ters. OntSaturday Senator Aldrich saxv hun per¬

sonally about the matter ami madestroug represen¬
tations on tbe subject. To-day tbe l'nsideut re¬

ceived a letter from President Williams, of tbe
Northern New-York Cane Growers' Association,
protesting in behalf of the association against Dr.
Collier's removal and requesting bis reinstatement
and the removal of Commissioner Loring.

I'resident Williams writes that, in common with

faiuu-rs generally throughout the country, the
members of the association have heard xvithdeepro-
gretof Dr. Collier's removal and tbey have requested
bim to enter their protest against it, and ask that
the wrong be undone. The services rendered by
Dr. Collier to the agricultural in¬

terest* of the country are highly
praised. The atatement is made that tbe farmers
bave learned to trust biro and to be guided by his
reports respecting the growing of sorghum. The

present importance and ttie prospective magnitude
and value of the sorghum industry are set forth.
President Williams then goes ou to complain of
Commissioner Loring's inefficiency aud to declare
thal be bas done nothing worthy of approbation
since be became the head of the Agricultural De¬
partment; that bis administration will be remem¬

bered chiefly on account of his attempt to crush the
aorghum industry, etc. He is declared to be incom¬

petent and tbe President is therefore asked to re¬

move him from office. As an example of Commis¬
sioner Loring's incompetency his competitive sys¬
tem of last year is meutioned aud condemned with
tbe remark tbat "the fraudulent prizes" offered im¬

posed extra labors upon sorghum growers, who are

compelled to go unrewarded
The Commissioner is accused of unfaithfulness to

the interests which he officially represents. In
proof of this he is charged with preventing the
Btiblicatiou of tbe sorghum report ol the
hatiousl Academy of Sciences, although be
PM* aaata to publish his own

" flimsy Ad¬
are**, delivered at the St. Loins convention
al sorghum growera. Commissioner luring is also
blamed for repeated refuaals to allow Dr. Collier ti.

LOGAN AND THE PRESIDENT.

Washington, May 7..Respecting the reports of
dissatisfaction on the part of Senator Logan toward
the president, the Senator bas recently taken occa¬

sion, it ls said, to corumuni cate with the President
and say that all such reports arc untrue. In regari
to the executive or.ler enlarging tbe boundaries of
the Zuni Indian reservation so as to embraco tho
lands and springs claimed by Senator logan's son-

in-law, it is now declared upon trustworthy author¬
ity tbat the President did not know that Senator
Logan was directly or indirectly interest"*! in
the disputed claims: and, in fact, that tho
Senator had expressly declared that he waa
not so interested. But had he been one of the
claimants the President's action would still have
been the same.
There does not appear to be any good ground for

the complaint of some oi Sanator Logan's frieuds in
Washim-ton that the President's order of Saturday
was "a direct blow" at him or was so intended.
For Senator Logan it bardlv seems necessary ta say
thal nothing in his long public careelJaatiflee Bftm t
suspicion that he would countenance anv act of
injustice, and least ot nil one toward a defenceless
aud weak Indian tribe li lie the Zunis.

According to thu
high Democratic uuthonty Hie Commissioners are
worthy of unqualified praise ami do not deserve the ex¬
cited denunciation of tins Governor. The purpose of the

In lino with this spirit was tbe action of the Legisla¬
ture lu denying the demands of the people of Now York
(Ity and placing the vastly Important work of provid¬
ing au increased water supply lor tbe metropolis in tho
bauds of politicians.
The law apportioning the Congressional districts of the

Stale ia sn unfair gerrymander, varying tne populstlon
of different districts from 100.000 to 1.5,000. according
to the demands of partisan purposes.

TUE DEMOCRATS AND TIIE STATE rRTAONS.
We also desire lo call attention to the strange attitude

of tbe Democratic party aa to tbs subject of prison mau-

-jaanal. The party pledged itself last fall against the
prison contrast system. It bas redeemed that promise
io the extent vt abollshlnglhe manufacture of bau by
contract in the Dannemora Prison, and has shown
a dUpoeittoa to fubm.1 tha queaUon again to

the people. While unalterably opposed to all at¬
tempts at doti.mg further reepoa sibility by
niggling the subject into an unconstitutional
law, we gladly invite tbe attention of the people
to the fact that the question of prison contracts ls now a
real Issue b.-fore u*. The question between the parties
ls whether wu shall continue our present self-sustaining
prison system, or go bock to Hie old system of State fac¬
tories, cutting our taxpayers as high as $700,000 per
annum. Wu can see nothing tn this but a retrograde
movement having Its only shield tn adeniagoglc Instinct
mid Ifs real motive in thc desire of Democratic politi¬
cians tbat tbe prisons be turned over to their use and
profit. We trust that the people will accept the issue
mndc for them by the Democrats in the Legislature, and
will express their opinion of the proposition that a man
should cease to be *c!f-*ajpporllug as soon as he becomes
Incarcerated for committing a crime.
In all legisiatlverauls for spoils tbe Democrats of every

shsde havo stood together until the last days of thc ses¬
sion, when a serious disagreement among them grew out
of their iunbility to satisfactorily divide offices.
