MICHIGAN SALT WELLS.

FRESH NOTES ON A SAVORY SUBJECT.

HOW THE WELLS ARF WORKED AND THE SALT
REFINED — MAGNITUDE  UF THE BUBINESS —
RFFECT OF THE TARIFF.

IFROM AN OCCASIONAL CORREAPONDENT OF THE TRINUNE.]

SAGINAW, Mich,, May 21,—lIn 1ss2 thite were
oight million barrels of salt consuwmed in the United
Stites, Nearly three-fourthis of the quantity was
made ln this couutery Michigun nions proauncing
about threo und @ guarter mllion bLarrels, Satt
was first made at Syracnse Ly white men in the
year 1758, when the annoul product was 100 bar-
rols: in 1840 it was 1,000,000 barrels. The first
salt was mads in Mich'gun in 1860, when the an-
nual prodnct was 400 barrels; in 1877 it was
1,601,000 barrels,, The salt business had grown
more in seventeen years in Michigan than it had
doue in ninety-two years In New York, Of conrse
it is mot intended to make any reflections vn New-
Yorg men asnot belng as calerprisiog as the pivil-
jeed snwages of Michigan,

The northern portion of the lower peminsnla of
michigan rosts on a series of piled-up sancers, it Is
