Thomas: and those who had recovered wers Mra
MeLaren and n third son, The cage is A most mys-
terinns « Tue general supposition is that the
poison w ontained m some beef which the faw-
1y had i s stew for dinuer on Wednesday.

Mrs. MeLaren's story 12 to the effeet that on Wad-
nesduy morning she went to J. Yuuker's buteher
shop on Market-st,, near Mill, and bonght a portion
of & shank of beef which the hntcher cut off, as the
whole prece was too lurge.  As no other cases of
poisoning are reporand from any other part of the
city, it is clear that there conld bave been nothing
the moniter with toe weat when the buteber sold 1t,
assuming his statement to he troe that he sold ont
all the meat i bis piace on that day. Mrs, MeLaron
corroborites lis story that e beel looked fresh and
good, She had ber purelase ent in two and trom
one prece made o stow fur dinmer,  Before rhl"*"i-{ it
on the table <be ate i tew spoonsful of the awoth, bt
did not eat ey of the stew ar dinner. All the rest of
the family and the boarder Black partook treely of
the stevw, Very soon mfier the meal all six persons
wore taken violently sick with paips n the stom-
seh and vomitiug. Robert Melaren and William
Bluek, who bad gone to their work, cume hurryving
Dack 1o the house and found those whom they had
lett bebind suftering Irom the same alurming symp-
toms as themselves, Dr. Ja M. Stewart was
summmuosied and attondeds the w ers, making sev-
eral calis i the course of Weduesday afteruoon
and eveuing. He jwdged the symptoms to be
those of posoning, awd  secured the  remain-
mg  picee of  meat  which bl not been
covked, but afterward threw it away. as Herlih
Tuspector Willimn K, Newton Lad  also securel
