bo poured into a street which is not at u\\ ade¬

quate to receive it. Everybody admits now,
what few persons weie able to foiesee be fi re

the Bridgo was opened, that Tryon Kow must

be enlarged both above and below tho Bridge
en tri nee, and must bs cleared of lUast'CSI
tracks. The .Mayor says that coi'iespnndcnts
are making to him the suggestion made hy The
Titii'.fNE on the day of tho opening, that it may
be found necessary to remove the buildings un

the east side of thc square both above and be-
law the Bridge entrance. Much apses SS.ld ba
secured ny removing French's Hotel and all the
other buildings between the entrance aud
Fiaukfoit-Bt. The Elevated Hallway Station is
to be carried fifty feet up Chatham-st., sod tho
buildiugs on the rast side of the street for that
distance may also have to be cleared away.
Then on tho Park side a little space mav bo

gained try taking a narrow strip from the Park
after the Hall of Records has been taken away.
This should be very slight, and should bo taken
only lor the purpose of enlarging tbo outlet
into Certre nnd Chambers sts.
The complete removal of the street-car tracks

is a paramount necessity. It is natural that tho

companies ghould strenuously object to this,
but we believe they will soon find it to their
own advantage to do it. They will discover
presently that the Bridgs has shifted the centre
of travel. It will no longer cluster about the
Astor House, but must inevitably find its focus
in Tryon How. To meet the great gtream which
is henceforth to pour unceasingly in both direc¬
tions over the Bridge, all the agencies of trans¬
portation in this city will soon soe the necessity
ol changing their lower termini. Tho east side
street-car lines will not be tho only ones which
will find it to their advantage to stop above and
near Tryon How. Already some ot the Broad¬
way omnibus linea are talking of running
through Cbambers-st. to Chatham, and it will
not be surprising to see the.Sixth and Eighth Av¬
enue and Broadway street-car compauies either
seeking tho privilege ot crossing Broadway at
Chambers or Heade kt., or what would be
much better, moving up two or three Macks
from their present points, and striking Broad¬
way ut Marra*, and Warren and Chambers. To
carry tlie passenger tiavel directly to Broad¬
way, it will probably be found necessary to cut
I straight) broad pathway between the City Hall
and Ibo New Court House, aad the:io can be no
