ANOTHER REDUCTION IN PIG IRON.

The Thomas Iron Company reduced its pries for
foundry pig iron yesterday from $22 to $20 a ton

within two mouths. The first was announced oa

April 21, when the prices for both grade* were low¬
ered $2 a ton. The decline from the prices that were

asked up to that time ie now $4 in No. 1 mg and $3
in No. 2. Since that time tho Thomas Iron Com¬
pany has blown out two of its furnaces, lott it tinda
the production still too large for the demand.
The reduction made yesterday hae been threat¬
ened for two or three weeks, and therefore was

uot unexpected by the iron trade. It was saul, in¬

deed, that great as tbe recent decline had boen, still
lower prices are not improbable. B. G. Clarke, pres¬
ident of the Thomas Irou Company, said in reijard
to the reduction:

" Tlie whole thing is in a nutshell.the production
is tot> great for tbo demand. We propose to aee

our proudct; if wo cannot nell at one price then we
will make a price at which the market will take it.
That is all there ia to say about tbe matter. Yes,
steel rails have been in verv good demand. A fair
price for them is 938, hat lt rn reported that a sale
was made lust week at $37, his report bas not
been authenticated.''

1 roy, N. Y., Juue 4..The iron miling interests
in Clinton County do not brighten, and the proa-
poota lia discouraging. Th.- mines are producing
only half their usual quota, requiring a greatly re¬

duced loree. Tbev have decreased the prices ol
