Burke in case Brady failed iu his attack. Kelly
lind three trulls, and only three out of thirty-six
jurors had any doubt of his guilt. After Delaney's
confession no one had any doubt of it. I .deed,

as it has bet n touching tlic-e celt bruted mur¬

der trials in Dublin. Judge, jury anti counsel
have all had delicate work to do, and they ha\o
done it well.

A WORD TO THE FOL I CL.
There is no couutry in tho world in which

every form of authority is so lully respected
aud so cheerfully obeyed ns in this land of
largest liberty. This is generally true of the

courts und their deo ors ; ol Ihe militia when it is
necessary to call out the citizen soldiery ; and
even of the servants of great corporations
whose uniforms are their only badges of author¬
ity ; and it is particularly true of the police
forces ot the principal cities, the mos. ofieu-ivo
show of power displayed mulei any form of
civil government known to us. They command
a quick neqnJMCOOM in any regulations ..which
they aie called upon to enforce; a cheerful
obedience when required to moko arrents even

among the worst classes ; and even when some¬

times brutal in doing their duty they escape the
violence at the hands of lookers-on which la
ollen visited on the heads of those iu the birnie

olliee in much older cities of older nations. The
brutality not infrequently shown to prisoners
iu our streets would.bring down a mob on the
head of n like oftending London paitoa offictr.
The explanation of this ia simple enough. In

this country tho authority we obey is respected
by the people as emanating fri. ni themselves.
Tiio courts whose decree!", the soldiers whose
caiiiiinauils, the policemen whose order to

"move on" we silently acquiesce in, are

authorities of our own creation, aud do not, M in
other countries, represent power derived from
other and autagoniiiic sources. We obey from
a M-nse of self-rule. We may feel that thu
court is wrong, hut wi resist by appeal oaly.
We maj' know that the soldiers aie needlessly
called out, but we disperse in peace. We mav

vc that tho policeman la unnecessarily brutal,
but we only protest against, we do not resist,
the power we have created because itiemlanoed.
We aro patient, submissive and peaceful, for it
is our own created power which we obey and
maintain.
This being the case it is incumbent that all

those having authority over these forres should
see that they are formed of the host material
obtainable. The highest and purest power, the
people, demand to be well represented. The
police forces of the laige cities are tho most
defective of all the several organizations for the
enforcement of order and preservation of peate
which we have ; and in no large city have we a

more defective force than la New-York. This
il a trite'proposition, perhaps, but it is one of
which siveial instances have served to illustrate
the truth, and they make it worthy of em¬

phatic repetition. We desire to call the at¬
tention of the Polka Commissioners to two
representative casei.

In the Court of Sessions the other day a boy
was on trial fat larceny. An important witnesi
for the prosecution was missing. A juror lining
in his place informed the Court that the police¬
man who made the arrest and charge had in hil
hraring induced the witness to leuve court be¬
cause her evidence would bc in favor of the

priioaer. He was released; so was the false ac¬

cuser. The false airest may have been merely
a blander; the deliberate suppression of tin
evidence favorable to the lad was a grievous
crime which, unfortunately, the,Commissioner!
have no power adequately to puninh. But mie¬

na the good of the icrvice demand the instant
and dishonorable dismissal ol inch au offender 1
We unhesitatingly sny it docs.
In a police court on the same day another

policeman hhs shown to have repeatedly perse¬
cuted with infamous proposals a respectable
and defenceless working woman. Jteaeuting
his public insult she struck bim in the face and
very truthfully designated hint as a coward.
Ile arrested her for disorderly conduct, de*
taiued her over night in a cell, mid testified that
she was a disreputable woman. The contrary
wai shown by several witnesses, three of tiieni
lawyers who knew the girl autl who happened
to be in court professionally at tho time of hei
arraignment. Sho was discharged. Thc brut*

was also allowed to sneak away. Do tho Com¬
missioners propose that he shall be retained on

the force to commit other outrages 1 We do not
believe they have such total disregard for tfie

discipline of the force ai to overlook so serious

a matter.
A few examples of a firm intention to punish

those who, under cloak of their uniform, com¬

mit such outrages ns we have described, will
go far toward adding both respect for and
efficiency to the force.

