Whatever may be thonght of George Eliot's
theory of virtue, no well-informed reader can enier-
tuin & very bigh respect dor Dr. Young's. “ Hels
equally impressed with the momentonsaess of death
and of buris! fees: be langulshes at once for im-
mortal lifs and for* liviugs’; he hasu furvid attach-
ment to patrous Ingeneral, buw on the wlhole pre-
{ers the Almighty. e will teach, with something
mwore than official eonviction, the nethingness of
eurthly things; and be will fecl something more
than private disgnst it his meritorions efforts in dl
recting men's attention to anothor world are not
rowarded by substantial preferment o this.” The
Jnaineerity of the man, ratber than the inhereut
qualitios of *other-worldiiness, will mmply sufiico
to acownnt for the hollowness of amch of his mor
ality and the false ring of much of his poetry.
George Eliot's judgment un the literary side is
procise and aconte. “Ons of the wust strikiog
gharacteristics of Young,” she justly rewarks, “is
his radical insincerity s s poetie artist, This,
added to the thin and artificial textars of Lis wit,
is the troe explanation of the pavudes—that a poet
who is uften Inopportunely witty has the oppoesite
vice of bombastic slwordity.

Mr. Liobson's biography of Henry Fielding isa
mode! of conscientions and intelligent work. Thers
are many passages in the life of the novelist which
have always been somewhat obsvure. The narra-
tive of Lis literary labors is luseparably interwoven
with his meagre personal story ; aud it is necessu-
rily minnte, and, to tell the truth, » littie tiresomo ;
for Vielding produnced an lmmenss gnantity of
plays, pamphlets, periodicnl essays, ete,, in whioh
mankind long ago cessed to take auy rutional 10-
tarest. Ie s therefore not an easy subject for the
bingrapher.  Mr. Dobson has applied himeelf to the
task, if not precisoly in the spirit of self-sncrifice, at
least with a very honerable zeal. Ie has told the
tale allotted to him with all possililo concisgnese,
clearncss, and spirit ; and he has suececded not only
in clearing up some donbiful poluls and correcting
some current ervors, but he has bronght to light
somp very curtons things upon which the stadent of
literary history will set a considerable value. We
are indebted 1o bim for the first publication from
manuscripts in the Forstec collection at Houth
Kensington of an exceedingly droll correspondence
between Samnel Richardson ani two of Lis young
lady admirers abont Frolding's “ Tum Jones,” just
then the rage of Lordon. ‘I'te wuthor of © "'ame-
12" eould not forgive the irreverent treatment of
vis heroine in “ Joseph Andrews,” which, as most
novel-reailers prooubly know, was begun as & sort
of parody upon the adventures of that paragon of
virtus. Thewmug and didactie Richardson Lesides
conld have hmi mosympathy in any case with his
more daring rival; and the sncosss of “ Tom Joues "
was » bitter pill to him.

He Suds tongues in trees,
books to the rapning brooks, sermons in #loucs,
and evolution in everything. One wearies of wo
wach * nutaral sslection.”  Bieds ava tlowers amil
insscts onght to suggost something besides unterior
forms from which they have been developed.

The following estract taken almost ut random
will give & fuir ides of the quality of Mr. Allen's
work :

“ Look at that g, blustering humble-bee down
onthe level thers, He 1sout this morning on s
special hmot after clover honey ; for bees, like pro-
dent human bemgs, never wix their necturs;  they
stick to one kind of flower at a time, and probably
(thiough this is not ye’ cortain) store exen oall with a
single sort of housy only. It s that which glves
the bigher insocts their value as fortilizera; o they
went abont indiseriminately from one kind of
flower to another they woald do ne good at all, er
el wonld only produce monstrous sud ionfertile
hybrids, There are many volatile insects that (it
about iu this unconscious way from species to ape-
cles: and those are the unweleome visitors ayuiost
which our flowers fortify themselves wiih all sorts
of huirs, prickles, bristles, and scalea Dot pow
just watch the homble-bee over shere. He goes
soberly about in the most buosiness-like man-
ner from lead to nead of ths red clover
only, taking no notioe of ibe cremmny Dutch
elover that grows in and out among it, nor of this
little ereoping variety that covers the surface of the
hummock bere.  For a moment now he suifls sus-
picionsly st another red flower among the grass
much like his favorite for the day in tone and color ;
but it turns eut o be only a vetoh; anid he suils
away with an air of disgust like one distructed from
prossivg businsss by a bitof adle inguiry, . . .
Indeed this purtionlsr English red clover s so
wholly apecialized to suit our own humble-lwes that
it cannot set its soed without thew. The proboscis of
the hive Les is not long enough to reach the honey,
In New-Zealand for mauy years it has been neces-
wiry to impors clover seed lor sach crop frum Eug-
jand, becsass there ware no bumble-bees in tha
colony ; and 8o serionaly has the waut of these use-
fol fortilizers boen felt that several attempls have
been made, not very snccessfully as yoi, to ac-
climatize them in theislund. Thie & nethaps ono of
the most remarkalile practical applications o1 what
weews gt lirst sight purely otiose scientific knewl-
edge that has ever yet hoon made.”
