His attacks upon Greek and
Latin and his plea for German and Frenchi—tools,
he said, which every man nosds 1 his hife-work—
wero listened to with close aitention by the lurge
andience present, and the speaker’s points were fro-
quentiy appleaded. Mr. Adams gpoke in part as
followa:
