MOF4 AND MINNESOTA PLATIOR A,

Thke Republicans of Towa and of Minnesots
have added their testimony as to the wishes.of
the party. In Loth States there are Republi-
can majorities at nemly all elections; in both,
therefove, the presumption is that the Repub-
licun leaders know the wishes of the mujority
of vetors aud faithfnlly express them. In the
Tight of this fuet it is amusing (o hear journal-
ists @ thousand miles away owlishly lectaring
the Republicuns of Tows for throwing awny
their State.

The ma-
jouity for this amendment, at a special election
held Juue 27, 1882, was about 30,000, aud the
total vote wys 250,000, whereas in  the regu-
lar Stute and. Congressional eleetion of that
full the torul vote was 202,000. So large
yote on o copstitutional amendiment is rare,
even at o general cleetion when there are active
candidates to bring out the vuters, but ata
spraal election it is almost unpreccdented,
aud givea eonelusive proof that the people were
folly aronsed on the suljeer, and gave it
thorongh consideration.  Had the party refnsed,
after such a vote, to acknowledge ita anthority
as o declaration of the will of the people, or
ol it shown a willingness to tuke advantage of
a technical defect in order to defeat that will,
the purty would have lod no right to expeet
oy thing but defeat,

Tosome 1t seems that there is inconsistency
in the adoption of this coumrse in lowa, whiie
the Repubiicuns of Olio desl with the same
question by taxation. T ha supposed inewnsist-
eney is potreal.  The fanetion of the Repub-
lican parly is to represent faithfolly the will of
the majority of the people, in respect to every
progress or reform that muy be demanded out-
side of the muain ohjects for which the party
wis organized,

GILDWIN SMITH'S LETTER.

Professor Goldwin Smith mnkes a cogent re-
ply on another page of this issue to eertain
strictures upon bLis recently expressed views of
the Ivish guestion, He repels the insinnation
that he hus lost faith in the principles of Liber-
atisin, and makes a sharp distinetion between
an indiseriminate symputhy with rebellions,
and an iotelligent uppreciation of a righteous
and justiflable cause. As a hearty advocate of
all mensures for the redress of Irish grievaneces,
lie has enrned the right to be known ass u
Liveral ; aud be contends that he has not for-
feited that right by inveighing agninss the spirit
of disnnion and insurreetion, when it exists
witheut justifieation or reason, when its meth-
ods are execrable and the results of it final
trivmnply, so fur as he an foreeast them, would
be calamitous to the island. 'This is an adroit
line of defence, and his reference to the Amer-
ican Civil War serves to strengthen it. No one
thought of eliallenging Mr. Bright's Liberalism
or of accusivg him of deserting to the Tories,
when lie recently denounced the Parpellites as
a rebel purty.  1f he eanr make a vigorous use
of the word “rebel 7 without inearring the
odinm of politiesl backaliding, Professor Gold-
win Swmith is vot to be tannted with relapsing
into Toryism simply becanse lie feels stronely
and talks plaigly on the subject of the dismem-
berraent of the Mnited Kingaom.

There is one statement in Professor Goldwin
SBmith’s trenchant letter to which we feel in-
clined to take cxeeption. He asserts that while
the agrarian movement has been strong, the
political movement has heen very weak, and
would speedily collapse if it were vot sustained
by the Amerienn Fevians, whose avowed sim it
is to bring on war between the Uunited Sratus
and Great Britain. Now, it cannol-be denied
that the Irish movement bas Leen maioly sup-
ported by sympathy ava supplies from America.
But in its origin it was » spontaneous uprising
of the Irish people and in its developmert it has
ceased to bo agrarian and entered upon a dis-

WooL AND WOOLLEN DUTIES.

