Proverbial Jersey justice was apain lllustratc-d
yesterday in the eases of two of Hie thieves who or

Saturday attempted tn rob Mr. Banith, cashier of
the Oran..- National Bank, of $10,000 in a Dela¬
ware, Lackawanna and Western Railroad train in
the-, elepot Ht Hoboken. Early in the morning
William D. Daly, a lawyer who hail Wen en-aged
by tho prisoners, had an interview with his clients
in the jail. Before the court opened Mr. Daly
M iffbt Charles H. Wintield, the Jersey
City prosecutor, and spent a long time
in private conversation with hun. Mr.
Winfield afterward had a talk with Judge McGill,
anet't was iinelerattioii that un u.ort>einent was ar¬

rived at by winch the Court consented, if the pris¬
oner* .ileadeel malty, to parnell them for tine oftence
emly. A blank application feir trial iu the Special
Sessions was l lien taken ts, the prisoners. Sad Nugent
ami.Farrell signed it. Emerson refused to sign it,
¦Bj in if that he hst. DOOOBiieetioa with thoattempted
robbery sad that he was not scquaintcd with
the other two prisoners. Ile added tli.it
bs had plenty ol irienda and money to back
bim, and he purposed to wait tho action of the
Oran*. Jory, and if null, td he felt confident of

being aet'uitte'il on the trial. Nugent and Farrell
.were taken into court by Sheriff Cronan, Depnty
.Sheriff Martin nm) lletectives Stanton and Foley,
ot the District-Attorney's office. Nugent was

clresse'ct in black aud presented a r"8jectable ap¬

pearance. Farrell's clothing was shabby, und he
looked like a laborer. They were arraigned
before the Court, and Prosecutor \Vin-
-iclet read the application for trial iu the Special
.Sessions. Ile then addressed Nugent by the Dame
ot Conroy, and charting him with assault with in¬

tent to iob. asked him what he pleaded.
"'Guilty," answered Counsellor Daly.
'¦Your name is Nugent, is it nott" uskc-d tho

prosecutor ol the pnsouer.
" Yes, sir," answered Nugent in a low tone.

The same formula was gone through willi ni the
cii-e ol farrell, and then Judge McGill, addressing
both prisoners, said:

" You have been guiltv of a very bold and very

impudent attempt al robbery. Tue community is

lo bo congratulated upon tbe fact of your arrest.

There could be no doubt ol the result of n trial.
Unfortunately the law limits the Court in the
matter ol punishment, but the Court will impose
the ntatost sentence. 'I ho aeotenoa ol
the Court ia that you servo teu years at hatd labor
in state Prison."

which caused his death. The jniv found a verdict
to the effect that McManus had struck Clark ic

Mauus with words of congratulation. Coroucr
Marlin subsequently discharged the prisoner.
