LITTLE ENTHUSIABM AMONG THE DELEGATES—THE
CANDIDATES,
[BY TELEGRAPH T0 THE TRINONE.]

HarmisnUrg, Peno, Aug. 1.—The Convenilon of
the Peunsvivania Deuwocrats to-day was n tame
aflair, a8 was anticipated. There was & votable
absefion of the leaders and representalive men of
the varty. The psual enthusigsm meident to such
ga' berings seemed rest rained by the shadow of the
comirg defrat, Ex-speaker Randall was liers, but
he came, to use his owu expression, wore from &
“{pio- of halnt” than from any other cousideration,
Congressmen Hopkivs and Ermentrout were preé-
ent, but did not participate in the procs edings, The
work of the Convention was lelt to men of small
culibre and httle repntation.

The ranks of the delegutes were badly broken by
absentecism, and the places of those who remained
at bome were filled by wembers and officers of the
Legisluature and agents of the Stute Administratton,
The temporary chamman, K. E W right, of Allen-
town, and the permanent ehairman, R, E, Jawes, of
Easton, both mude speeches upon tuking the chair,
Lat they failed 10 produce any marked lwpressiou
in the Convention,

ADMINISTRATION FORCHS AT WORK.

The friends of the Admunmsiration gnveeaded in
getiing in the platform tbeir approval of the course
of the Governor ic enlling the Legislature together
in extraondivary session and ipumsting that the
members sball rawain uatil the work 18 periormed,
but the approval given was altogetlier periunelory.
Bome sbarp coruers were turned in steering the
Couvention, but an outbreak was averted betwern
the Admimsirainon forces, marshalled by Senntor
Gordon, aud the anti-Administraiion wen, of w ich
C.atrman Hensel of the State Commitleeis nropres
sentative.

On the second bullot for Anditor-General the
frionds of Wil F. Hurmity, chairman of the City

Cowmmiites of Philadelpbin, wuo bad declined
to appear before the Couvention, ran his vote
up 10 seveniy-ons, which  was within

seven of that received by the bighest candidate, and
bis poinination ssemed inevitable, This wonld have
been & direct blow ai the Administration, as Harrity
represents the opposition to the Governor in h
own town. ‘The danger was seen, aud by a hittie
gharp piactice tbe blow was averted. It was
potiecable thronghout that Hensel secured greater
applause whenever hisnamo was meatioted Lhan
thia of the Governor, and it was plain that aConven-
tion, » lich was expected (o be prosvunced for ihe Ad-
minstration  against wl comers, would Luve
sympativzed  with the chairman of the com-
mittee who bad dared to crivicise somo of its
wots,
THE PLATFORM AND THE CANDIDATES.

Ax it was little [riction disturbed the quiet of the
gathering and the Convention performed 163 work,
sn.l dispersed as quietly and as monrnfuily, it migot
be said, as it assembled, The plattorm coutains the
psusl platitades about retrenchment, reform aud
economy, wnd straddles the taril question, The
taritt resolution is substantially the vne adopted by
the Ouio auvd Virgima Domoersta The
ticket nominuted is respeo sbla, The candidaves
have some individual aud personal strength. but
the location of the men 15 bad, DBoth meo live on
the New-York border aud ouly three couoties
divide them. They are both repressntatives of
the oll region and all other sections are iguored.

WHO THE CANDIDATLES ARE,

Robert Taggart, of Warten County, who was
powinated for Auditor-General on the thied ballot
over thirteen copatitors, is @ native of Pittshure,
where be learned the trade of a printer. At the
breaking out of the war of the rehellion he enlisted
in the Oth Peoosvivams Heserves, entering the
ATy a6 aprivate and guitting the service at the
end of the struggle with the rank of major.

When oil was discovered he went to the oil regions
aod became s peoducer in which business he bas
pince been engaged. Ou two occasious lie stoud tor
the Legis giure but was defeated. He s abous
fiity years of age.

Joseph Poweill, of Bradford County, waa nom-
mated for State Treasurer on the second badot.
He was born near Towa ada, on June 23, 1828, e
received ao weademio oducation aid began business
88 u dryeoods mercbant. He has beon prosperous
in business aod is now president of the First Na-
tioual Bunk of Towands, owns & large tannery
and two or three finve larme.  In 1871
be ran for Congress on tbe Demoorutic
ticket iu the oid Witmot District, which had been
represented by Galusha A, Grow and Ulysses Mer-
cur, now Cliel Justice of Peansyivania, sud suc-
cerded io dafeating Benjamin Laporte, his op-
ponent, by about a hundred votes, although the
district usually gives avout tonr thousand Kepubli-
Can -,ruﬁ.

8IX MEN KILLED IN A COLLISION.
FATAL NEGLECT OF AN OPERATOR—XARROW FSCAPE
OF A PASSENGER TRAIN,

Norrit ApaMs, Mass,, Aug, 1,—Two freight trains
on the Troy and Boston Railroad eame in collision
this morning betwesn Petersburg Junction and
Pownal, Vt. One train bad forty-five cars and the
other twonty-five, The engines ware driven into
sach other, and lifty cars were thrown from the
track and piled one on top of each other; whila
some of the cars fell yuto ths Hoosao River. The
wreckags immediately took flre. About five min-
utes after the crash a passenger train, with four
ears all fillad, was dae, and the brakemau, with s
fands, face and head blesding, went out and flagzed
it. Tho trainmen aud passengers on this traio at
onen set about resouing the unfortunates men under
the freight train, buc it was so hot thoy could do
littla,

Tha bodles of six mon ‘wern burned to cinders.
Their nnmes are as follows: Charles Marden, of
I'rov, engincer of freight No, 1; John Barrett, of
North Adams, eonducior of freight No, 6; Mark
Sullivan, of Chatham, enginesr of train No, 0;
Fredenck Emlanx, brakeman of train No. 6;
Thoumas Lane, brakeman of train No. 1; H. H.
Bruee, of Puwnal, oporator of the Troy and Green-
fleld road at the State line,
