THE GREELY COLONY.

THE RELIEF EXI'EDITIONS.

List year an attempt was wade to sond a supply
anid relie! expedition to the colonista, The steawer
Nepiune wasseat out undor an appropristion by
Congress of $313,000, but failed to mako its way
through theiee of Smith Sound. Aftst depositiog
a supply of stores in & cachd ut Cupe Sabine, she
made & final strempt to work her way up fo
Kennedy Channsl, but wus nearly crashed in the
jce and was forced to retunri.

This year it became svident that ntmost axertions
must be made for the reliaf of the gpllunt colonists.
T'wo vessels were fitied out for the expedition—the
already trisd and approved whaler Protens, and
the United States steam sloop-ol=xar Yantio, The
Proteus was ftted oat at 8t Joun's, aud the Yantic
at the Brockiyn Navy Yard Well supplied with
coal, provistons, eto., they left Bt. Johun's togetber
on June 20, bouud for Disco, Thero the FProtens
was to take sboard Esquunan dogs and sledges
and sail for Smith Sovud, the Yantio accompauying
ber, if possible, to Cape Sabins. It was intended
that the Protens shonld press on as rapidly as pos-
sibie to Lady Fruoklin Bay, Batif this was found
impracticable on acoount of ice, winler quarters
were 10 bo made for the expedition at Life Boat
Cove, and the Proteus was to return to St Johu's.
Then Lientenaut Garlington, commander of the
reltel party, was to ienve LWo OF three mot at the
