The spread of
the disease, however, so far seems to have
bedn in greatest measure due to carelessness
in ‘attending to patients suffering with it;
with care, therefore, and rigid adberence to
the directions of the Heal'h Board, a change
for the better ought to follow quickly.

It is stated in the last pews from Madagnsear
that after the capture of Taumatave rome
French priests broke in upon the English Con-
sul, who was dying there, tried to foree him to
become a Catliolie, and compelled him to kiss
acrucifix. If this 1eport is true it would be
4 hard to find a more exasperating and at the same
time ludicrous example of French impudence.

THE RICHFIELD B8PRINGS CONTENTION,

The Republican Conveution hus done well by
the party. It realized that much was expected
of it, aud it wet the demand. From begiuning
to end the proceedings wers characterized by
the old-time spirit—the delegiates sceming Lo
ue intent upon getting lovelher on eomrion
ground for the advavcement of the common
Republican canse, No tolerance was shown to
factionalism, and the nicknames which told
of division were dropped. The report of what
was fnid and done which 18 given in detul on
other pages is well ealealuted to gratify Repnb-
licans. Democrats wouid do well to skip it.
1t bodes them no good on election day.

The Convention siwply 1esporded to public
seutiment in renominating the State oflicers
that were elected by Republican votes two years
ugo., The record made by these men is the beut
sort of a campaign doenment. They havo dis-
charged their respective duties fuithfully and
well, and from the publie eonfidence in which
thiey are now entrenched the Democracy will
pot ‘ind it easy to dislodge them by any ticket
which they may be able to evolve out of their
disagreements, The new candidute, Pliny T.
Sexton, who is named for Siate Treasurer, is
worthy to be associated with Messrs, Carr,
Davenport, Russell and Seymour, Mr, Sexton
may well be proud of his political ancestry, hLis
father baviog been prominently associated with
¢ the nnderground railroad ™ in the anti-slavery
dnys. He himself is not only a Republican by
direct inheritance but by strong personal con-
viction ; while his gpeciul fitness tor the respons-
ible office for which Le is nominated appears in
the fact that he is 8 banker of extended experi-
ence and that his characier is alike vigorous
and spotless. The cirenmstances attending the
nomination of this strong nod popular ticket
are well calculated to arouse our Hepublican
friends all over the State to make one of their
old-fushioned campaigns. Such was the gen-
eral desire tor bona-fide barmony that the reg-
alar standing Committee on Coutested Seuts
became nnnecessary, since there were no con-
tests, The only two delegations 1 which any
disagreement showed itself came to an ami-
ecable understanding before the Convention
met. Andif more proof to the sawe end were
needed, it is found in the way in which the
positions of temporary and permanent president
of the Conveuntion were filled, Senator Miller
being one of the presiding officers and Senator
Lapham the other. These two men have stood
iu the near pust as representatives of opposing
factions, They stood yesterduy for a party
which 18 fast reuniting.

A feature of the occasion was the plea con-
tained in Senator Miller's speech for a radical
change in the manper of selecting delogates to
our importaut conventions. His suggestions,
which were evidently the outcome of careful
thought, and which were, of course, bused on
umple knowledge, will doubtless be attentively
considered by the Btate Committes to which
they were referred for action. It is conceded
by sagacious men in both parties that some
sort of reform is meeded in this matter. The
Senator’s speech will quicken discussion and
good results must follow. The platiorm
adoptsd by the Couvention is a clear and
straightfor ward enunciation of the pesition of
the Republican party of New-York upon all the
great current issues. The planks relatiog to
Lﬁuhnl. taxation, Civil Bervice reform and

temperance will excite special attention, The
Administration of President Arthur is men-
tioned with bigh praise, the late Democratic
Legislature is put in the public milory w‘h_em
it belongs, while the plan of party reorgnuiza-
tion adopted by tue Committes of Eighleen is
approved.

The man who by his =nceess is to end the
politieal career of PRenjamin F. Butler, or by his
defeat is to illustrate the inercasing power of
thnt demagogue, Was pominated for Governor
of Mussachusetts by the Republican Conven-
tion iv Boston yesterday. The fature will gliow
which of these events isto become  histotry.
Meanwhile with the knowledge now at hand
nothing but praise can be accorded the Conven-
tion for its uction, Aflter the unexpected with-
drawal of Heory L. Pierce, the nemination of
Mr. Robiuson appeared to he n foregone con-
clusion, Fortunately there were no pledged
delegations and 1o troutlesome  booms to be
got rid of, und the Convention proceeded to its
work withont jar or confusion. The decision
of the assembled delegates was gnickly diseony-
ered to be that George D. Robinson in the man
to bear the standard of the party in the present
crisis. The resuit may be aceepted as the
deliberate judgment of the best and ablest men
among the Massachusetts Republiesps, for it
was by such that the party was represented in
the Convention of yesterday.

