Prrrsnunag, Oct. 3.—~The magnificent build-
ings of the Pittsburg Exposition on the north bank of the
Allegheny Rivoer have boon totally destroyed.  The inie
mensé structures, with their slmost endless variety o
exhibits illustrative of every branch of art, sclence
mechanleal skill, which were yestorday visited by thous
sands of persons and sinee<hs opening on Septomber 20 by
hundreds of thousands, are now s mere mass of anliniers
and powdered embers and curled and tangled lrou,
The destruction & complete; and nothing but the slie
remalns of the Exposltion In wihich the people of Pitta-
haryg felt a0 much pride,

The fire wos fiest discovered In the boller-room ate
tuched to Machinery Hall, st the south end of the bullds
ing: and before the watehman conld give an alarm the
fRames had spread to Floral Hall, Meokinery Hall and the
man building: and in lea: than ten minotes the buildings
were on fire from end o end; and wien the fire depart-
ment arrived on the gronnd tue flames were beyond con=
trol. Nothing was saved, and tues ficewen turned theie
attention to saving wdjacent property, many residences
on Bouth-ave. bemg In flawes By bard work, lowever,
they suceceded in saving ali those with ne wore damage
tosn the baraing of cornioes and fences.

Repeated alurms soon aroased almost tus extive popa-
tation of the two cities, and 1t is estiaated that not lesn
than from 75,000 to 100,000 persons witnessed the con-
flagration. The refleotion of the fames 1leminated the
country for miles around, In one Bour frum the dlscor=
ery of the fire u mere sttonuated skelcton of 4 once mug-
nifleent struptore was all that was loft.
