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CLOSE OF THE REVOLUTION,

CELEDRATING A HUNDRED YEARS OF
PEACE.

BIGNTFICANCE OF TO-DAY'S CEREMONIES AT NEW-
DUHG—VI4ITOKS GATHERING FIOM ALL QUAR-
TERS.

[FROM A SPECTAL CORRESPONDENT OF THE TRIRUNE.]

Newsono, N. Y., Oct, 17.—The ancient and hon-
orable town of Newburg is in the premonitory
ecstacies of to-morrow's Centennial ecelebration,
which commemorates the closing events of the
Revolution, There have been some uufavorable
criticiama of the date chosen, bat these, though sor-
rect aa to the letter, are nnfounded anto the apirit,
For it was the wish of thoe citizens of Newhurg to
celebrate *at one fell swoop " the memory of the
days one hundred years ago when in their little
strects, and around the lill that rises from New-
burg Bay, walked und talked the ragged, miserable
Army of the United States of Americs, balf-fed,
half-elothed, bt wholly uneongneralile, It was on
the 15th day of October, 1783, that the wandering
Congress of the conntry passed the aet that dis-
bauded them and gave themonee more to the peace-
ful pursuits which they had abandoned in the
gacred eause of patriotism,

The contrast between that day and to-morrow is
one that the people of Newburg have been eontiu-
ually making; and wot only they, but all the
little communitios np and down the Hudson
and around the Highlands and the West Point
region, where so many memortes of the dark and
blomdy days of the Revolution eluster.  For Wash-
ington generally had West Point at his back in the
last year of the ware, and from the neighborhond of
that impregnable position sprang like s pauther
npon the British foe,

Nothing tends to throw greater light upon the
awfnl misery of that time than the fact that
those sturved and rageed soldiors  enecampod st
Newburg were dazed and  panieccstricken when
restored to ecivie life, The prospoct before them
wecmed ntterly dark : nor did they know how they
shonld earn their bread, for the industries of the
land had boen destroyed in the terrible war,  The
flem Hand of Woasdingeton had bronght the fainting,
reoling, exhanstid Nation ont of the turmoil of wor
into the quicot of Lromge eidier guldes Tuis
horse throogh the foaming waters of atoprent,
I'here was uttor and absolute exhaustion, so that
