Italian rotes, and the Democrats in the Hoard
of Aldermen protested against the change. An
injunction was obtained and on a technicality
iii advertising the contract Mr. Coleman was

prevented from carrying it into effect. That
was the end ol' the proposed change, Mr. Cole¬
man apparently not deeming it best to oppose
his party further in the matter.
Now the Tammany Democrat in the

Board of Estimate and Apportionment,
Mr. John Reilly, is insisting that the con¬

tracts for cleaning the street* shall
not bs renewed. Commissioner Coleman
has Increased his estimates for 1884 in order
to meet the extra expense of returning to tbs
old System of dav's work in the lower part
Of the city.

In the Public Works Department, by re¬

fusing to buy his coal by contract, Commis¬
sioner Thumps >n has been paying nearly .>'-'
a ton more than the Board of Education and the

Department of Public Charities and Correction
pay for the same quality of coal. Hy re¬

fusing to have repairs to .sewers and other work
of that kind done by contract) given to the
lowest bidder, the taxpayers' are annually bur*
dened with a largs and wholly minOfCSSSiy tax.

I»i inociatie opposition to the contract

System of currying on public improvements
in the city probably costs tbs taxpayers
hundred of thousands ot dollars annually.
If the sams party succeeds in its oppo¬
sition to the contract system mtbeprisona,

THE LONDON EXPLOSIONS.
The explosions on tho underground railroad

have naturally caused widespread apprehension
in London, fine occurred near the Tiaed Street
Station not far from the Great Western Depot.
This was in the northwestern quarter of ihe city
beyond Hyde Park. Tho second explosion oc¬

curred between Charing Cross and tho West¬
minster Slation, near the houses of Parliament.
These stations ate at opposite points iii the long
circuit which tho underground railroad makes
from Westminster Bridge to Marylebone, pass¬

ing thence to Mag's Cross station on the east
and thence south toward the Thames. The fact
that these cxplo-ion.s occurred almost simul¬
taneously at point! so f;ir removed from each
other seems to preclude thc theory of ;iei iib uinl

origin. At IV... .St., a passingtrain lilied willi

passengers trundled over the explosive material
and two (ins.vero chattered, a mimbi ir ot' per¬

sons being seriously injured. At Charing Cross

no train was passing al tho time, but thc walls
ut the tunnel were battered and the windows in

the station were blown out. The experts hare
not concluded their investigations, but are ap-

jiiiieiitlv convinced that a small quantity of a

wry powerful explosive,such us gun-cotton,
was used in each instance.
