A DISTURDBANCE AT VREDERICKSBULG,

A NEGRO STUUCKE BY A WHITE MAX
BLOW RETURNED WITH VIGOR.

FrEpErtcksaunG, Va, Nov. S.—Captain M, B,
Rowe, with Jos. W, Colbert, was this merniug pass-
iug the corner of Charles and Commueree sta, where
peverul colored men wore talking.  Peyton Streets,
colored, said: “Those Danville telegrams are
darmed Funder les,” Without stoppisg Howe sail
to Colbert, “What does that negro know about
forged telegrams 1 In & ssoment Streets came
around the eoruer and said, I sald they wers
damned Fander lies,”  Howe requestod him to go
away, but he repeated the remark, shaking his
finger threatingly toward Rowe's fate. Rowo
etruck L Hghtly, wherenpon Strects strock Rowe
& powerful blow over his right eye, cutting the
Lrow and broisiug the oveball with a seal ring.
Rowe then seiged Strcots and severnl nogroes vun
np and interfered, but Rowe tinally got him down,
The negroes caught Rowe'sarm and prevented him
from striking. Colbert made the negroes release
Rowe, who then etruck Strests twice, Streots eried
“ Enough,” and several whites then took Rowe off,
Streots was hurried away by his fricnds, and wade
threats of having revenges before night.

A ntimber of young white wen had by this tiwe
cowe up and seemed determined to take possession
of Streets for summary vengeanee, but at the in-
stance of Captain Bowe and several persons of both
iulun thoy refrained from violence and peritted

THE STORY OF THE DANVILLE R10T,
TROUBLE TEEDICTED TO-DAY—THREATS TO ATIACK
THE REVENUE OFFICE,

WasmxeroN, Nov. 5.—Commissioner Evans to-
day received an official Jetter from an Iuternal
Revenue neeut at Danville, Va., describing the
riot of Baturday and the spirit which animates the
Bourbons there, “Uhe lotter, which is dated Novem-
ber 3, reads as follows: “ About 3 o'cluck this af-
ternoon, during a disturbance on the street between
awhite aud a colored man, some porson a pistol,
whereupon o crowd of white men rushed ont
from a publie hall where they were holding o polit-
ical meeting, aud began firing right and left at col-
ored wen who happened to be on the street, killing
and wounding some five or six of them. Oue white
man was wounded, whether by accident or by a