NIAGARA ASD LANDSCAPE ART.
Some years ago when Lord Dnfltenn was ad¬

vocating the establishment of an International
Park at Niagara he protested against haring it
tt desecrated or in any way sophisticated by tho
"puny efforts of the art of the landscape
"gardener," and insisted that it should be
"carefully preserved In the picturesque and
" uiivulgaiized condition in which it was origi-
" nally laid out by the hand of Nature." The
Commission which met at tho Falls yesterday
ia accordance with thc recent act of the Legisla¬
ture bad ne such horror of landscape art, but

wisely selected as advisers Messrs. Olmsted and
Vaux, who runk foremost in their profession
here by universal consent. It is evidently the
sense of thc Commission that the choice'iu tho
method of treatment is uot between art aud na¬

ture, but botweeu true nrt aud false art. Tho
so-called park cannot be left to Itself alto¬
gether. Something is to be done by man, and
therefore the only proper course is to take
couniol of artists whoso taste and tramiug aro

guarantees that they will encourage nature to

develop in tho fullest measure the resources of

impressiveness and grandeur and poetic charm
which are possible under thc conditions.
Lord DuOeriu irns apprehensive, no doubt,

that some gardiner might undertake to decorate
Niagara. In his mind's eye he 1-eheld the banks
neatly mdded and pinned smooth twice a week
witb a patent lawn-ino-ver. He saw the river's
edge fringed and emhioidrred with fashionable
flowers, Goat Island splashed nnd ribboned
with coleus and scarlet geraniums, luxuriant
growths of sub-tropical plants scattered here
and thero thrciighout a wilderness of urns and
st.Hues mid paint and caipr-ntrr. It muM ba
admitted that treatment of this sort would bo
as thoroughly dosiructivo of every wholesome
nnd elevating intluoucc which the cataract could
excit as the slovenly repulsiveness ol the rook-
eiii-s and litter-heaps whieh now threaten to

tako permanent possession of tl.o shores. Bnt
only IgnotMM and vulgarity will confound
such ti tl'iig ai"d aflcetation with "the efforts of
tiic art ol the land-c.ipi* gardener."
Sound art will not uiiilciraic or connti not

the impti --ions ia.nv. veil by the DO M
scenery, but will sympathetically OO-npornti
with Nature to dee. cn and strengthen tboM im-
picsMi'iid.

In these annual jibes the graduate is deph led
ns a MnoeMod young porOM whoso four years
in college have re nltod chiefly in causing bin. to
imbibe the notion that whatever calling he r.iii-

desceuds tu enter he is cei tain to adorn and il¬
luminate from the sturt. That there uro giaihi-

[ ates of this variety is uuhappili true, bul they
are the exception rather than thc rule, and
their dise.ise'i.*, nioieover a harmless one which
a few months of atom expoiicnce is certain to
cure. The great body ol jiadlialM ure sensible
fellows who are not so much convinced of their
own great abilities m ihey ure perplexed by au

inability to decide as to what path in life they
are best titted to enter. Tho college life of to¬

day is so little isolated from the world that the
undergraduate has no trouble in perceiving
that success in life is won by hard work and not

by a diploma.
It is a common belief, especially among

graduates of ten M a dooM years' standing, that
the younger generation is much inferior to
former ones; that the colleges no longer
turn out men of such force as ten or a dozen
years ago. These forceful graduates go back
to their colleges and uro pained by the youthful
aspect of the students there, and aro surprised
that their parents allow them to go to college at
ho immature an agc. This is au amiable de¬
ludion, born of an inability to realize the fact
that the disturbed graduates aie themselves
growing old. The boys knoolloge nowadays

| aie no younger than their DndoeMMn were,

nnd they'are about the'same sort of boys, too.
In many respects we are liound to say they are