An Oliio correspondent quotes trom The Okio
Farmer these words about the new tanff: * An
“examination of the Inw shows that the
“ woollon munnfacturers not only saffered no
# corresponiding  reduetion, but on the ather
# pand seenred a substantinl fuerease of duties
“ oy many kinds of woollen goods” The eor-
reapoudent wishes to know if this is n fnet,
and whether it ean be jnstified.  Let us seo
what the facis aee, that this misrepresenta-
tion may be settled once for all.  Before us
are official copies of the old and the new tar-
iff. A= to woollen goods, the duties compaie
us follows :
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The dillerences in elassifleation or phaseology
between the two acis may also be specially
ennmerated. Under * lannels, blnnkets, balmwo-
rals,” ete., the old act includes * kuit goods ;"
the new set adds “all goods made on Knitting
frames,” both appiying only to weol or worsted
goods, The old act has one duty for all goods
valued ot 40 cents per poumdl or less; the
wew has two clusses, but both with greatly
reduced duties.

Under * women's and children’s dress goods,”
the new act includes “coat linings,” s the
old does not, “and goods of like deseription,”
Dut the new duty is for every class lower
than the old, if the goods are made partly of
wool, worsted, the * lmir of the alpaca goat
or other animals,” If made wholly ol such
material, the new taviff puts them in 8 vew
class, wnd imposes o duty of 9 cents o yord
and 40 per eent, or 1 cent per yard more
than the old duaty on goods costing over 20
cents per yard.

Under * clothing resdy-made and wearing
apparel of every deseription™ werw eleariy in-
cluded by the old aet * cloaks, dolmans, juckets,
ulsters, or other ountside garments for ludies'
and children’s apparel™; the new act gives
these a separate desiznation and duty, but a
lower duty than **apparel of every descrip-
tion " formerly bore.

Under “webbings,” tlie new act specially
mentions “gorings, suspenders, and braces,”
which are mot separately mentioned in the
old luw. [If classed as * woollen mavulactures
not otherwise provided for,” these would
hitherto have Lorne a duty of 50 cents and 35
per cent, and the new duty is 30 cents and
50 per cent.

The old duty on * Anbusson and Axminster
carpets, and carpets woven whole for rooms™
was inconsistent with the vest of the tarifl,
and probably a mere blunder.  The new duty
is modified to correspond tvitk the eost ot anch
articles of lnxury., DBat on last year's imorta-
tions the old duty yielded $234,080 50, and
the new duty would yield only $237,625 35,
This and the change of 1 cent as to all-woal
dress goods constitute the only ineresse of
daty that appears in the whole act respecting
woollen goods, excepting that eloths or fannels
costing * over 50 eents per wnuu:]." or dress
goods “ weighing over four gunees per yard,”
may be imported of so high a price that the
reduction of 15 cents in specitie duty per
pound will be less than the merease of 5 per
cent ad valorem, The avernge value of such
goods imported last year wad for cloths about
$1 30 per pound, for lannels and dress goods
about $1 50 per pound; but the duty would
not be increased except upon such goods as
exeeed $3 per pound in valoe, A pessible and
insignificant increase npon n few high-prieed
luxuries will not be regarded by the people
ner by the manufacturers a8 of eonsequence
in comparison with the great deercase of duty
upon the goods mainly imported and which
the millions conswme. Sevator Morrill esti-

mated the aggregate reduction of duty, upon
imporis of the woollens class at $3,800,000,

| New, it must bo added that the Republican

| woollens, As Tur Trrsuxs has alrendy shown
| in detail, that pieco of work was dene by
Democratic votes, The contest was in the

on wool, and enly fourteen Republicans voted
against it.

After the same
fashion they muddled the adjnstment of duties
on iron and steel and on all other articles
where they could, in order to falsely charge
the Republienns with frannug an inconsistent
tariff. The act in the main is & good ene. The
flaws and faults in it were the work of Demo-
eratic free-traders, who are now falsifying the
record, as in their Ohio plaiform, to represent
themselveans prolectionisis,

Our friends in Ohio have never shown them-
sejves wanting in the sense to defend their
own interests, They know right well that had
_the Demoeratie party been able to eontrol the
work of tariff revision, the result would have
been incomparably worse than it is, not ouly
as to vieol, but as to many other interesis
With Republieans in power, an sppeal ean be
made to tried and proved friends for the cor-
rection of evils. But if Ohio enables the
Democratie party to elect a President, that
appeal will not be made to friends, nor will
any offort avail to prevent a general tearing-
down of the protective barriers which the
Republican party as reared and for the most
part succoeded in maintmning.