At that
time it was not known that Judes Jonathan
Dixon would consent to be n candidate, When
assoranee to that effeet was had, the majority
of the convention jndged him a still stronger
cundidnte than Mr. Hiil, and he wus nominated
alter a contest sipgalarly free from ill-feeling,
in which the high eliaracter and personal excel-
lenee of both candidites were nniversally ac-
knowledged, Tt was the aim with wll to fnd a
min who wonld worthily represent the integ-
ity and the interests of * the pliin people " —
those who do notlive by oflice-seeking, and
who wish to bave the government of the State
fres from the dictation of corporations, In
Juders Dixen they certainly have tonnd sueh a
man, and one of conapicuons ability, It will Lie
diffienlt for the Democrats to eriticise the elinr-
acter of one who was plaoed on the Sapreme
benen by two Democratie Governors, and
whose eminent fliness for that high trust no
wan of either party has ever yet doabted. The
contrast  between such n enndidate, nod  the
one whose publie record the Democrats them-
gelyes have ventilated without avail, is of the
sharpest and most eruel Kind,  In Hudson
Conoty especially, where both candidates are
very well though very difierently knowun, the
contrnst must have n great effect.  Bat it will
have inflaence also throughont the State, wher-
ever personal worth is recognizod and valoned,

The Convention, as was to be expecteil, deo-
clared its independence of corporate  dictation.
The bold but judicions speech of Mr. Phelps,
when he was appointed temporary chairian of
the Convention, struck the key-note, and the
resolution ealling for equul taxation of all
property, whether individual or corporate, wus
received with unusanlly hearty and nuanimous
apvlanse,  Indeed, a part of the most strennous
opposition to Judge Dixon eame from repre-
sentatives of the Iennsylvanin Railroad, who
wuid that e had been too severs in decisions
bearing upon interests of that compuny. Dut,
as Mr. Phelps said, the Convention served
notice upon that and other railroads that they
ought to attend strictly to their business of
carrylug uvnssengers and freight, leaving the
people to attend to their business of governing.
If this notice is reasouably regarded, the
wrong done when Mr, Potts was defeared will
not he repeated.

The platform adopted is excellent—not too
long vor overloaded with detsil. It takes issue
squarely with the Democrats as to Civil Ser-
vies Reform, and advocates, without evasion or
trickery, a tarifl for the protection of American
industry. But, bad the Convention lacked n
platform, the fine speech of Mr. Phelps would
huve furnished one, He was especislly happy
in the closing suggestion that inasmnch as the
Democrats held that any party, having been
long in power, must become corrupt, the eon-
tinuous pussession of power in the Biate Gov-
eroment for fifteen years by the Democrats
would on their own theory jusiify the cry,
“Turn the rascals out.” On the whols, the
Convention wasone of unuscal intelligence
and sobriety of judgment, ol marked indepen-
dence and of patriotic feeling. 1t ought to be

sustained by the gool sense and the self-re-
spect of a majority of the people of New-Jersey.

PHASES OF SANI1TARY SCIENCE,

Ope of the eomplaints urged agninst savitary
engineers by practieal plumbers is thut they
eannot agree upon fundnmental principles and
are altering their requirements from year to
year. The plumbing laws and sanitary regu-
lations of the building departments in large
cities are ordinarily framed by this vew class of
sanitary engineers occapying an intermediate
pliee between the architects and the contract-
ors. Notonly arethere wide diserepancies in
practice under thuse varivus eodes, bat in the
sumeo loeality there are constant changes in the
theoty of sanitary science. A house that is
built in accordasce with the approved gpecifi-
eations of the most competent engineers will be
condemned within five years by the sume au-
thorities as faulty in its sanitary applisnces,
For example, the ventilation of drain-pipes has
been one of the chiof objects kept In view by
the experts, The first suggestion Wwas (o eany
a small tubs from the vertical deain-pipe to the
roof, the sliming of the walls of the conduit
being theoretically prevente! by the admirsion
ol air. This tuba was speodily enlarged nutil
it was of the same sizo as the drain-pipe. Then
the argument wus nsed that it was nsoless tor
veutilate a pipeat one ond only, and that in
order to send a carrent of air from top 1o hot-
tom a side-pips must be run ont frem the huri-
zucal Arain-pipe under the basement to the
outer wall, Having provided for s complete
citenlation of wir in the drainuge system, the
engineers pased for b gath; but already they
have resumed operations at the roof. They wre
now enlarging the eoil-pipe at the upper end in
order to facilitate a drsught, sud probably
hefore long they will be introducing additional
applinnees ot the lower end and in the middle,