tlie superiors of their predecessor?. They con¬

duct themsel?ea mora like gentlemen, except od
Tare occasions. They do less "hazing" and
tbcy do not do nearly so much drinking.
Within .the past ten cr fifteen yearslth© char¬
acter of college students bas visibly Improved.
There is lesa rowdyism, less dissipation andmore
studying. There is an abundance of boyish
fun and a saving amount of boyish foolishness,
bnt what of that 1 Nobody wauts'a boy to be

us wise as a man; certainly no sensible father
wants to gee his boy so prematurely sedate that
ho can't mate a good deal of noise on occasion
nnd can't bear bis part in uproarious, whole¬
some, manly fun. f If some stem critics of .our

college boys could have their way what an anny
of prigs we should have turned loose upon us

at every commencement!
If the boys have improved, the colleges have

improved also. There have boen in recent
years some unwiie experiments made in the
wav of introducing new features and relaxing
the severity of the courses of study, but wo be¬

lieve it is a fact that in nearly all instances

these mistakes have been rectified. In all tho

loading colleges the curriculum baa been stead¬
ily advanced to higher standards. The require¬
ments for admission have beeu greatly in¬

creased, and the coutse of study enlarged and
broadened. The tendency to abandon tho old
classical course as out of (lute, which betrayed]
it-elf in some quarters a few years agn.^bns been
checked and all our olde, institutions have
wisely concluded that the true connie is not to

abandon the old, but adhere to that and add
to it whatever is best in the new. The gradu¬
ate of the period has hud the benefit of this and
conies out into lifo so much tho better equipped
for tbe work before him.

Tub Tbibuxb rcitoratca
now what it said when Dr. _l8mlin*8 letter wm
laid before ita readers, tbat if tho Cobden
Club had beon aa powerful and unscrupulous
an agency _or reversing public opinion ^on eco¬

nomical questions as certain f__nt-heart»yt or Ill-
informed advocates of Protection have im¬
agined, tbe American system would have been
abandoned long ago.
While Protectionists have reason to regard

the Cobden Club as a powerful agency which
has menaced the existence and welfare of
American Industries, they ought not to exag¬
gerate its financial resources and thereby alarm
themselves unnecessarily. Mr. Shearman finds
fault with Thk Tuiijune for stating that tho
Club has spent more mon ev in efforts to con¬

vert the United States to Free Ti ade by cir¬
culating pamphlets than American Protection¬
ists have spent in circulating documents ou

their side. There is no error of which we shall
be so willingly convinced as this. But the
allies of tho Cobden Club in this country must
not bo left out of the account. We shall be
glad to believe that the advocates of a syBteni
under which Americau prosperity lias become
the greatest marvel of the modern world show
more zeal and activity in tUfondiog Protect'on
than the agents of English manufacturers and
their co-laborers in tho United States exhibit
in their persistent attempts to establish Free
Trade. It matters little to Protectionists
whether their opponents are using English or

American presses in circulating Free Trade
pamphlets. Their own interests and the wel¬
fare of the.countrr demand systematic organ¬
ization and intelligent and zealous work. If
they are already outstripping their Free Trade
adversaries in the field of popular discussion, it
is a matter for hearty congratulation and
should encourage them to renewed exertions.
For our own part we uro not wholly satis¬

fied with the work that the Protectionists are

doing. The interest excited by Mr. Porter's
series of letters has taught us how much can

be dona to educate public sentiment, if the
proper afloat be made. While it is pleasant to
havo Mr. .Shearman'.-.' word for it that Protec¬
tionists -ne displaying so much energy and zenl,
wo want to have moro work done, and are

waiting anxiously for indications of moro sys¬
tematic organization. At tho same time wo

are aware that tho work that is done by tho
Free Traders in Ulan ronni, lecture-hall, and iu
the preaa, is done noisily and superficially. Then
is much beating of the air, moro sound and
sentiment than logic, and not a Utile hypocrisy.