MONEY AND BUSINESS,

A further decline in grain and a bad report
as to the business of Nichols of Chicago, weak-
ness in provisions sod lard, sad unwarranted
rumors of the fsilines of Armour, duluess aud
singnine sirpogth in petrolenm, aod & decline
followed by some recovery in stoclis, were the
principal features of interest in the basiness
worlil last week. Nothing need be said of the
money market; it hos been easy and received
no attention. Nor oid the report of an io-
crease in the numbe= of failures during the first
half of 18583 eunse any alarm ; ib is well under
stoud that many of them hiave been of a speen-
lutive sort, and that the collapse of speeulitive
rings is not adisadvantage, but a benelit to
leggitimate business.

Distrnst of the New-Yorlk Central on neeonnt
of the completion of the West Shore Railroad
wus the key of the situativn in the stock
market. On Taursday and afterward the opin-
jon guived ground that this distrust had been
earried toe fur, and that the oid and estuh-
lishied lines, notwithstanding new competition,
would retain an enormous business and con-
tinue to be wvaluable properties, It is not our
uf place to remember that it is aow just two
years since prices began to deciine with the
shooting of President Garfleld smd the assur-
nnee of failire of evops. * New-York Central
sold in 1581 at ISS, Loke Shore nt 1051,
Michignn Central at 126%, Wabash preferred
ut ity and some other stoe ks nt correspond-
ingly Ligh figures.  Alter a depression lasting
s0 long, it would pot beat all surprising if
gooil erops should bring somo reeuvery. The
great mailroads are not exactly worthless,
thongh speca'ative wnnsgement lins done its

best to deprive some of vialue,

The news [rom the grain fields has been gen-
erally favornble, and the decline in prices is
understond ta be due rather to natural cuuses
than to speenlative infinence,  Tlie surplus eae-
ried over trom lest veanr ik larze, the latest in-
formation promises a very fair though notan un-
precedented crop of wheat, and a large erap of
othier grain and ol cotton, and the prospect is
that Enrope will not have as lurge o deficieney
of wheat as it had Inst year,  The price of cot-
ton haus been aftectsd by similar conditions ;
there is every reasen to leok fora Lirge yiold,
and the markets fur gomls do pol seem to en-
large matenially.  Mulidling aplands declined
abont thiee-sixteenths last week, without spec-
ulative excitement or lorge transaetions,

The oil warket, too, secmed to be very mueh
1eft to itsell, and was very dull, but did st de-
cline.  Its strength under the circnmnstances
supports the theory of dhese who think the md-
vinee wbove $1 per barrel due to legitimate
infiences rather than tospeculation.  Of course,
this prodact wonld be worth nearer $2 than
$1 per barrel, it the supply should onve deil-
nitely fall below the consumption, and the long
continued f{ailire to reach new deposits hus
fwpressed many with the beliel that sueh a
state of things is pot fur distaat. saveral oew
wells enme in lust woek with fodr yields, but they
gave no indiention af any new deposit not pre-
viously tapped, and hardly compensated for the
stewly decrense in the yisld of old wells.  The
discovery of a new depexit of oil vonlld be
hailed with great joy at this time, except by
holders and speculators, becanse this produet
hus become one of the most important in our
foreign trade, and this conntry hus wo neeasion
to fear competition from Russia or elsowbere,
even in the German maclket, until the price of
crude in this eouutry rises much above §1 50
per barrel. But withuut some new source ol
gupply, the price might svoa go Ligh snough to
check exports.

The opinion spreads that a better eondition of
business s to follow the ehange of tufift which
tnkes effect to-day, not so much because of the
atire of that change, but beeanse the expeeta-
vion and apprehension of it have ciused nu-
reasonable disteast and jnactivity.  There are
signs of very heavy transactions in the com-
mereinl world this week, preparations haviog
poen made to take ont of warehoose a largs
quantity of goods us soon as the new tarilt
takes effect.  Included are materials for muny
branchey of manufactnre which, it may be in-
ferred, will now be more vigorously prosecuted.