In likw manyer there have been variations of
opinion regarding materials, Earthen pipes
wers condemned and eust-tron pipes recom-
menided as absolately scte. The engineers now
complain that east-iron pipes ordinavily leak nt
the joints nnder a heal of water, and that the
interior surfaees faeilitute the formation of
sewer linfugs. Wrongbt-iron is regarded by
the bizhest authorities as the best material for
drain-pipes indoors. Al the same time materi=
als and pipe-ventiintion are considered  subor-
dinate in imnortance to the eflicient cleansing
of waste-pipes by gallans of  water diseh el
wiill consilerable velucity. Mr. Georze E.
Waring, jr.. in the current number of “The
Amerienn Archiloot, sags that * flushing ™ s tue
watcliworil of the best sanitary science of the
present time, and confesses that be las little
fuith in the nniversal soecific of trap ventilation
and kindrod applisnees,  Now the separation of
the drain-pips with its volume of air and gases
by means of watoc-seals and other deviees,
simple and conplex, f{rom the atmospliers of
the honse, has been one of the chief wims ol the
sanitury engineer. A thousand and one traps
atil  meehanical obstructions have besn in-
vented for this purpose, aml at least o lindred
ol them have beer prononneed absolutely sale
competent aunthorities,  In every honse
erected under the new sanitury coldes wusu-
stands, sinks pod hoppers on every tlocr, and
the main driinsge pipes, are required to be
trapped, and the cost of plambing in this and
in other respects has mors thin doabled duriog
the lust fifteen years, Yot hero is Mr. Wativg,
ane of the leadors of sanitary science, blurting
ont his want of faith in these costly applinnees,
The system of ventilating traps, he says, is at-
tauded with dengers equal to thoss which it is
intonded to remove, and mechanioal traps are a
makeshift nlso, which become seats of docom-
position unless they are kept constantly under
the vye and copioasly fushed.

It is & singular fact that in spite of the thon-
sl inventinns in plambers’ applianees, and the
conntless salagantds which sanitary science
has devised, the best advice which one of the
mest weeomplished encineers has to give to
houss-bnilders is to have as little wark of this
sort as possible.  Mr. Waring applies  the
mathematical rule to plumbing, aud avers that
the danger inerenses inversely as the sqguare of
the distanee. Given toor times the length of
luternl pipe or twies the number of stationary
wasli-stunds or sinks, and the danger 12 elther
sixtern or four timos us great, 1o wonld there-
fore cut oft ull wash-stands and baths from bed-
rooni¥, ani dispensing with every latersl pipe of
any length would euncenirate ina single bath-
reom en a floor all the water aud drainuge ap-
pliances, thns making simplicity the maia vle-
ment of salety.

SLAVELRY IN GEURGIA,

There 15 & lively fight just now between the
Murietta snd North Georgia Railroad ‘and the
lossees of the negro conviets who are employed
in building that road. Ouoly 1568 of these con-
viets are now at work, and the eompany want
more, Of course they will get them. The
peculinr system by which public works nre car-
ried on in Georgia at o minimnm cost is famil-
inr to most of our readers, thotizh no one but an
eye-wituess enn appreciate ils atrocities.

Slave lbor veing dove away with aond the
negross sottiog a prics on their work, Georgia
and other Suvuthern States have solved the
problem by turning convicts out to build rail-
ways nnd  Lridges, Petty-larceny is uoforu-
uutely a popular oftence among the freedmen,
and the punishment for it is beavy as to time.
This being tho cass, the State has an nalimited
number of workmen to draw npon for her pub-
lie works, who are paid nothing bur their
vietuals and clothes, The less that these cost
the better for the coutracters, Hence the eon-
victs are, a3 o matter of policy, half elothed and
fed. Ino old slavery times it was to the com-
mereiul interest of the master Lo protect the
life and Lealth of his sluves. DBut now nubody
has an interest, fivancial or otherwise, in the
negro. The more work that ean be got ou: of
himm during the time of sentence the botter
both for the State und the lessec. lence the
wreteted creature is actunlly a slave, as much
in 1583 asin 1860, anly that he is worked by
the State instead of an ndividoal, and is
watched by armed soldiers instead of vver-
grers, Gangs of convicts may be seen at work
on many Southern rowds, guarded by men no
less bratal than themsolves, who shoot them
down on the first eftort at escape, At night
they are ususlly boxed up ina windowless
prison car which tor foulness and lack of ven-
tilation equals the Black Hole of Caleuttn. A
recent report of a Southern clergyman of the
work of his chareh among the negroes states
as & were matter of fnct that “ about vne-half
“of the convicts sent out to the public works
% die frum exposure, lack of food, clothing, ete.”

Even the conscience of the Georgiun publie
rebelled lately atthis state of things, and a
committes was appointed by the Legislature to
examine into the uslleged abuses. Of course
the abuses disappeared on approach of the
committes, Hence the present recommenda-
tion to increase the working foreey and the con-
sequent row between the State and the com-
pany.
